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APTER WORDS WITH JUSTIOE SEA-
BURY ON JURY FIXING OASE.

Bagg, Produced by Jullan as & Witness
Agalnst Lawyer McCabe, Repudiates
His “‘Confession” and Says IUs a Lie
—Distriot Attorney Drops the Case.

Distriet Attorney Jerome withdrew yes-
terday from the investigation into the
jury fixing ecandal before City Court
Justice Seabury, who is sitting as a Magis-
trate. Before he loft the court room Mr.
Jorome told Justice Seabury that he had
pever seen euch a proceeding as the one
in progress, and that “he didn't know where
he was at.”

Justice Seabury replied that he did not
propose to be lectured by the District At~
torney, who was at liberty to withdraw if be
80 pleaged.

This ococurred in the course of the ex-
amination of Stanley S. Bagg, who wae
formerly employed by the Metropolitan
Street Railway Company as an “investi-
gator.” Bagg made a confession to the
District Attorney, in which he admitted
that he had taken part in the bribing of a
juror, William H. Tillinghast, who i8 now
in the panitentiary, convicted of personat~
ing a juror.

When Bagg went on the witness stand
yesterday it developed that he was pre-
pared to repudiate his confession and was
now going to tell the whole truth, as he
called it. He then denied ever having
had anything to do with the bribing of
Tillinghast.

Mr. Jerome refused to continue the ex-
amination of the witness, saying that he
oould never bring such a self-confessed
liar before a Grand Jury.

The particular purpose of yesterday's
proceeding was to discover what evidenoce
there exists against Ambrose F. McCabe,
asslstant attorney for the Metropolitan
fnterests, who was charged with bribing
Tillinghast in an accident suit with $40.
All the previous hearings before Justice
Seabury have been behind closed doors,
and it was plain that at the other hearings
certain statements had been made by
Tillinghast and Louis E. Julian, a former
Metropolitan  investigator, implicating
McCabe.

McCabe, who has been the active trial law.
yer for the Metropolitan in accident cases,
was in court with his counsel], Edward Hatoh.
Behind McCabe sat Lawyer Quackenbush,
who is now in charge of the Metropolitan
legal department. When Jerome declared
that he would not take Bagg’s ewvidence
before the Grand July Justice Seabury
answered:

“What you will or will not do is a matter
for yourself to determine, Mr. Jerome.
This testimony may be corroborated, and
1 shall examine Tillinghast in connection
wish it, and every one else connected with

it.

Lawyer Hatch objected to testimony con-
cerning any matter save the alleged $40
bribe, and Justioe Seabury agreed to that
limitation, saying that he would reserve
decision on the other matters.

Mr. Quackenbush protested, in behalf of
the Metropolitan, against any prooeedings
involving that company. Hedeclared that
Justice Seabury has no jurisdiction in
oriminal cases.

Justice Seabury replied that Mr. Quack-
enbush was not properly before the court
and that his protest would be digallowed,
as his client was not g party to the pro-
ceedings.

“I again protest that your Honor has no
jurisdiction here, and ask you to stay these

grooeedings until I can get_a writ of prohi-
ition from the Supreme Court,” said Mr.
Quackenbush.

“And I again rule that you have no stand-
ing here, and overrule your protest,” re-
plied the Court.

“I think,” began Mr. Jerome, standing
up, “that i can straighten out this matter

a few words. As to your Honor's juris-
dlotion, you are a Magistrate sitting here
on an information furnished to my office,
and as such have full jurisdiction to hear
all the evidence and issue a.ng warrant for
which you find foundation, but as to the
matter of an independent criminal charge
against the corporation, that is another
matter.”

“But if the Metropolitan was involved in
any Jury bribing, I think it ought to came
out, ” repliec Justice Seabury. .

“Certainly, if any warrant has been
{ssued,” said Mr. Jerome.

“But no warraate have been issued at all,”
eaid the Court.

Mr. Jerome looked amazed at this and
then remarked:

“In that case, I confess I don't know
where I'm at.”

“T wish to make a statement so that this
matter will appear clearly on the record,”
sald Mr. Quackenbush.

“Your Honor has asked me to produce
for your information certain vouchers
relating to this 840 episade. - These vouchars
I believe have been destroyed, but I am
willing to furnish tothe Court any infore
mation in my possession relating to them
or to assist in any way this investigation
by means of such information.”

“Mr. Quackenbush,” replied Justice Sea-
bury, “if you will furnish to this Court
all the vouchers in this case, in the Michael
case, the Eichner case and the Flannery
cese (all names of plaintiffe in damage
guits in which Tillnghast sat as a juror)
the Court will be glad to receive them.
mean individual vouchers, showing each
specifio payment.”

*But, your Honor——" began Mr. Quack-
enbush.

“1 bave already told you that
no standing here,” interrupted the Court
“and I can only repeat that I shall be lad
to receive the vouchers, but I cannot gear
any more argument from you. You have
po standing nhere.”

“Your Honor has been informed by me,"
gaid Mr. Jerome, “that we have held an
investigation and are satisfied that the
vouchers have been destroved.”

“But do you know, Mr. Jerome,” replied
Justice Seabury, “that there has never
been a scintilla of testimony concerning
this destruction; that we don't know that
the vouchers have been destroyed at all?”

“Then the District Attorney withdraws
from this case,” replied Mr. Jerome, flush-
ing. “I have heretofore tried to take the
proper means—and now you have the
publie challenge of a gentleman, for Mr.
Quackenbush is a gentleman and his word
may always be taken, and he gives you his
word that they are destroyed. In all my
experience I never saw such a proceeding.”

“The Court doea not care to be lectured
by you, Mr. Jerome, and if you wish te
withdraw you are at perfect liberty to do
80," eaid Justice Seabury, his face scarlet.

“Nor do I care to be lectured by you,”
answered Mr. Jerome, picking up his coat,
making a bow, and leaving the courtroom
%uickly. followed by his assistant, Mr.

resel.

Julian was the first witnese, and he was
examined by Jerome and cross examined
by Hatch. He etuck to his story that
MeCabe had given him $40to give to Tilling-
hast and that he and Bagg bhad received
such moneys at various times.

Bagg repudiated bis coplession and de-
olared that ho had never khad any trans-
action with McCabe in connection with
bribing Tillinghast or any other juror. It
was shown that both Julian and
fmi:luomcd the race courses and bet lib-
erally.

“FELONY AFTER FELONY”
CRIBED TO DUNN.

News Has Appeared to Leak to Him From
Oiclal Quarters and Papers in Case
Agalnst Goslin Vanished From a Clerk's
Desk—Won't Let Him Go on Any Ball.

After a further hearing on the charge
against Alfred R. Goslin of doing businces
under an assumed name in his Western
Gold Mining Company transactions, Magis~
trate Wahle in the West Side court yester-
day refused to dismisz the case.

In the case of Charles M. Dunn, Goslin's
side partner, who was accusel of perjury
in declaring that he had never had pre-
vious dealings with Goslin, Assistant Dis-
trict Attorney Loockwood agked to have
bail inereased from $1,000 to $5,000.

“We have the strongest kind of evidenoe
that Dunn has been associated with Goslin
in his swindling schemes for years,” de-
clared Mr. Lockwood. “We find him
testifying in the Supreme Court that he
never worked for Goslin, and then we
learn that he testified before a referee in
bankruptcy that be had worked for Goslin
More than this, we will show that Dunn
bhas committed felony after felony of the
most palpable sort. We have no fear
of Goslin running away because he has
bouses, automobiles and other property
in the name of others, which he will lose if
he leaves. What does Dunn or Goslin
care for a paltry $1,000? Goslin has so
much money that he has offered through
his legal representatives to square
victims in England for 825020."

“This is venomous persecution,”
elared counsel for Dunn.

“We will show at the
Dunn has committed much graver offenses
than perjury,” said Mr. Lockwood. “He
has been the willing tool of Goslin for years.
I will tell the court later of instances when

pers which had been prepared against

oslin were stolen from the clerk's desk
to _prevent prosecution.”

Magistrate Wahle said that in view of
the extraordinary method by which Dunn
bad been informed of other charges to be
rmade against him, he could not allow him
to leave the court room without increasing
the bail, which was named in the amount
asked for by the District Attorney.

“Dunn will not be released to-nig‘ht.
whether bail is secured or not,” said Mr.
Lookwood. “If the additional $4,000 bail
is Brocun;-d. he will be rearrested.”

Dunn was then taken down to the court
prison by Detective Sergeant McConville.
Both cases will come up agein to-day.
