NAILROAD COMPANY.,

The 8100,000 Furnishings Amid Whieh
the Late President Ruled Have HBeen
Stored and Seme May De Sold—Varied
Yiews On Policyholders' Voting.

The magnificently furnished offices oc-
oupied by Richard A, MoCurdy when he
was president of the Mutual Life have
been dismantled and the floor space rented
to the Delaware and Hudson Railroad
Company. The furnishings, which were
fmported from France at an expense to
the policyholders of almost $100,000, have
been stored away in the Mutual building.
It {8 not known what will be done with
them ultimately, but the preecent manage-
ment of the company will undoubtedly
talie steps to dispose of such pieces as are
not available for use.

Only a comparatively emall number
of persons ever eaw Mr. McCurdy's offices
until after he retired from the company.
Vigitors in search of the president bad to
pass muster before a series of gray uni-
formed guards before they reached the
{nner offices, and most of them went down
and out before they got anywhere near the
ohief executive,

The offices were finished in Renaissance
style. The woodwork was painted pure
white and highly polished. The walls
were white and gold and heavily set with
medallion work. In renovating the rooms
for the railroad company the expensive
gold work has been all painted out. Even
the electric light fixtures with which the
room was furnished were imported from
Paris.

The recent report of the Truesdale in-
westigaiing committee said that this furni-
tura wae paid for out of the funds at the
Paris otfice and that the payments were
never passad on by a committee of the
board of trustees. The report recom-
mended that the w;;onsxbiuty for the
extravagance be pla definitely.

The Truesdale committée report, made
public a few days ago, said that the oom
mittee had communicated with twent
saven Insurance Commlssmnem fOl' t
purpose of getting their views on the ques-
tion of how the policyholders may have
& more effeotive voice In the management
of the company.

The answers of the Commissioners were
made pubiic yesterday. They cover a
wide range of suggb:nons but the general
opinion seems o that there ought to
be Stata elections by the polioyholders
and rr~r resentation by States on the govern-
ing Loards of the companies.

Supt. Hendricks's views are partioularly
interesting in view of his own record as
head of the New York State Insurance
Department. ' He suggests for one thing
that policyholders who are unable to at-
tend the meetings of the companies should
give their proxies.to the Insurancs Com-
missioners of their respective States.

Mr Hendricks says that it depends en~
tirely on the personal character of those
in charge of the companies whether the
principle of mutuality of ownership and
oontrol can be carried our. Mr. Hendricks
thinks that it is exiremely unwise to pub-
lish a list of the policyholders. What Mr.
Hendricks adjudges unwise is one of the re-
forms embodied in the Armstrong come

"mittee bilis.

Commitsioner David Martin of Pennsyl-
vanin says that there are so many oon-
ditions entering into and affecting this
matter, with many of which he is entirely
unfamiliar, that he  would prefer not to
*bazard an opinion.”

Zeno M. Host of Wisoonsin asays that
every policyholder under any form of con-
tract. ought to be entuled to vote by mail
but not by proxy. Mr. Host thinks it not

dient to publish the names of
po icyholders.

Edward L. Leggett of Idaho says that he
can see no way in Which the voting of policy-
holders can be made general in any of the
large insurance companies. He thinks
that the Insurance Commissioner ought to
be an insurance man and an acoountant.

Frederick L. Cutting of Massachusetts
gives it as his opinion that when there is no
exciting issue raised the membars of mutual
insurance companies will not exeroise t
right to vote. He thinks voting by proxy
should be prohibited, but a list of the policy«
holders el.k‘h]e to vote ought to be aocessi-
ble to all policyholders, and voting places
might be established in each State.

~Good Conditions for Steel Products.

A fair amount of business is going on
between makers and sellers of pig Iron In
Eastern and Western distributing centres.
In this vicinity the larger consumers do not
expect to see higher prices for foundry iron,
except under conditions which might bring
about a prolonged labor disturbanoce in the
fuel trades. Already a few iron makers
have made incongiderable advances on cer-
tain grades , but by so doing did not, as they
haped, stimulate buying. Such considerable
contracts for forward delivery as are re-
ported in this market are at quotations set
forth last week. Quite a number of Im-
portant sales made this week by Northern
and Southern furnace operators are. for
acoaunt of future production—the ore is In
the ground, and the performance of the
obligation is contingent upon all such trade
difficulties as may ensue through labor
troubles and car famine. Under these as-
vects the sellers of {ron for forward dellvery
are protecting themselves by such olauses
as this: “Shipments and deliveries subject
to strikes, accidents, deficient transporta-
tion and all other causes beyond our con-
trol." Under such terms of sale gonsumers
have a flimsy foundation upon which to
base prices and deliveries of foundry iron
contraots.

plumbers" fittings and general jobbing, are
making proportion larger gains than the
foundry. interest of the growing Wast. The
South is building & mighty empire, based on
solid foundations of rich, natural resources
and good brawn and musols. In steel mak-
Ing we are going to take a place well to the
fore. Every recent advance In the sclances
of metallurgy applied to fron and steel has
made for placing higher values on the iron
ore deposits of the South. Sinoe the making
of .open- hearth steel has begin to largely
displace the Bessemer process at home ard
ahrpad the South has awakened to the fact
that the future supremacy (n gteel makihg
may in time pase from the West lnd the Bast
to Dixie's land,

Good ‘conditions of sales ond deltverles
mark the steel trades generally. Spring
trade {s.shaping out {n'larger volume than
most of the larger steel working. corpora-
tions. expected . to ses. Reparts. from  the
distribyting agencles for ateel products in
Chicago, St. Louis, Cleveland, Detroit, Buf-
falo, Philadelphia, Baltimore and Boston
relate that for most steel manufactures busi-
neas is as good as it was a year ago. In the
heavy machinery trades the demand for
steel is [nsistent, and in hundreds of instances
manufactories In the textile and metal and
wood working lines are operating overtime.
In the local ateel trades markets business is
lively. Sellers of domestic steel say that
busfness {s remarkably good, especially
for account of electrio raflroads and indus-
trial plants. Three lacal agencies for foreign
steel, used mostly by machinery and tool
makers, say that business ls better than it
was 8 year ago, and they are further bahind
in contract deliveries than ever before, owing
to the good trade conditions in Europe.

It is learned that one of the larger steel
corporations has lately booked a very large
order for foreign account. At present the
sellers are disinclined to communicate par-
ticulars, except to say that full prides were
asked and obtained and that the order came
to this side chiefly because the buyers found
it impossible to get on time deliveries from
the British makers to whom they ordinarily
apply for requisitions. The shipments are
to be made from Baltimore There is a
general improvement [n export trade, as
reported by four of the larger esxport ateal
agencies in the local market.

The likelihood that the stesl business ls
golng to be good for a long time to come has
induced a number of interests which for
some years past have been operating run
down plants to decide to bring theag manu-
factories up to the highest level of efficiency
by installing new tools and apparatus. An
instance of this is the placing in this market
of contracts for several hundred thousand
dollars worth of machinery to provide new
equipment for an old machinery making
plant that after being idle a long time was
started up last year to help out the repair-
ing department of 8 modern plant. In spve
eral parts' of New England and the Middle
States old shops long. shut down in ths metal
working trades have been started up and are
now being brought up to date, as their pro-
prietors are convinced that business is going
to be good for several vears. Saveral long
shut down steel working plants in Masea-
chueetts have recently been reorganized
and are working full fime, buying semi-manu-
factured stael in the West and converting
it" into products for which the demands ars
Monthe ahead of the supplies. In cast steel
lines the market continues active. Lathe
makers ares particularly well employed.
Manufacturers who in ordinary times requirs
two to three months for the making of a meral
working lathe now condition four to six
monthe. Because of & congestion of orders
several lathe makers have called their trave
ellers from the road.

It seemed to him thaz the bill constituted a
serious reflection upon the legislation of
Congress and the administration of the
laws. He seriously questioned the policy

of Congress incorporating organizations
along national lines, and for these reasons,
without further information as to the
neocessity for such organizations, Mr. Hep-
burn said he felt comnelled to object.
