Mrs. Coulby’s husband then testified
He said he met Geer at Far Rockaway last
July and that they became warm friends.

“Mr. Geer told me,"” said he, “that he was
president of the Geer company and told
me what an enormously profitable business
it was. He very soon learned that my wife
had a little money and our friendship grew
stronger. He began telling me the publio
had no idea how prosperous his company
was and how valuable its stock. 1 told
bim I didn’t require the money my wife
had for my budiness and that she wanted
to invest it in something good. Geer then
told me that by buying stock in his com-
pany my wife would be making the finest
investment she ever heard of, botter than
Government bonds. He said his company
was capitalized at $50,000 and that thgre
was only $5,000 worth of stock that could
poraibly: be obtained. There was a Mr.
Allen, a director in- the company, who
wanted the stook, but as there was a great
friendship between us he would let my wife
have it. He said his company had big
holdings of Fredonia Preserving Company
and Springfleld Canning Company stock,
and that this alone would make the profits
big enough to enable the Geer company
to build factories.

Bishop Bashford Says They Feel Better
Toward Americans Now.

8aN FRraNC18CO, April 13.- China is not

nearly mso unfriendly toward the United

| States as is generally supposed, according
to Bishop J. W. Bashford of the Methodist |

Episcopal Church, who returned from
Shanghai on the steamship Mongolia to-
Bishop Bashford has been in China
for two years and has had exceptional op-
portunity to observe the situation there.
Before his appointment to Shanghai he was
for fifteen years president of Wesleyan
College, in Ohio.

“The Chinese are more friendly toward
Americans than usaal,” said Risho) Bash-
ford to-day when asked about the hoycaott
and conditions generally in China. “In a
talk with Consul Roberts recently he told
me that the boycott agiinst American
gnods had been hroken so far as Shanghai
was concerned, But it i’ not known what
feeling will exiat if Congress adjourns
without taking action on our exclusion
lawe or matters closely pertaining to it.

“Minister Rockhill at Pekin tells me that
he hasgeceived at least 1,000 letters-from
merchants throughout China asking if it
is true that Prenigant Roosevelt, the Secre-
tary of State and other high officials of this
country have no power to make laws,

“They say that it has always been under-
gtood that they had this power, but that only
lately the fact was learned

as could make laws in the United States.
f this is 80, say these merchants, they
