The paesenger, who later became com-
plajnant in the Essex Market police court,
was Herman Galerman of 504 North Third
| gtreet, Philadelphia. The defendant gave
his name as Joseph Finkelstein of 224 East
Thirteenth utreet.

Galerman, who is a horse dealer came
to New York on Wednesday. When he
hoarded a De.ancey street car yesterday he
| asked the condctor how to get to an addrees
| on East Third e'reet. Four young men who
l had been listening at once assaulted Galer-
| man. They sw rounded him and punched
him in the nose and behind the ear and in
| the mouth. One of them tried to get Galer-

man's watch and {:ocketbook.

Galerman though small was game. With
one hand he protected his valuables and
fought back with the other, knocking one
of assailants to the floor. He was
knocked on top of the fallen thief, but he
atill elung o his watch and money.

By this time the car was in an uproar.
Some of the passengers went to Galerman’s
aid, and the pickpockets fought to escape.
One of tnem knocked Galermen off the
car,and all took to their heels.
stein, the one who had been knocked cown
by Galerman, was the last to get free, and
the crowd chased him into a billiard room at
313 Broome street.

Detective Sergeants McDorough and
MoCarthy were at Delancey street ard the
Bowery when the row occurred. They at
once ran after the crowd and arrived at the
Broome sieet billiard parior just after
Firkelstein ran into the place. Showin
their shields, the cops eted the crow
and then searched the billiard room. They
found Finkelstein hiding in a box. He
was dragged out and identified by Galerman.

ED. RICE OUT OF THE TOMBS.
Former Tbeatre Manager Gets Ball—Hlis
“Crime' Was Assuming Others' Debts.

Edward E. Rice, remembered by theatre-
goers since the days of “Evangeline,” was
released from the Tombs yesterday on
| 81,000 bail. He was locked up two days
| ago on the complaint of Baltimore hotel
| keepers, who say that he vialated the hotel
act there.

After his release Mr. Rice said that he
had not defrauded the hotels in the sense
| of the act. He said that when his “The
Shopgirl” company got in straits a week
before Christmag a year ago he was hard
pressed for money He did not want to
see the members of his company stranded,
so he went to tue hotels, and after paying
part of the bills the members of his com-
| pany owed he promised to make good the
' rest. At no time had he contracted to pay
the hotel bills of his company.

“I don't think,” said Thomas J. Sullivan,
Mr. Rice's lawyer, “that Mr. Rice should
ever have been arrested. He did not de-
| fraud the hotels in the manner specified by
| the law—that a man who enters a hotel
| must pay his bills. Mr Rice simply assumed
| the indebtedness of members of his com-
| pany and he has been doing his best to pay
' up. If anything, it should have been a
civil action.”

PROPHET CROWDY RECEIVED IT
IN A VISION IN A DINING CAR.

This Was When He Recelved the Seven
Keys of the Lord—Negro Delegates at
Plainfield Observe Feast of the Wilders
ness In Regalla—Red SiIk Coronets.

PLAINFIELD, N. J., April 13.—Plainfield is
full of a black clond and the black cloud
is streaked with a thousand rainbows, more
or less thanks to the coming of the members
of the Church of God and Saints of Christ,
the negroes who think that they are the
only real Jews and have gathered for the
Passover, which they began to-day with a
street parade in seven colors, in which avery-
body participated but the seven elders who
had been assigned by Elijah the Propbet
to cook the lamb that was eaten at mid-
pight to-night in Reform Hall, on Second
street.

After the parade there wasa feast in the
Wildernese, the same hall gerving for the
time Leing for the Wildernees. Everybody
ate what he or ghe liked because it was the
last meal before going to the diet of water
and unleavened bread at midnight

The lost tribes which have found them-
selves are strong on food and colors. Two
of the hues are secret. Of the 4,000 negroes
living in Plainfield only about a dozen
belong to the “Jews,” The rest of the
colored population will have nothing to do
with the visiting prophets and apostles,
8o the latter have arranged to gleep to-night
in the Wilderness on settees.

It was William 8. Crowdy, now Elijab,
the chief prophet, who discovered that all
other black men ‘were Jewe and the misging
nine and a half \ribes. Before he was a
prophet Crowdy was a cook on the Lacka-
wanna railroad ana presided over the gal-
ley end of a dining car—and he bad a vision
right in the car as tho train was rolling out
of Hotoken one day. He can't tell of that
visior. just now himself, as explained in
Ezekiel, iii., 26; but he put forward Joseph
Crowdy, who, as the chief evangelist, is
his spokesman.

“The Jews were black,” said the chief
evangellst to-day, “and so we are the real
Jews. What does Jeremiah say? In the
eighth chapter, twenty-first verse. Jere-
miah eaye: ‘For the hurt of the daughter of
my people am I hurt; I am black, astonish-
ment has taken hold on me.’ If Jeremiah
isn't good enough authority eee what Solo-
mon says in his very first song, verses five
and six: ‘Tam black but comely, O ye daugh-
ters of Jarusalem, as the tents of Kedar, as
the curtains of Solomon. Look not upon me
because I am black, because the sun hath
looked upon me."”

If Joseph Crowdy isn’'t as'comely as Solo-
mon it isn't the fault of the costume maker
for the lost tribes. He and all the other
men wore brown coats and trousers and
socks. The women wore brown ekirts
and stockinge and blue waists. Brown
stands for meekness, said the evangelist.
But it is only used as a ground work.

The chief prophet and his apostles carry
swords to offset any excess of meekness in
their trousers and socks. This garb of
course is in accord with the vision which
Crowdy had in the dining car when he re-
ceived the seven keys of the Lord. The
blue of the women's waists stands for truth.
All hands wear black sashes, black being
the royal color, according to the vision.
The women wear red silk coronets with
white bands, red meaning blood and white
purity. The chief prophet and the chief
evangelist alone have yellow and pink in
their regalia, but you have to join the tribe
before learning the secret meaning of yellow
and pink, and you can't join the tribe without

temple or in the Wilderness, as the case
may be, by one of the elders. There are
fifty elders at the present feast and each
of them carries a shiny tin basin attached to
his sash ready for immediate use on the feet
of anybody who may be moved to join.

There have been no feet washings in
Plainfleld yvet and it is not expected that
there gvill be until the last day.

It ‘l\ between mouthfuls at the feast
in the Wildernesa that Chief Evangelist
Crowdy, who is Joseph, son of Jacob, told
why he and all of his race were Jews. He
was helped out in his narrative by his
grandfather Abraham, known in the profane
world as William Plummer and by grand-
mother Sarah whose folks always thought
she was Martha Butler. Grandfather Abra-
ham wore a triangular mortarboard cap.
The three points of the crown he said meant
Father, Son and Holy Ghost. Grand-
mother Sarah had on a scarlet crown.

“Didn't Moses put his hand in his bosom
and take it out white,” asked Sarah, ‘and if
it was white when he took it-out wasn't
it black when he put it in? It surely was,
and so Moses was a black man.”

When asked if their chief prophet couldn’t
give more details about the dining car
vision one of his followers said: “Youn
man, let me read to you from Ezekiel, thi
chapter twenty-sixth verse: ‘and I will
make thy tongue cleave to the roof of thy
mouth that thou shall be dumb_and shall
not be to them a reprover.' That's just
what the Lord has done to Mr. Crowdy, but
he will be able to talk again when the 'L_ord
has filled him with more visions to give in."

Something had happened to the prophet's
tongue, sure enough, and he could only
speak with effort and wave his seven colored
flannels in reply to questions. But he
could swallow well and there seemed to be
no physical affliction of his tongue as he
sat at meat upon the platform at the Wil-
derness feast. And according to fne in-
structions received in the dream, Prophet
Crowdy used no knife and fork.
