As he placidly drifts through his South
Carolina love tale, Mr. Wister introduces as
to many delightful old ladies and to one very
nice young one. It is likely that he will
meet the fate of Mr. Cable with his charming
Louisiana stories. The women will resent
the intrusion on their privacy and will
brand his account as false. To Northern
readers, however, their gentleness, their
refinement, their brightness and loveliness
are extremely attractive.

It is a pretty middleaged young man of
twenty-eight that tells the tale. Even in
Philadelphia, we imagine, young blood is
not so contemplative at that age and does
not moralize like a clubman of forty. The
contrast between the refinement of the
generation that is disappearing and the
whirl of the modern fast set is perhaps
too violent; it is difficult to understand
how any ane can share in both. Even the
vulgar rich are hardly as bad as they are
painted here, and the self-centred young
woman belongs to melodrama rather than
to real life.

Mr. Wister's story makes very pleasant
reading all the same. His descriptions are
helped out by the pretty pictures in the
text,and the reader can derive from it only
a favorable impression of South Carvlina
and its women. The titla of the book is
unfortunately misleading.

Mr. Lloyd's Rural Friends.

When Mr. Nelson Lloyd deals with Penn-
sylvania rustics he is master of his subject.
In the sixteen stories that make up “Six
Stars” (Charles Scribner's Sons) there is a
good deal of fun and humor, there is senti.
ment at times, and there is always close
observation of nature, human and other-
wise. Some of the stories are little more
than sketches, but in them all Mr. Lloyd's
touch is light.” Artistically it seems the
beet work he has done.

The temptation to use dialect is great
but Mr. Lloyd restrains himself pretty
well till the end. There is more boisterous
fun in the latter dialect tales than in the
others. The stories are entertaining, and
mark besides a bit of American life that is
disappearing.

The Scholar's Daughter an Interesting Girl,

There is gome disappointment and some
quiet pleasure in store for the discriminating
reader who takes up Beatrioe Harraden's
“The Scholar's Daughter,” and compares
it with “Ships that Pass in the Night.” It
is a slender story, but it is not a common-
place one, although it lacks the pathos and
force that distinguished the earlier work.
Much allowance muat be made for disre-
garded probabilities and coincidences that
are theatrical rather than plausible. The
materiale out of which the plot is con-
structed are thin and threadbare in spots,
but the writer's style has a compelling
charm which condones thesa technical
shortcomings.
