Besides dancing in quantity it is declared
that their dances,or some of them,are the
most expressive and meaningful, as well
as the most beautifully and graoefully
exeouted in the world.

Every emotion of the human race is ex-
pressed in their dances, and the forme of
the danoe are as numerous as the emotions
of the dancer, sayk. the Chicago Tribune.
