The Republican caucuses have been crowded
and tha Democratic newspapers have
charged that the Republicans have paid as
bigh a= 850 a vote, In one place it iz charged
that thera were more votes polled by the
two factions than the entire vote at the
last election, when the Democrats carried
the district in question. Mr. Fish made two
vigits in the interest of defeating Yale.
He camae to Carmel and met his followers,
He went to Peekskill and sent for a lot
more of his men from this county to meet
him thera. At the first his friends made
a stiff fight. Kent township was the crux
of the rituation. The Yale men went up
there two weaks ago and after an all day
fight carried the district,

Tha Fish men charged that Yale was an
Odell man and that he had served the county
sufliciently long. It was pointed out that

he had no occupation but politics and yet |

semed prosperous. The Yale men as-
gerted that no Assemblyman had ever
done =0 much for the county as Yale and
that Howmilton Fish simply wanted to be-
come the boss of the county again. They
saifl they resented hig use of Mre Roose-
valt's name and they pointed to a letter
Mr. Fish had sent to his friends in Adams

Commissioner Watchorn Says the Danger
Doesn’'t Lle In the Hliterate.

Robert Watchorn, Commissioner of Tm-
migration, addreased the monthly meeting
of the Schoolmasters' Club of the Metro-
| politan District at the St. Denis last night.
Dr. John P. Conroy, principal of Public
School 179, Manhattan, was chairman of
the meeting.

Commissioner Watchorn eald he had no
patience with those who wish to keep out
immigrants because of illiteracy.

“We need all the able bodiad, willing
workems we can get,” declared Mr. Watch-
orm. “We have no cauge for alarm. Rather
the peril Yies with the European countries,
for out of 5,000,000 emigrants who have
left their ghores 4,200,000 were able bodied
men and women between the ages of 14
and 44 years."

A record of sixty yvears, the Commissioner
continued, shows’ that low immigration

JOHNSTONE BENNETT DEAD.

Actress's Body Cremated on the Day of
Her Death by Her Wish.

BLooMFIFLD, N.J., April 14.—Miss John-
stone Bennett, the actress, who had made
Bloomfield her home for the last gix years,
died at the residence of Frank Pettit,in
Myrtle avenue, Bloomfield, shortly after
7 o'clock this morning of consumption
after an illness of about two years, the
result of a severa cold contracted while
she was playing in Denver, Col. Miss
Bennatt was in California for over three
months, but the change of climate did not
benefit her and sha returned to Ploomfield
with the knowledge that she could not live
very long.

She was born iu Havre, France, thirty-
gix years ago, and was the dnughter of
Willlam H. Valentine Cronise. Her mother
died at her birth and she was adopted by a
friend of the family, Miss Mary Bennett.
When the latter died she was again adoptmi
by Sibyle Johnstone, the actrass. When
Miss Johnstone died the girl assumed the
name of Johnstone Benuett, in
the twe persons who had adopted her.

A short time ago the dying actress was
advised to adopt the onion treatment,
that is, to eat two raw Bermuda onions
every day. She did this for about a week
and it seemed to benefit har, but later its
good effects failed and she abandoned the
treatment.

Mirs Bennett died surrounded by the
members of the Pettit family. Her secre-
tary, Miss Payson Graham, wag also there.
The remains were taken by Miss Graham
to Middle Village, .. 1., late this afternoon,
where they were cremated. Her ashes
will be brought back to Bloomfield on
Tueeday and probably buried in the Pro-
testant cemeatery. Miss Bennett also ex-

owers at her funeral and her desira was
carried out to the letter,

Miss Bennett began her stage career in
1887 at the Madison Square Theatre with
Richard Mansfield in “Monsieur.” She re-
mained with him for gome time and then
engaged with Charles Frohman, opening in
“In All the Comforte of Home.” She made
a great success in “Jane," which was pro=-
duced in New York in 1890. Later she be-
came connected withithe company playing
“The Amazons,” under Mr. Frohman. For
three years Miss Bennett was the star in
“The Female Drummer,” and afterward
was in vaudeville for a year.
