The annual report of the New York Cen-
tral for the year ended December 81, 1806,
was (+sued yesterday. It éovers the opera-
tons of the lines east of Buffalo alone and
ghows hoth increased earnings in all de-
partments and great progress in the polioy
of acquiring competing eleotrio roads.

(iross carnings were $86,005,002, an in-
erease of $7,622,393. Of this increase ‘5,-
420,070 was from freight earnings, §1,687,~
g2 from passenger earnings and $445,810
from evpress trafflo and travsportation
of mail. Espenses of operation were
§50,068,02%, an increase of $5,308,662, the in-
erease heing attributed to expenditures
for britges, renewals of equipment and
comotive fuel expense due to the larger
yolume ¢ { business.

The net income for the year was $8,875 848,
n increass of  $1,021,100, and the surplus
§2.114,845, an increase of $1,171,100. From
the surplis $1,500,000 was transferred to
the improvement fund.

The company's mileage was increased 250
miles during the year by the acquisition of
the New Yotk and Ottawa, the Ottaws and
New York and the Bt Lawrgnoe and Adi-
rondack railxays and the completion of
(he Cherry Tree and Dixonville and Beech
(reek Extension railways

In the acquisition of eleotric roads the
report notes the purchase of the Rochester
and Fastern Rapld Railway, having a line
from Rochexter to Geneva; the Schenectady
Railway, operating in the city of Scheneo-
wady. with branches to Albany, Troy and
Ballston; and the Mobawk Valley Company,
which is building a line that with extensions
and connections will connect Sche y
ard Utica. In addition Preeident Newman
says

gatiefactory progress has been made on
the work connected with the improvement
of the Girand Central terminal and the elec-
trfication of lines to Croton and North White
plaine. The main power stations at Port
Morris and Yonkers are nearly completed
and work an sub-stations at various points
and trapsmission lines is well under way,
1t is expected thaot operation by electrio
traction between the Grand Central Btation
and temporary terminals at Woodlawn and
High Rridee will be installed during the
coming Vear,

EFFECT ON RBUSINESS.

“Don's” and ‘‘Bradstreet’s’’ Comment on
the IMsaster te San Franclsco.

Dun's Weekly Review says that devasta-
tion on the Pacifio Coast and a widened
breach between anthracite ocoal miners
and operators were adverse factors of
grave local significance, but the nation
as a whole is responsive to the favorable
influence of good weather for spring busi-
ness, agricultural undertakings and build-
ing operations—all of which are on a scale
pever before approached.

Retail distribution of dry goods, mil-
linery and kindred lines is surjassing
sanguine expectations, and merocantile col-
lections are prompt as & rule. Mapu-
facturing plants are fully occupled, except
some dependent upon hard coal, and the
chief complaint in most industries pertains
to the supply of labor. Immigration be-
vond all precedent should relieve this diffi-
oulty if it can be properly distributed.

Brodatree"s says that fuller appreciation
of the real extent of the appalling disaster
at San Francisco has had a sobering effect
upon the entire country, but it ia recognized
that the disturbance, though unprece-
dently harmful, has been confined to a4 come
parafively small area of the oountry. The
rest of the nation, contemplating as it does
prospects of another z:u of great proa-
perity, finds itself alike willing and able
to give freely to the siricken city.

n the last analysis it is felt that while
temporary effects upon, for instance, prices
of securities and comm has been de-
pressing, it is likewise certain that re
ment on a scale hitherto unknown wi ve
employment to thousands within and with-
out the gection affected and stimulate pro-
ductive energies beyond measura.

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GOSSIP OF WALL STREET,

From the opaning yesterday it wes pretty
ovident that the worst effect of the Ban Fran-
olsco disaster had already been felt in the
market, It was assumed that the eity had
been destroyed. The news was as bad as
it could be and the decline in prices had al-
ready discounted the worat. Nothing could
be sald about the affloted city which could
g0 further than the reports of total destruction,
and these had been anticipated by Gen.
Funston's desputeh on Thursday and by
others which told plainly that there was no
hope of saving anything. Under the ciroum-
stanoces only the favorable items in the news
could be regarded as news at all. The ex-
presged determination of prominent real
estate owners to tackle the work of rebyilding
and restoration es early as possible showed
that the kind of grit which made 8an Franolsco
the leading city of the Pacifioflopa would not
flineh in face of calamity.

YLarge banking Interests were inolined to
take the view that the market had about
seen ts lowest prices. They sald that, as
the occurrence in Callfornia was entirely
without precedent In its character and
severity, it would be Impossible to foretell
what might be ita permanent effect, but
80 far as they could estimate the market
had already discounted the loss. (lold, they
thought, would come in considerable quantity
from the other side to ald in reconstruction
and to relieve any atrain caused here by trans-
fers of currency to the West,

“Western houses are selling," “Western
houses are now buying.” “Western houses
are selling again.” Buoh were the reports
which ciroulated through the Streot in quick
succession during the first hour of trading.
and which were recelved in muny places with
a degree of faith that was almost pathetio,
These Western houses, it was assumed, knew
something more than was known by the
ordinary mortal, although a littlo refleosion
might bring the comforting assurance that
as Ban Francisco was already destroyed
pothing worse could be apprehended, The
Western houses had in Tew cases any Im-
portant connections west of Chlcago, and none
of them had perhaps any source of informa-
tion which was not at the disposal of every
house of conséquence in the Btreet. Yet
people blindly sold etocks on this Western
selling, only to find within an hour or two
that they were confronted with the neces-
pity of buying back at higher prices. The
market was really in splendid shape for a
rally, a« the comnmission houses had been
swept clean of stock, while the short Interest
was probably larger than at any previous
time this vear. This was the condition
when the firat bit of cheering intelligence
came from San Francisco direet to the effect
that & part of the city could be saved. What
followed was perfectly natural.

As & maker of bullish sentiment, there was
nothing to compare with the strength of the
United States Stesl issues. These stooks
were very largely held by the general publie,
and if there was any uneasiness over the sta-
bility of the genera! business situation, it
would he reflected in liquidation, making the
upward movement of 1; points in the pre-
ferred and 1% points in the common stock
{mpossible. That there was confidence 'in-
stead of uneasinnss was fairly demonstrated.
Owned by more people than sny other com-
pany in America, and these soattered all over
the country and embracing every class of
cltizens, the steel stocks by their vigorous
rise showed that there is an abiding confl-
dence in the United States Steel Corporation
and its manugement,

The resiliency nho—w; by Unlon Pacifie

‘was the natural result of Thursday's selling.

That selling had not been based on any damage
to Union Pacific’'sown road or structures, This
company might be said to havesuffered on ac-
oount of fts stock interest (nBouthern Pacifio,
on whose common stock no dividend is paid,
8o that the loss to the parent company was
very remote and contingent. That the sell-
ing had been largely for short account was
pretty cenolusively shown. Had the bears
wished to select a atock for their operations
where a decline wonld have been misleading
and where a large bortion of the publio oould
be induced to take a wrong position they
conld not have selegted a better one for the
purpose, The probability is that, after os-
tentatious selling and hammering of the
stoek on Thursday, they commenoed to cover
as soon as they found that the traders had
hegun to follow their original lead. They were
alded inreversing their position by the liqui-
dation, which begav at a time when holders
of the stock instead of letting go should have
taken on more to reduoce the averags cost
of thelr holdings. The whole operation Im-
proved the technical position of the stook
immensely. The weak bulls were shaken
out and a short Intereat creuted that gave
those working for the rise a greater advan-
tage that they had at any time In many
montbs.

Train service was resumed on Southern
Paoific. That was enough. It more strongly
refuted the stories of destruction of the com-
pany's lines than an endless array of official
annonuncements and specific statements, The
management had made good, There was
po parade or flourish of trumpets, Trains
had begun to run—so had the shorts, The
running of trains was what the railroad was
for, and despite the rumor mongers it was
able to fulfll its purpose. The expenditure
of & comparatively small amount, consider-
{ng the magnitudeof Southern Pacifio'soperas
tions, would leave evervthing all right again,
and the business of rebullding & city would
contribute all the freight the road could
handle. —

The BN stocks became aggressively sirong,
There was a reason. (ireat Northern earned
in elght months, after allowing for all charges
and nine months dividend, almost $8,500,000
surplus. This did not inelude the earnings
of the Lake Superior company and some other
{terns, which, if added, would have brought
the surplus up to appraximately $12,000,000.
The probability Is that the surplus earnings,
counting In all tems left over after dividends
this year, will exceed the net earnings of Bt,
Paul or Northwest before the deduction
of fixed charges. As for Northern Pacific
the earnings are very large. The through
business is up to the road's present capacity.
The strength of & chain Is its weakesy Jink,
end the capacity of Northern Paclfle for
through business is the capacity of the tun-
nel thouch the Cascades, This capacity
{s now used to the utmost. As many as 700
cars a day are often sent through, which is
regarded as & phenomensl performance,
considering the grades, and the fact that the
road is single track, It does not take a rail-
road man to guess what Northern Pacific
must do before long to meet the demands
of its growing business.

Seattle s expeoted to gain at the expense
of 8dn Francisco, This is one of the reasous
for the sirength in the H ill stocks. The ports
on Puget SBound ars less llable to earthquake
visitations than those further south, and, as
the heaviest tide of {mmigration is Into the
Northern States to the west of the Red Klver,
the natural growth of business on QGreat
Northern and Northern Pacifie should be
very great, Ofecials of these roads report
that the spring has come about two waeeks
eurlier than usual, affording opportunity
to the farmers for the cultivation of & very
large Horeage. The lumber business Is
extraordinarily active, and everything polnts
to & big year for the Northern transcon-

tinentals.

Great Northern's new road in Canada
will bear no bonded debt whatever., The
cost of thu new mileage to connecl the ends
of existini lines and complete the road from
Vancouver to:Winnipeg will be defrayed
through sale of stook of a separate com-
pany, which will be offered to holders of
(Great Northern. The line will not come
further eust than Winnipeg, where it will
make connections with Canadian Pacifle and
Grand Trunk, uniess these roads should
refuse to make satisfaetory terms for through
business, in which event a new line would
be built down to the boundary and acrosa
Minnesota to Duluth. Between tie present
line of ireat Northern and the new road,
which will keep pretty close to the boundary,
partly in the United States and partly in
Cansda, there will be pumber of conneog-
ing Mnes. Bome of these are mow well ad-

vanced toward completion. The oost of
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Vanoouver line will be about $20,000,000. The
road will run through the best section of
the Canadian Northwest.

Those who asserted that the increase in
the Amalgamated Copper dividend would
sooner or later cause a recovery in the price
of the stook did not have to walt long for
fulfilment of their prediotion, 'The buying
was consplcuously good end quoetations
advenced 'with a celerity which indicated
the eagerness of belated shorts to cover.
No more fallacious argument could be im-
agined than that the calamity In 8an Fran-
cisco would cause a reaction in the copper
trade. The very reverae of this seemed
much more likely, The meatropolis of the
Paciflc Blope was a wooden city. Even on
Market street there was 4 great number of
wooden structures, many of which would
undoubtedly be replaced by steel edifices
with elevators and all modern improve-
ments oalling for the use of a large amount
of copper. Next to the steel industry no
branch of the metal trade would be stimu-
lated as much as copper, and this coming
on top of the present prosperity meant large
earnings for Amalgamated and jtgsubsidiaries.

Announcement of arrangements for Im-
portation of upward of $8,000,000 additional
gold had naturally a& very good effect on
sentiment.

Wheat Lower—Crop and Weather Newa'

Wheat wound up at a decline, owing to
bearish crop and weather reports and general
selling. X

Lower prices were made for wheat in the
early tiansactions, with Liverpool down
1% to “.d, Antwarp unchanged to !of. lower,
Berlin o , to 2, mark and Paris unchanged
to 5 centimes lower. Besides, the weather
was still favorable. Somedisturbing rutnors,
apparently unfounded, came from Wall ¥treet.
To crown all the Argentine exports were
large. Furope is buying from our com-
petitors rather thanfrom us. Good weather,
favorable crop reporws, lower foreign markets
and big Argentine shipments, together with
the more or less disturbed finaucialsituation,
all contended against the bulls, and the wonder
was that the market stood [t so well. But on
the decline good buying set in. The atock at
Minneapolis has decreased during the week
600,000 bushels. The Liverpool market closed
steady at the decline. Budapest advanced
