Activity In Iron Working Induostries—VLarge
Demands for Steel Prodnets

Considerabla new husiness = reportad
bv iron foundere and {ron workere in Eastern
markete The improvement in ftradas ig
mainly for account of founders engaged
for the building trades [n the local markat

milding additions to several foundries and
a number of the Important founders are
subletting work to. facilitate deliveriee on
time contracte. Every department of iron
working (& now fully emploved, and there
i a scarcity of skilled foundrymen and
wrought iron workers throughout the Eastarn
and Middle States. [n the foundry iron
markets of the West, demands are increasing
for as quick dellveries as can be made. In
the East business hetween makers and
melters is nominal. Here and there a round
sale is reported, but on the whole business is
tor small lote. Prices are irm with no dis-
position on the part of makers to push larga
contracte on the present basis of values.
A local founder just returned from the iron
making districte of Alabama states that
furnace stocks are congiderahly helow the
tonnages on hand a vear ago, and that fur-
naca operators anticipate large demands
during the last half of the year  $14 and $14.25
for;No. 2 foundry at Birmingham are the basic
prices in that section

Melters in the local market report that
there is little spot iron to be had from Eastern
furnaces that have been lately reported as
having large stocks in yards Inguiries
through the valleys reveal that most furnace
operators are well under contract for soma
time forward, and that the general scarcity
of cars for mineral traffic is the cause of the
apparent. stocks of metal held in yards., A
large machinery manufactory in northern
New Jersay has heen waiting forty days for
a shipment of iron from a furnace sixty miles
away. The metal has been ready for weeks,
but the railroads are using every car that
can be had for fuel and other traffic, and ara
letting the iron trade wait for a convanient
season. Several contracts for the third
quarter were placed with Pennsylvania
furnaces yesterday for account of laocal stova
founders at $17.75 for No 2 X at furpnace
' Makers of malleable iron in the Middle and
Eastern States are making large demands
for iron. There is the certainty of a genuina
shortage of metal for some malleable iron
workers. Several of the larger consuming
interests in these lines have placed contracts
that cover a great part of the production
through the third quarter

There is a notable gain in the volume of naw !
business for account of the lar ger steel making |
industries. The bulk of the offerings are for
the home markere, but there is also a con-
eiderable amount of new business for export.
Many contracts for raw steel and semi-mann-
factured steel mark the week's bookings
from channels of manufacturing that are
at work for fall trade. Tncreasing demands
for steel making iron are giving steadiness
to many furnaces, Prices are firm at $17.25
and 817,50 for round lots Abroad steel
making iron has had a series of fluctuations
during the past three months, whereas the
steady going volume of demands by the
larger steel working corporations on this
side of the water has made for a remarkable
stable condition and has had the effect of
steadyving a large part of the foundry iron
making interest. Steel billets are very firm
at $27 50 at mill. Some important shipments
of billets for the British market are scheduled
for shipment via Baltimore early in Mavy,
Demands for steel and steel products, largely
for rail and car building interests, ara fea-
turee of importance in the week's sales to
Canada. It is estimated by steel exporters
that April's shipments for Canadian account
will sum to $3,000,000.

Rail makers are overcrawded with cone
tracts. Recent business is mainly for de-
liveries In 1007, Car makers report that
specifications In preparation by several trunk
lines will call for the placing of orders for
at least 50,000 all steel and steel underframe
freight cars and 5,000 passenger cars during
July. Makers of steel ties state that dee
mands are enlarging because of the steady
increase in cosi of wood sleepers. Present
annual requirements of wood ties are about
45,000,000 .in number. Within .a vyear the
average market prices of wood ties have
increased almost 25 per cent. The vearly
demand for wood ties by the steam and elec-
tric railroads of the country clears 1,080
square miles of woodland. If a tract of land
shoild be set apart for the cultivation of trees
tn supply the ties of the railroads pf the nation
the area would have to be at least 35,000 square
miles. The .Grand Trunk Rallway, which
formerly found timber for its ties along its
own lines, is now buring sleepers in Arkansas.
Fighty-six important steam roads have to
buy sleepers a thousand miles away from
] their lines. This accounts for the trend of
buying toward steel tieg, especially by roads
t1at carsy very large tonnages.
