It would be far better
for violators to go free than that such law
should prevail, firet, because of the danger
of innocent sons suffering and second
becalse of the chaos under lynch law.

“Nothing is s» bad that dpeople should
take the law in their hands. The only
way is to repeal the law that makes it hard
to bring eriminals to juatice.

Mr. Taft took up the alleged contempt of
common law by great corporations w hich
he suid emplay skilled counsel to try to
avade the law. He said the common law

| was rhat railroad companies should carry

freight at reasonable rates without any die-
crimination. But, the secretary continued
secret, rebates began to be given by railr
corporations until great sums of money were
passed over tofprivileged patrons,,

“The railroads of course favor their
large shippers. This has bacome so general
that it hes demoralized the whole railroad
business. Railroad men at last began to
appreciate this and an agreement Wwas
reached to discontinue this rebate prac-
tice, but with this came an agreement be-
tween the companies on a question of rates.
This was a violation of the Sherman Anti-
Trust law and the railroad companies
found themselves between the devil and the
rlmalp sea, a most unfortunate position.

National Scalpture Soclety Told of Coming
Exhibition of American Works.

Sir Caspar Purdon Clarke, director of
the Metropolitan Museum of Art, was
the guest last night of the National Sculp-
ture Society at its home, 215 West Fifty-
seventh street. Carl Bitter was toast-
master, and the chief speakerm were Sir
Purdon and Edward Robinson, assietant
director of the museum,

In response to a eunlogistic introduction
by Mr. Bitter, Sir Purdon said that ane of
the difficultier in wsculpture and painting
was the tendency not to admire a work of
art until it had the sanction of age. He be-

lieved that a work of art should have the |

quality of merit, and should not be praisad
merely because it was 200 or 300 years old.
The works that had to be explained by crit-
ies and dealers were not. therefore, excellent.
There wae algo, he said, an art that appealed
to the uncultivated, and that mrgmmn
was the art to cultivate.

Sir Purdon said he hated the “gloomy
and morbid and the brutally strong.™ Too
much individuality was not necessarily
an indication of genins. It had taken him
years to get into the habit of admiring
some of the pictures of Michael Angelo,
who seemed sometimes to babrutally strong.
and even now he wag not certain that he
had not heen guilty of giving way to the
critics )

Mr. Robinson complimented Sir Purdon
on the work that he had accomplished in
“4 paternal spirit of self-effacement.”
He said that there was an impression that
the museum was not interested in Ameri-
can art. This was groved wrong, as there
