RETURNS WITH CONTRACTS FOR
A COMPLETE COMPANY,

Season at the Manhattan to Begin on Nov.
190 and Run Through April—Regular
Theatre Prices In the Gallerles—Te
Produce 'Three Operatic Noveltles.

Oscar Nammerstein, who returned to this
city Saturday after eight weeks in Europe,
brought with him contracts for a complete
company for hia new. Manhattan Opera
House. The first season there will begin
on Monday, November 10, and continue
until the end of April,

Performances will be given on Monday;
Wednesday, Friday and Saturday evenings
and on Satarday afternoons. The prices
of admission on Saturday nights will be
cheap enough to be called popular. At the
other performances the prioes for the
lower parts of the house will be the same
that prevail at the Metropolitan, For the
two upper galleries, however, which are
capable of s-ating 2,400 persons, regular
theatre prices will be charged.

Only French and ltalian operas will be
given with the exception of “Lohengrin,”
which may be sung in Frenoh. The other
operas to be performed this coming eeason
are  “Aida,” “La Bohtme,” “Carmen,”
“Don QGiovanni,” “Faust,” “Les Hugue-
nots,” “Lucia 4l Lammermoor,” “Rigo-«
lotto,” “Romeo et Jullette,” “Tosca,”
“La Traviata,” “Don Pasquale,” “Le Nozze
de Figaro,” “IIl Trovatore,” “Martha,”
“[/Elisir d'Amore,” “Barblere dl Siviglia,”
“Ballo in Maschera,” “Fra Diavolo,” “Le
Prophéte,” “La Juive,” “I Puritani,” “La
Sonnambula,” “La Favorita,” “Cavalleria
Rusticana,” “Ernani,” “Pagliaceci,” “Mig-
non” and three novelties,

Theso are: “Lorelel,” a new work by an
Ttalian composer named Catalani, which has
recently beon sung with great success in
Milan and other Ttalian cities and acoep ted
for performance in a number of German
opera houses; Berlioz's *La Damnation
de Faust,” to be sung here for the flrst
time in operatic form,and Glick's “Ar-
mide” to be performed for the first time.

Thé company that Mr. Hammerstein has
gathered includes these tenors; MM. Bonal,
Dalmorés, Bassi and Alscheffskl, Ales-
sandro Bonci is the only tenor in Europe
that ghares the honors of Enrico Caruso.
He sings the lyrio réles in the tenor reper-
toire and is considered to be at his best
in “Puritani,” which is, provided with a
part so difficult as to be beyond the powers
of nearly every other contemporary tenor.
Other operas in which he has won favor
are “La Favorita,” L'Elisir d'Amore,”
“Don Pasquale,” “Marta,” “Don Giovanni,”
“Fra Diavolo” and “Il Barbiere di Siviglia.”

M. Dalmorés has been for several seasons
at the Theatre de la Monnaie in Brussels
and was first heard at the Grand Opera in
Parls. He was under engagement to sing
for four years in Lisbon when Mr. Ham-
merstein eecured his release. He will
appear in the revival of “Armide” and will
ging with Mme, Melba in “Faust,” *Romeo
et Juliette® and the French repertoire.
M. Basel is a young Italian tenor of a more
robust school than M. Bonci, and will sing
the leading dramatic roles. He will make
his début here in “Tosca® and will sing the
tenor part in “Lorelei.® M. Alscheffski Is a
young Pole whom the Covent Garden
management discovered last winter., He
has been engaged to create the title role in
“Eugen Onegin” when the opera of Tschai~
kowski is given next month in London.
He waa trained for the stage in France and
sings the lyrio repertoire.

The barytones include the famous French
singer Jean Rénaud, who had been en-
gaged by Mr. Grau the year before Mr,
Grau was compelled to retire, M, Rénaud;
who used to be at the Grand Opéra in Paris,
isthe leading barytone of the day in France;
although he also sings in Italian. He is
to appear as Don Giovanni, Escamillo,
Rigoletto and in “La Damnation de Faust.”
He will be able to remain here only two
months, He will be succeeded in the com-
pany by Antonio Sammarco, who has sung
with great success in London and Milan
for the past two months. He will make
his first appearance here as Scarpia. Mario
Ancona, another barytone, appeared at
the Metropolitan ten years ago. Bince
that time he has been a pupil of Jean de
Reszke an(glis said to have made great

Tetrazzini is the young Italian -soprano
that Mr. Conried had under contract last
vear. She will sing with Signor Bonei
principally. She is a sister of the dramatic
goprano of the same name who formerly
was in this country. She married Cleo-
fonte Campanini, who is to be the first
conductor of the company, and is & brother
of the popular tenor of that name. Mme,
Trentini is a protégée of Mme. Melba and
will ging such réles as Muactla in “La Bo-
héme.” Mme. Farnetti gings some of the
dramatie roles and is also a lyric soprano.
She was selected by Puccini to create the
title role in “Madame Butterfly” and is
now the prima donna &t the San Carlo in
Naplos. -

Mme. Gianoli-Bressier, first contralto, is
remembered here from her appearances
with a French opera company from New
Orleans two years ago. Since that time
ghe has been singing at Bruseels in the
Theatre de la Monnaie. Zelia Gayé is a
Bpanish contralto whom Mr. Hammerstein
heard, and engaged her in Venice. She is a
noted Carnen. Eleanor di Cisneros used to
be Eleanor Broadfoot when she sang at the
Metropolitan Opera House under Maurice
Grau's management, Sinoe that time she
has been in Furope, and appeared every-
where on the Continent with success, Mme.

Zaccario is now leading contralto at the
opera house in Palermo.

Cleofonte Campanini, the conductor, is
the most famous Italian in his field at
present, His assigtant  will be Leandro
Camiovarl, who will conduct at the Satur-
cay evening performances and at the Sun-
cay concerlts which Mr. Hammerstein ex-

peots to give, The chorus of one hundred
voloss, which will be trained inItaly, will ar-
rive here in time to begin rehearsals on No-
vember 6, when all the artists are to be
here. The orohestra of one hundred players
will be formed here and rehearse during the
summer,

All the soenery, with the exception of
that for “Armide,” “Lorelei” and “La Dam-
nation de Faust,” will be painted here by
Thomas Ryan and Philllp Howden, The
scenas for the operas mentioned will be
painted in Paris by Amable. Victor Capoul
of the Paris opera has promised to come
here as stage manager if he can prooure
his leave of absence,

Mr. Hammerstoln sald ghat his boxes—
forty-four in number—were all taken and
that he had declined & number of applica-
tions. The theatre will be completed by
August 1.

UNION T0 TACKLE CONRIED,

Chorus Singers to Make a Fight Next Sea-
son for the Closed Shop.

The Ohorus Singers’ Union, made up of
the chorus of the Metropolitan Opera House,
which had a strike last year, followed by &
gettlement with Director Helnrich Conried,
is again in trouble. The agreement by
which the chorus singers were to get $25
a week has expired and has not been re-
newed, Walking Delegate Balzberg of th
union in m{orting the matter to the Centra.
Federated Unlon yesterday said that all
the benefits gained by the strike bad been
lost. He continued:

“I had a rrbng(lﬂ'ntnlk with Mr. Conried
on April 9 m%n g the renewal of the
agreement but was put off and put off,

n the ohorus singers got baok from
San Francisco in bad ocondition, Their
clothes were destroyed and Mr. Conried
paid them off. Iapplied for a new contraot
and he finally sent word that I was not to
be admittad to the Metropolitan Opera
House and algo that no officer of the union
was to bo admitted. The unjon held a
meetinf the next day but Mr. Conrled
gailed for Europe in the meantime and his
business manager went West. Now the
Itallan members of the chorus are to leave
on Saturday and the chances are that we
will start next season with scab singers.”

A POTENTIALITY OF GEESE.

The Pelloans Finally Prevented From
Youching Valuable New Crop Eggs.

It the pelicans can be prevented from
eating the rest of the eggs the wild Arctio
geese in the Central Park menagerie will
raise some goslings that will be of oon-
siderable value to the city. Director Smith
was informed some time ago that this par-
tioular kind of water bird was so rare in
these parts that it was worth about $500
a bird, In the big fiylng cage in the park
there are a gander and a goose of the Arotio
type, and a week ago the goose showed
a desire to ralse a family, The keeper didn't
expect anything of that kind to happen in
that partioular enclosure, where so many
different birds are confined; and so some
precious eggs were lost. Besides the Arctio
geese there are Canadlan geese, Floridan
and Bouth American pelicans, seagulls;
cranes and pigeons and Philippine ducks.

The cage is a sort of bird paradise where
thedays are passed in eating and swimming
and the nights in gleeping—and never a
thought of raising a family.

So Mrs, Goose was without a secure nest
for the first egg, and lay on the pebbles
near the rim of the pool'it attracted the at-
tention of the other inmates. The sandhill
corane loocked down at it with suspicion
and then walked off. The gulls and the
pigeons inspected it with a good deal of
ouriosity, but did net disturb it.

One of the South American pelicans wad-
dled over to where the egih on the ground
and eyed it for a moment. {)own went the
lon% k and the egg was lifted from the
pebbles. It fell into the banging pouch
and disappeared. Perhaps the bird knew
the market value of Arctio goose eggs, for
it flapped its wings in token of having
lurr;%bed well, and loboked ahoug for more,

ere was another egg the next da
and this time one of the s?lorida pellca.nya
made away with it, The egg encing bird
left a part of the shell on the ground and
when the keeper came around he saw it
and this set him to t.hlnkl;xg.

“Which of the birds had broken the rule
of the commuuity by l:ylng? And which
of the birds stole the egg?” was what he
tried to figure out,

He thought he knew the egg thief when
he saw one of the pink breasted pelicans
at one of the doors of the shelter house.
On this door was a white porcelain knob
about two feet from the ground, The
big bird was trying to pull off that knob,
evidently under the impression that it was
another egg.

The keeper looked toward the other
pelicans and saw them following Mrs,
Goose about the enclosure as though ex-
pecting something to happren. It was clear
to the keeper's mind that they had oulti-
vated a liking for eggs.

When the director was told about the
matter he instructed Headkeeper Billy
Snyder to prepare a safe place for the goose
to ret, The heulkeeper(f!m ared & nest
in one of the houses and, driving the Arctic
geese inside, left the door open.

There was an egg in the nest the next
day and the goose remained there, while
the gander squatted on the ground near by.
One of the prying pelicans entered the
shelter, chased the gander away, drove the
goose from the nest and took the egg.

The keeper saw the purloiner as it came
out looluniaa happy as a pelican can look,
and he took measures. He fixed the door
so that the geese could enter or go out,
but.the opening {s too small for the big
pelicans, Mother Goose is now nesting
on two eggs. The faithful gander takes
his turn on the nest while madame goes
outside for food and swimming exeroire,

NO LONGER SISTER GRANNIS.

FORMER FELLOW DISCIPLES FOR-
MALLY RENOUNCE HER,

But She'll Continue to Be & Flook by Her-
gelf in the Same Fold—Those Who Don't
Like It Can Get Out—Chrigtiana Qulet
Except for the Tassel on Her Cap.

One more step in the process of separating
Mrs. Elizabeth B. Grannis from the congrega-
tion of the First Church of the Disciples, in
West Fifty-sixth street, was taken after the
morning service yesterday.

Assembled behind closed doors in the
Bible class room, the congregation voted
to accept the report of the special com-
mittee of elders which found the Purity
League leader guilty of having shown con-
tempt toward her brothers and sleters in
the First Church, The congregation also
sustained the recommendation of the come
mittee that the church should “withdraw"”
from Mrs, Grannis if ehe doesn’t resign
within two weeks. Only six votes were
mustered on the Grannis side.

Ordinary disciples in the First Churoh
said after the meeting that it looked to
them ag if it was about time for Mrs, Grannis
to throw up the sponge and move out.

But moving out {s just what Mrs, Grannis
haen't any ideq of doing. Bhe's going to
stick. If the congregation wants to with-
draw from her, why let them, She'll be
only too glad to have persons who don't
like her company get out of it. It will
do them good to consort by themselves for
a time; perhaps they will come to their
genses then and harmony will be restored.

Anywayy Mrs, Grannis feols that she can
be a congregation by herself, She voted
for the new minister yesterday and he will
be her minister just as much as he will be
the minister of the misguided members
of the churoh, The striking of her name
from the membership roll will be a mere
matter of form, The names of all faithful
church membersare written indelibly on a
larger, fairerroll, The whole thing simmers
down now to a proposition of two congre-

d |'gations worshipping in the same ohurch,

and Mrs, Grannis will be one of them.

There was some talk among the six Gran-
nis supporters after the meeting about an
effort being made by the Purity League
leader to get out an injunotion against the
action of the ocongregation; but elders
learned in the law declared that Mrs. Gran-
nis could get no redress from the ocourts.
The proceedings had been carried through
acoording to the laws of the Church and
had been passed upon by the congregation,
which is the oourt of last resort in the Church,

A good many of the congregation didn't
think that Mrs. Grannis would turn out

esterday momlnﬁ, but ehe tripped into
he ohurch just before the opening prayer.
She not only came herself but she brought
with her little Christiana, (full name Chris-
tian League), the eight-year-old colored

irl who g Mrs, Grannis's protégée and who
gae been accused of playing with Mrs,
Grannis’s bonnet etrinfa and doing other
things during the service which distracted
the thoughts of the congregation from the
gormon. Christiana wore a green and red
tol()’oggtm cap with a big fuzzy tassel on the
end.

“Yes,” said one of the women members
of the congregation after the service,
“the girl behaved very well to-day; ehe
certainly did—all exoept that tassel. V’ny,

oodness me, every time she moved her
gead it jumped around like a grasshopper
with wings. People who sat around where
we did couldn't possibly follow the ser
mon.”

As a matter of fact, Christian League
scarcely rolled her eyes during the service
and ehe marched out at the end to a bench
in the vestibule where she waited as still
as a wooden Indian for the result of the
congregation meeting to be announced.

The Rev. B. B. Tyler of Denver, a former
ﬁastor of the church, preached the sermon.

e made only one reference to the row
and that was in an announcement. Mrs.
Grannis was interested in it, but not ime
pressed. 8aid he:

“There will be a meeting of the con%re-
gation downstairs immediately after this
morning's service. I am not a mermber
of the con ation. I don’'t attend the
meeting. ( ing at Mrs. Grannis ime
pressively) I don’t go where I'm not
wanted. See?”

It wasa little chilly for Mrs. Grannis on the
way down to the Bible class room but her
alx supporters crowded about her, ghaking
each other's hands and making just as
muoch of a fuss as the opposition,

OHILDREN CARED FOR CHEAPLY.

State Charltles Assoclation Frovides Good
Homes at & Nominal Cost.

The thirty-third annual report of the
State Charities Aid Association, made pub-
lio to-day, shows that on Octcber 1, 1005, the
association had under its supervision 1,220
children who had been placed in private
families. Of these 425 were in free homes
and 680 with their mothers in situations
provided by the association.

To have collected these ohildren in one
{nstitution would have cost, it is estimated,
$600,000 for site and buildings and $120,000
per annum for maintenance. The actual
cost under the present system was $12,000.

One hundred destitute children were
provided with homes, and seinoce 1808 630
have been so cared for., Five hundred
and ninety destitute women with babies
have been provided with situations in the
past year,and 857 such women are under
the care of the association. Three hun-
dred motherless babies were received by
the association during the year from the
Department of Publio Charities.

Referring to legislation, the report says
that fourteen bills supported by the as-
soclation became laws. These include the
bills making desertion a felony, exempting
charitable and educational institutions from
taxation and amending the Child Labor law
The Street Trades bill was also extended
to cities of the second class. This prohibits
the sale of papers by boys under 10 and

18 under 16, requires boys of from 10 to 14
who sell pe to seoure a badge from the
Department of Education and prohibits
the employment of children after 10 P. M.
A bill was also passed permitting New Yor
City Magistrates to commit women to the

ord Reformatory.

Acocording to the report the lot of the
foundling has been greatly improved.
Sinoe 1898, when the scandalous conditions
in the infant hospital on Randali’s Island
came to light, the death rate among found-
lings has been reduced from nen.rl{ 100
{)6!‘ cent, to 11 per cent. Practically all

he foundlings are subsequently provided
with suitable homes.

The association has maintained super-
vigion, through visiting committees, over
the almshouses and hospitals in forty-
three of the fifty-eight counties of the State.
It has received various appropriations for
these institutions and also received the ap-
{wmtmem of a commission to investigate
he Embatlon system throughout the State.

The treasurer’s statement showed a bal-
ance of 81,400 at the beginning of the fiscal
year 1005, Over $10,000 was received from
various sources, and there remained a bal-
ance of $588.76 at the close of the year.
The year's expenses were $2,741.
