In this suggestive collection of
words of wisdom on all subjects appear
extracts from Emerson, Schopenhauer,
Goethe, Ruskin, Pascal, Confucius, Epio-
tetus, the Talmud, the Koran and many
othera, while for almost every day Count
Tolstoi has added some comment of his
own.

“The Life of a Star,” by Clara Morris,
whioch was published on May 9, contains
besides the personal experiences of the
writer many anecdotes of such people of
the stage as Lester Wallack, Coghlan, Irve
ing, Salvini, and other friende not connected
with the stage—Garfleld, McKinley, Henry
Bergh, &c.

In connection with the recent publica-
tion of the definitive edition of the dramatic
works of Algernon Charles Swinburn, it
is interesting to note that a performance
of his “Atalanta in Calydon” s to take
place in j.ondon on June 11. This is the
first time that the poem has been presented
in publio.

Tovers of Itallan poetry are familiar
with the work of Giosué Carducci, a leading
figure in the struggle for United Italy. His
poems are fervent with patriotism and full
of rich color and appreciation of the pict-
uresque value of Italian history. His
phrasing is melodious, his thought fine
and poetical. Under the title of “Poems
of Italy" are published translations of half
a dozen of Carducci's most typical poems,
with an introductory sketch of his life by
Miss M. W. Arms.

Elizabeth Luther Cary's discovery of
an ancient English Cook Book has resulted
in a volume of curious recipes delightfully
flavored with an appropriate extract from
some author of celebrity. Experiments
made with the old recipes rerulted in many
delicious dishes, once no doubt peopular,
but long since lost under the invasion of
French cooking. The best of these have
been embodied in an unusual combination
of recipes and literature entitled “Books
and My Food.”

“The Cult of the Heavenly Twins® has
been promoted from flotion to science.
J. Rendel Harris has written a book bearing
the title “The Cult of the Heavenly Twins,”
the greater part of which is devoted to
showing that pairs of saints are usually
mere substitutes for the Dioscurl, or other
twin heroes of classical religion. The
origin of the “Heavenly Twin" worship
the author looks for in the anthropological
flald, and the critios will have a busy and
merry time disagreeing about it.

Miss Fanny Reed, the sister of the late
Mrs. Paran Stevens, has been spending a
part of the season in America to superin-
tend the publication of a volume of memoirs,
Miss Reed is & prominent figure in the
Americar colony in Pari¢, where she has
her home, and ix also a favorite in ¥French
Epciety.

Dr. B. P. Grenfell and Dr. A. 8. Hunt
have returned to England from Oxyrhyn-
ohus, where their fifth season’s excava-
tions have proved particularly successful
in the discovery of literary papyri, several
of which promise to be of exceptional in«
terest, It was not possible to decipher

‘these while the excavations were in progreas,

but the papyri are on their way to England,
where they will be examined and a detailed
announcement of their contents will be
publighed.

A little volume of verse by Miss Hester
Bancroft, a granddaughter of the historian,
is to be published simultaneously in England
and New York.
