Prof. Tuey WM. Salmon of Vassar College
Deseribes It Plen for Soefal Reform.

Povankrerste, May 19.-—-The idealfuity
of the twentieth century is thus defined
by Lucy Maynard Salmon, A, M,, professor
of history at Vassar College:

A city with olean streets, well sprinkled
treots, streets lined with well cared for shade
treea 5

Streots and roads that are freed from bill-
boards that are a stench in the community.

Vacant lotsa now used as dumping places
turned into attractive squares.

Benches ulong the roadside for weary
pedestrians

Backyards that are visions of beauty In-
stead of eyesores

Window boxes that brighten dull walls
and recreation piers on the banks of the river,

All these make for patriotism as well as
for civie beauty and righteousness.

If it is true that the boy without a play-
ground is father to the man without a Job,
we may well shrink from looking into the
future. Boys and girls are turned loose on
the streets; mischief, vice and erime resuit,
and when these conditions become unbear-
able we turn to the curfow as a negative means
of dealing with conditions that ought never
to have existed,

Miss Salmon also makes a plea for social
reform. She advances as a contrast to the
existing aristocratic clubs a settlement
plan which sballi provide amusement and
offer instruction to the “other half.”

In her plea for the neglected thousands
in their hours of leisure Miss Salmon says*

“What remains for the other half of the
community but the saloon, where, as some
one has said, a man for five cents may join
the most demooratic club on the face of the
earth? I® wrecks of humanity are wrecks
for the most part through lack of sooial in.
tercourse that has had legitimate means of
gratification . ”

Misa Salmon turns to the Daughters of
the Revolution to help better conditions
in the world, particularly in this oorner

of it.

“Could the Governor Clinton , House
become a social centre, could it become
a town house where could he found the
headquarters of or izations yet to
formed, like the City [mprovement
ciety, could it be the visible expression of a
public opinion united to secure civic better-
ment in all of these ways, then would it
have passed on to a future generation the
torch received from a heroic past.”
