RESCUED FROM SINKING BARK,

L Grew of the Trio Worn Out by Eleven Days

Work at the Purmps.

MoNTEEAL, May 27, The steamship
Tonian, Capt. Nunan, of the Allan line,
which reached port on Saturday afternoon,
rescued the crew and captain of the Nor-
wegian bark Trio of Tonsberg in mid-
ocean on May 21. The Trio was in a help-
leas condition. In spite of incessant labor
at the pumps, the water was gaining, and
but for the timely arrival of the big Allan
liner the Trio's crew must have perished in
a few hours,

The fonian was steaming at full speed
at midnight  when the distress rockets
from the sinking vessel were seen. Before
leaving the:Trio Officer Miller of the life-
saving crew set her afire and w.hen the
Jonian steamed away the bark was
shrouded in smoke.

Capt. Thora-son tells a story of barde
vhip.

fication of the Dominican monks who lost
their lives in Tonquin.
