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UNRESTFUL PRODUCE MEN.

President Perrin's Annual Report Tells of &
Strenuous Year.

At the annual meeting of the Produce
Exchange yesterday President Perrin re-
ported that the receipts from the building
for the year were $249,020, an increase of
$4%,830. Receipts from the exchange were
$77,052, a decrease of $2,510. The expendi-
tures were $279,7562, a decrease of $11,065,
80 that the net surplus is $46,319.

As affecting the surplus, Mr. Perrin eaid
the purchase by the exchange of 486 mem-
berships during the year and the consequent
loss of $12,150 in annual dues must be borne
in mind. Sixty-eight new members were
admitted and fifty-eight died. Gratuity
payments to the families and relatives of
deceased members amounted to $485,126.

“This has been probably one of the most
strenuous years our exchange has ex-
perienced,” Mr. Perrin said. % Ex-President
Hebert alluded in his report to the spirit
of unrest among our members which mani-
fested itself from time to time and which
has been especially marked, during the

twelve months just passed. Dulness of
trade and changed conditions have no
doubt contributed in some degree to this
feeling with a certain percentage of our
members.”

Continuing Mr. Perrin characterized mal

unfortunate the defeat of the ﬁropmmo'n
to combine the exchange with the Consoli-
dated.
