THIS HOUSNE FIREPROOF.

Conerete Walls, Floers, WRoof, Stairs,
Parches and Pergola,

There ! a: been built at New Dorp, Staten
Island, a concrete house which i in many
regpects a pioneer in fireproof residence
construc tion.

With walle and partitions of hollow con-
crete blocks, floors and roof of reanforced
concrete, it is the first building of this char-
acter to be constructed in New York city,

gays the Fkireproo/ Magizine, tha first in |

which hollow ¢onerete blocks were used as
supporting walls.

The New York building code is very
strict upon the subject of concrete blocks,
and apparently treats them with the great-
est suspicion, believing that where there is

siach a chance to ma'se poor blocks or blocks |

without a sufficient quantity of cement it
ix wiger to condemn them wll at the start
than to permit them to be used in such a
manner as to jeopard the lives of the in-
hiibitants of the buildings.

I'iree sizes of blocks were used in the New |

Dorp house; 12 inch for the basement walls,
% tnch for the walls above the basement
and 6 inch for interior partitions,

The floors are supported by 8x10 inch con-
crete beasus reenforeed with tars, and over
these 1» l2id a econcrete floor in one con-
tinuous =lab, having embedded in it nailing
strips for the finished floor,

Where partitions ocour in the second story
other than over first story partitions, they
are carried by reenforced concrete girders,
which show helow the ceilings of the first
wtory. The faces of these partitions, as
well a- the walls and ceilings, are in the
main plastered with pulp plaster, which
la: a =oft and pleasing l‘ﬂ'w:l and . can
he tinted or adapted to various applied
decorations.  Some of the walls are coverec
with burian ta shed to hilf ineh strips, put in
after the walls and partitions were com-
plated.

The house stands by itself on a large
corner lot, the two priveipal sides heing
flarked Ly u terrace, the wall of which
j= built of blocks with rock faces.
