If the police had to concern them-
selves only with the type of anarchist

This the
police of the Continent endeavor to do,
but it is to be feared that Scotland Yard
does not take the dangerous anarchists

enough to raid the Autonomie Club and
arrest everybody on the premises, but
in the police courts all the prisoners
who had passports were discharged.

France, Italy, Germany and Spain. The
worst of the Barcelona outrages, when
eleven persons were killed and forty
wounded in a theatre, occurred two
years later; in 1807 CANOVAS DEL (Cas-
TILLO was assassinated, and the follow-
ing year a miscreant killed the Empress
of Austria in Switzerland. It was then
that the anti-anarchist conference of
representatives of the Continental gov-
ernments was sunimoned to meet in
Rome. Not long afterward King Hum-
BERT was assassinated by ANGELO
BrEsc1, an anarchist who had lived in
the United States.

The problem of what to do with the
anarchists seems to be as far from solu-
tion as ever. Englapd cannot longer
avoid respensibility for granting them
an asylum; the British Government
must take cognizance of the attempt on
the lives of King AL.FONS8O and his con-
sort, not only because London is the
only capital where anarchists are still
tolerated, but because the marriage of
the Princess ENA was a diplomatic tri-
umph of King EDWARD'S. Anarchists
expelled from England will naturally
turn to free America for an abiding
place. Some of the moat vicious of the
Italian group have recently come over,

i as the Italian Consul at Baltimore has

warned the Government, It devolves
upon the Immigration Bureau to deport
every one of them it can lay hands upon.
The anarchist question in the United
States is growing more acute with the
general movement in Furope .to drive
the mad dogs of sotiety oul.

In Towa.

The Hon. LESLIE MORTIER SHAW has
thrown himself with his wonted momen-
tum into the canvass for the Republican
nomination for Governor of lowa. He
views with alarm the efforts of Governor
CuMMINS of the Iowa Idea to get a third
term and to touch the ark of the Dingley
tariff. Just as the wicked and deceitful
Democrats of Massachusetts won't ask
for “free trade,” but for revision of cer-
tain schedules, so this wolf of a Cum-
mine in the Republican fold asks for
such revision. Finally, Mr. CuMmMINS,
apparently an admirer of Democratic
rhetoric and rodomontade, calls the
sacred tariff a “robber's tgriff.” No
wonder Mr. SHAW throws up appealing
hands and rolls pious eyes:

But
there is no mind so careless, no heart
80 hard as not to be stirred keenly by
the portentous question: Will Iowa
“repudiate” the apostle of the doctrine
that the more yvou pay for things the
happier you are?

Tampa in the Exposition Business Too,

whereases Senator TALIAFERRO of Flor-
ida has made an heroie effort to quicken
public interest in the Panama Canal
exposition at Tampa in 1908, which Gov-
ernor BROWARD proclaimed 'in Decem-
ber last.

Need of a Sheiter for Poer Persons Willing
te Work.

To e Eprtor or TAar BuvN—Sir: T am
grateful to vou for publishing my letter of
June 1 on “Age and Work,” and to “Old Guy"
for his letter in your paper of to-day on “Cheap
Kkate Hustlers,” which conflrms my opinions,
(io to any place of business and you will find
that elderly and even middle aged persons
are eliminated, or being got rid of, without
regard for long and faithful service, or made
to feel they are not wanted. This applies
not only to bookkeepers, but to all vocations,
True, there are exceptions, men inéispensable
or kept through favor,

But employers have a perfectly legal right
to conduct their business as they see fit, even
if It canses misery to others, and sometimes
disaster to themselves. In accounting 1
would rather have two old kkeepers at
#12 per week than one who was young and in-
experienced, because I have seen loss of trade,
Erm( e, and by bad debts, caused by “Cheap

skate Hustlers” and the avarice or ignorance
of employers,

This does not apply to many voung men
of superior ability and fidelity, but to care-
less “know it alla” who assume qualities they
do not possess and can only gain by experi-
ence, [ am now trying to unravel the tangled
accounts of one of them, but when it has been
done my employer may “want a younger
man.” This leads me to notice a letter in
ronr paper to-day from “Sympathizer” plead-
ng for “the genteel poor” who want work
but can get none and are liable to be without
shelter and food.

In poverty there I8 no gentility—nothing
but misery, heart hreaking worry, the loss
of friends, prostie, of everfthlnc that makes
life worth living, exn pt faith in God. Lose
that and all is lest. I do not think there
are any temporary hu.nes for persons out of
work except the almshouses (or jails), and
there is great and pressing need of such ref-
uges, not for tramps, bums and criminals,
r‘ultnfor those who are unemployed and des-

tute,

They shrink from pauperism, and could be
there sheltered fe«‘l) and employ while
seaking a job. have written to tRe press
and to various ministers trying to awaken
Interest in this matter, because 80 many are
in or near want, and no one is certain of escape
from it.
