How fair was Poppaa? According to
the same faithful Acte, none fairer had
“strayed into the world or wandered in
more witchery through the air since ghe
who drew the dreaming keels of Greece
after her over the Ionian foam.” Poppma
herself, in enumerating some of her awn
beauties, apoke of “this hair rolling about
me like a lighted rea, which was my glory
and the theme of the earth,” and of her

“eyes Which were the blirs of burning Em-
perors.”™ It §s probtable that Poppea
could have made captive of Nero by power

of her beauty alone, but to make quite pure
she recited his own poetry to him. It was
well for anybody to be appreciative of
Nero'* renius in the practice of the arts.
Inthe sccond act it tells of the unfortunate
Titus Cassius, who fell asleep while the
Emperor was singing. He was sentenced
to die, but Nero was kind to him at the last,
singing to himeo that he might “pass away
in music.” How foolish he would appear
among the shades, Nero reflected, if, when
Orpheus asked him if he had heard Nero
eing, he were obliged to say that he had
not. “I would not,” said Nero, “have him
arrive ridiculous among the dead.” Against
this humor set the following from Agrip-
pina when she and Nero quarrelled;
Not the seas shall stop me now,
Raging on all the shores of all the world.
Witness If easlly my son did relgn.
I am bloody from head to foot for sake of him,
And for my cub am I incarnadined.
I'll go, but i I fall Rome too shall fall:
T'll shake this emplre til It reel and crash
On that ungrateful head; and If 1 fall, -
The bullded world shall tumble down In thunder.
A drama full of all sorts of interesting
matters. It is skilful in every part, and
reactable all through.

Rahab of Jericho.

Richard Burt>n’'s drama of “Rahabh”
(Henry Holt & Co.) has its suggestion in
the Bible story. The scene is in Rahab's
house in Jericho—a fine place, with marble
floors and columns, rich hangings, plants,
a fountain, ornaments of bronze and iron
and gold and silver, and images of the
gods of the Canaanites. The beauty of
Rahab is set forth in a song by Lela, a harp
player. She is, the song declares, the queen
of love. “Her dress betrays the beauty
olasped within; her mouth is made for
tenderness; men lose their souls her grace
to win; she stands like a pomegranate tree,
gtraight, beautiful and proud to see.”

At the time of the opening of the play
this “rose of Jericho,” this “regal flower to
tluck and kiss,” this notorious lady,
“the warm dusk splendor of whose eyes
might wreck the councils of a king,” has
determined upon a new and more innocent
way of life. When her lovér, the handsome
and distinguished Ammon, offers to em-
brace her, and says to her, “By the moon,
tbou still art mine, as thou hast been of
yore," she replies, “Never again, albe my
fleehi yet quivers with the old passion,
burns to feel thy touch,” and, Ammon per=
fisting, she draws a dagger, whereupon he
retires, “incensed,” with the bitter observa-
tion, “You're but a freakish fool.”

Meantime the Israelites are drawing near
Jericho, “riding lean stallions.” One of
them, Prinzce Salmon, eent by Joshua as a
fpy, enters the house presently. He asks
for refreshments. As he is eating he gazes
uponthe beauty of Rahab. Having flnished,
he rays to her, wasting no time:

Lady, there is a thirst
Not of the body, but whereby the soul
Is mad for drink. Now In thine eyes 1 quench
That torture, and thy presence makes me strong.
floy, that both soul and body nourished be.

They converse. Ralmon tells her how
Jericho ehall be beleaguered for seven
dayx and how on the seventh day the
rams’ horns ehall be blown and the walls
of the ity shall fall down. He arranges
to save her and her family and gives her
& pearl “of talismanic worth.” He de-
clares to her: *“I love thee, Rahab; would
fave thee for myeelf—not for our God
alone, but with the worship of my body,
oonsecrate to high uses.” She kneels to
him and says: “Lay thy two hands upon
my hair; the first caress in years that lacks
of fieroe desire and feels like tenderness.”
He departs with the assurance: “Dear,
we shall meet again beneath the cypresses,
under the stars!”

In the second act the “curtain discovers
Rahab sitting In a sad lethargy on metal
Beat.” She is joined by her family, with
the excaption of her father, who is a leader
in Jericho, and who is engaged in repelling
the enemy. At the end of this act. Ammon
tlays Horeb, a traitorous Israplite who
tries to carry Rahab off, In the third act
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pinesa (s not based upon human love nor
fulfilled desire, which hut create yearnings
for greater joy.

“The Bridal of Anstace’ Is Clever.

Anstace's hushand receives a mysterieus
telegram at the wedding and disappears,
fortunately for her and for the reader,
while the bride is dressing for the wedding
journey. Onece rid of this encumbrance of
a husband Anstace goes down to a little
coastguard station and writes a very enter-
taining account of the peculiar people she
meets there, Just such out of the way cor-
ners one may find in England with just such
strongly individual “types” as the chief
officer of the station, his cheery invalid wife
the devoted young curate and his inteme
perate old father, the master of the storm
quarry and the others. Even upon such
beautiful gardens as that belonging to the
blind master of Bixamy with its plausance
and clipped yew peacocks one may chanoe
upon in most unexpected places in England,
The author has described it faithfully with
restraint and realism. The wet slap of the
galt spray and the oold drive of the rain
make the glow of the open fires a joy and
the silentloneliness of the place is soothing
to tortured nerves. Only at the climax the
book weakens and is disappointing.

The new book by the “Commuter's Wife,"
“The Garden, You, apd 1" (Macmillans) is
really only half fietion. It is put in the form
of letters from two country places, and one
correspondent, fortunately the somewhat
acrid and ill natured Barbara, devotes her-
salf to didactic disjuisitions on horticulture,
The other letter writer dwells more on im-
pressions and relates the incidents and the
love story that help to float the botanical
information.

The author has a cdisconcerting way
of jumping from one subject to another
without warning and is overfond of paradox;

A brief, but clear and satisfactory acoount
of “The Serpent Mound, Adams county,
Ohio,” has been prepared by Mr. E. O,
Randall and is published by the Ohio Btate
Archeological and Historical Society, Co-
lumnbue, Ohio. Beeides the description of
this important American antiquity, helped
out with sketches and maps, the opinions
of many writers who have written on the
subject and the various theories as to ita
meaning are supplied.

Oregon s the theme of volume XXI. of
“Early Western Travels, 1748-1846," edited
by Dr. Reuben Gold Thwaites (The Arthur
H. Clark Company, Cleveland). It con-
tains John B. Wyeth's “Oregon” from the
edition of 1833, and John K. Townsend's
“Narrative of a Journey Across the Rocky
Mountaine to the Columbia River,® 1880,
with the omission of the part that goes be.
yond the boundaries of the United States,
In these two accountswe have the story of
Nathaniel J. Wyatt's two expeditions.

The “Official Records of the Union and
Confederate Navies in the War of the Re-
bellion,” edited by Mr. Charles J. Stewart
(Government Printing Offioe, Washington),
have reached volume 20 of series I. This
contains the doings of the West Gulf Block-
ading Squadron from March 15 to December
81, 1863, t he most notable operation recorded
at length being the attack on Port Hudson.

A learned and thorough account of “The
Development of the Freedom of the Press
in Massachusetts,” by Dr. Clyde Augustus
Dunway, has grown out of a doctor disserta-
tion and is published as a volume of “Har-
vard Historical Studies,” by Longmans,
Green and Company. It is an excellent
specimen of an exercise in historical re-
pearch such as our universities are now
fond of, and will be useful to specialists.

Advocates of municipal ownership will
derive little comfort from Dr. Hugo Richard
Meyer's investigations into “Municipal
Ownership in Great Britain” (Macmillans).
Theee cover street railways, gas and elec-
tricity and the author lets the results speak
for themselves. Even in the much vaunted
case of Glasgow- he thinks they are unfavor-
able. It is a pity that Dr.Meyer's American
spirit makes him impatient of the British
dislike of innovation and leads him to ascribe
to economic theories what are purely na-
tional traits. England sticks to her anti-
quated compartment railroad cars, for
instance, which are wholly in private hands,
regardless of their dangers and incone
venience.

The reader of Prof. Frank Parsons's “The
Heart of the Rallroad Problem" (Little,
Brown and Company) will easily come to
the conclusion that the problem has many
gides and that the solution will not be de-
rived from abuse. A more methodical
arrangement of his matter and of the cases
designed to prove a point would make the
argument clearer. The tone is often too
close to that of the hystarical magazines
and while the ground for blame is at times
obscure some of the praise of methods
makes queer reading in the light of recent
revelations,

The handbook of selected statistics edited
for some years past by Dr. Josiah Strong,
with the title “S8ocial Progress,” appears
for the year 1006 (The Baker and Taylor
Company). Besldes the many tables and
summaries that interest sociologists there
are accounts of the progress in the lines
they advocate in many countries.

Books for the Yourlg.

Virgil, Livy and Ovid are drawn upon by
Alice Zimmern in *Old Tales from Rome®
(A, C. McClurg and Company, Chicago).
The XEneid provides the lion's share and
is properly followed by the stories of the
early kings. It would have been more ap-
propriate to oontinue with Livy's legends
than to bring in the Ovid stories, which,
however pretty, have nothing to do with
Rome. The pictures are exoellent.

The etory of Bir Walter Boott's life, a
story that will always bear telling, is put
before youth by Mr, Tudor Jenks in “In
the Days of Scott" (A. 8. Barnes and Com-
pany). It is an unpretentious biography
that does not strive for novelty or paradox
and that gives a clearer view of what 8cott
was and did than Mr. A. Lang's late effort.

Two more volumes of a long series that
strives to depict child life in foreign lands
by fictitious biographies have been written
by Blanohe MoManus, “Our Little Dutch
Cousin® and *“Our Little Bootoh Cousin®
(L. C. Page and Company, Boston). Miss
MoManus, who illustrates her booka her-
self, has been more successful than somm
of her predecessors in picking out inci-
dente that will appeal to children. The
modern child, it would seem, must have
his foreign information very muoch diluted.

What wonderful creatures are the boys
who have a “series” built around them.
Mr. Edward Stratemeyer in “Under Togo
for Japan" (Lothrop, Lee and Shepard
Company, Boston) carries his young in-
vinoibles through the naval perils of the
Russo-Japanese War, including the great
fight off Tsushima.

A contribution to the Whitman cult s
made by an Englishman, Mr. Edward Car-
penter, in “Days With Walt Whitman"
(Macmillans). Mr. Carpenter visited Whit-
man twioe, In 1877 and in 1884. The
accounts of the vigits are pleasant, but
contain little of importance and leave more
impreseion of Mr. Carpenter than of the poet.
The other essays read like popular lectures
to women's clubs; that on Walt Whitman's
possible children surely goes beyond the
bounds of biographical inquisitiveness and
impertinence.

In *The Revival of Aristocracy” (Probst-
haln and Company) Dr. Oscar Levy
who |s translated by Mr. Leonard A. Mag-
nus, holds up Nietzsche, the greatest of a
triumvirate that includes Stendhal and
Goethe, as the apostle of the nineteenth
century. Why Dr. Levy should be trans-
lated does not appear. In the introduction,
which is his own, he shows perfect mastery
of English and flouts his readers in the
pleasing paradoxical style of Mr. G. B.
Bhaw. )

As the aftermath of a long life of schol-
arly study Prof. James Mason Hoppin of
Yale University at 88 publishes “The Read-
ing of Shakespeare” (Houghton, Mifflin
and Company). It is a happy reminder
of the days before specialists invaded the
fleld of literature, the comments of a man
of taste for those who read for pleasure
and for delight in poetry.

The British have their women essayists,
too, as appears in “Shell Gatherers,” by
Katharine Burrill (J. M. Dent and Company;
E. P. Dutton and Company). Pleasant
enough chats these are, desultory, with-
out much thought in them, but a little over-
weighted by the evidence that the author
has read much, inquotations and references.
She is familiar with her Dickens, fortu-
nately; “Alioe in Wonderland” ehe knows,
too, but turns it into texts to preach from,
The best piece, we fancy, is the “Travels
of Foker,” in whioh that young man is led
through the grand tour in the happy time
before modern improvements.

An interesting and useful acoount of the
*Jewish Biblical Commentatorg” will be
found in the lectures delivered at Johns Hop-
kins University by Dr. William Rosenau
(The Friedenwald Company, Baltimore.)
Briefly he tells of the work of the Talmudio
writers, of the medi@val expounders, of
the grammarians, of the eighteenth century
philosophers and of the nineteenth cen-
tury critics. He pointsout important work
that often escapes the notice of Christian
oomnantators.
