But he
was soon ssked If 111 1-6 was the time shown
‘by his watoh, Then he took & look et the
slsotrio announcer under his window and
promptly declared that the mechaniém was at
fault. He also otated that the ocorrect time
was 1:12 3-8, Just two-fifths of a second slower
Ahan the track record hung up by Brookdale
Nymph on Suburban day. King's Daughter's
puccess was not generally anticipated, Her
owner had a emall bet on her three ways
and after the race felt sorry that he had not
unbelted. The Ornament filly received 18
pounds from the scale from Roseben, who
also gave 13 to Aeronaut, 1 to Halifax, 22 to
Prince Hamburg, 10 to Kiamesha, 38 to Bed-
suln and 20 to Hooray.

Did they bet on Roseben? Well, rather.
There was not a plunger at the track who
did not hang up a big wager on the son of
Ben Strome. From 8 to 8 he was pounded
down to aven money at the close, for the wise
men thought it was like finding easy ooin to
play him. Lyne, who could not have the
mount bacause he had been suspended by
the starter on SBuburban day, sald that he
did not belleve little Miller could do the big
sprinter full justice. But Miller did his best.
As a matter of fact Roseben did not have them
old speed. Runing him in long distance
races early In the year injured him immeas-
urably, and whether he will ever regain his
old form Is & matter for serious conjecture.
Dave Johnson was so confildent that he bet
$10,000 on Roseben’'s chances. Johnson had
won solid wagers on Toddles and Bat In the
first two events and then walited for the big
race of the day. But after losing this fat
wager Johnson began to belleve that Roseben
had become a poor betting proposition. The
Coney Island was the first of the June handi-
caps. It was run for the first time in 1804,
with these winners: Armitage, Domino,
Hanwell, Voter, Maceo, Bendoran, Voter
(twice), Hatasoo, Lady Uncas (twice) and
Hamburg Belle,

The wise men got another bad throw when
Woodford Clay’'s Kentucky Beau was begten
in the Daisy Stakes. The son of Btar Shoot
opened at 2% to i, but thousands flooded the
ring until he was literally backed off the
boards. Shaw’'s handling of this favorite
did not exoite favorable comment., On the
contrary, he was scored unmeroifully, but that
was about all. On real form Red River, the
winner, should have been heavily backed,
but he was passed up by the reaily smart
guys. August Belmont was represented by
Okenite and Rosemont in this race. the latter
& oolt by Hastings—Rosemary, The Daisy
has produced these winners since its first
running in 1800; Eclipse, Charade, Lovelace,
Cataract, Harry Reed, Floretta IV.,, George
Eessler, Mehallah, Kingdon, Neda, Lady of
the Valley, Leonora Loring, Roxboro, Name-
oki, 8t. Bellane and Voorhees.

William K. Vanderbilt has donated his
famous stallion Halma to the Jockey Club's
breeding bureau. Mr. Vanderbilt, who s
‘the president of the Coney Island Jockey
Club, paid 839,000 for Halma, and the stallion
has been standing In the stud over in France
for a number of years, He s the sire of some
good horses over there, but he will be shipped
at once to this country in the interest of the
Jdockey Club’'s new breeding industry up the
Btate.

Racetrack speculators were startled yestar-
day by the report that Frankle Hayes had
won $66,000 on Go Between (n the S8uburban.
Hayes, who {8 one of the most popular players
on the local tracks, was showered with con-
gratulations, but he explained to all that a
gad error had been made by somebody for
the simple reason that the' exact amount of
bis winnings on Go Bewteen footed up just
$2,200. '

did not bet a penny on her this time, only to
gea her run second at 25, 10 and 4. Louis
Cella and the Western bunch, who are out
for the coin in all sorta of ways just now,
backed Miss Strome from 10 down to 4 in
this race, but she barely landed third money.
Cella and his associates got the money all
back when Tartan won the last race. They
backed thia horse all over the ring until the
odds dropped from 15 to 7, and then went
bome laughing at the discomfiture of the ring,

The bookmakers winced when H. P, Whit-
fpey’'s Bat won the second race. The Meddler
gelding had worked a mile in 1:40 and as far
s he was concerned the race was regarded as
ifn. 8o the clubhouse playvers plunged and
the ring was swamped with all kinds of wagers.

NOT MAKE HIGH PRICED
CARS TO MEASURE?

Oomfort May Tie Dertved From Driving
Seat, Pedal and Lever Made to Fit the
Owner—Twelve Cylinder Car for Vans
derblit Race=Webh Jay in A. A. A. Tour

Why should not the high priced car be made
to measure, 8o to speak, is a query that
will naturally suggest itself when other things
upon which large sums are expended are
taken into oonsideration, eays the Molor
World. Bteam yachts are almost invariably
built to the owner's epecifications, as are
houses and a host of other things that are
congtructed to conform to the personal taste
of their purchasers, Then why should the
man who pays $5,000 or more for an afto-
mobile not have it built to measure, for if he
is to drive it the length of his reach is of as
much importance L. operating the clutch and
brake pedals as it is tl.at 1is trousers should
ba the proper length. Natural limitations
confine the space to be devoted to the various
pedals, levers and steering wheel to a gmall
area; but, like the inch on the end of a man’'s
nose, it is likewisé a place where a very little
difference is strikingly apparont. The manu-
facturer has perforce had to strike an average,
and it is evident that this will be oqually un-
comfortable for the man who is unusually
short or unusually tall. In other cases the
placing of the means of operation has had to
conform itself to the remainder of the design
of the car and I8 cramped at the best. In-
dividual taste is always consulted in the mat-
ter of finishing the body and fittings of such
cars, 80 there seems to be no good reason
why the man who is buying such a vehlole
and intends to drive it should not be fitted.
A difference of an Inch or two in the height
or placing of the driving seat or of the pedals
and levers with reference to it make for com-
fort on the long run. In a casé where the
amount of fitting necessary would be out of
the usual it seems it would also be necessary
to hire a chauffeyr to fit the car. The question
may appear purely academic and needless,
but as the bodics of high priced cars are
almost invariably built to order it would be

easy enough to make them to measure at the
same time.
