Dava Johnson has sold his famous sprinter
Roeehen to L. O. Avpleby, in whose name
and colors the Ben Strome gelding ran in the
fifth race yesterday. Johnson has been a
beavy loser on the turf this year and Roseben
has been the medium of some of hia inTgeat
plays, When last season ended Roseben
was regarded as the greatest weight carrying
sprinter In the world, but Johnson was not
satisfled to confine the gelding to short dis-
tance events, and instructed Tralner Frank
Welr to prepare the big racer for long dis-
tance races. Johnson confidently believed
that Roseben could win the Brooklyn or the
Buburban and backed him heavily In the
tuture hooks in both events. But Roseben,
after winning the Carter Handlcap, fell off
n his form until he suffered several crushing
defeats, causing his plunging owner to go to
the wall, Johnson has been playing the races
ateadlly of late, but with' not much success,
He decided the other day to get rid of all his
horses, Including Roseben, and as Appleby
had always been an admirer of the blg sprinter
a deal was closed by which the latter became
the new owner of the son of Ben Strome,
Roseben will continue to be trained by Welr,

For yesterday's race the big racer worked
eix furlongs in better than 1:13 over the
Gravesend track, so he was heavily
backed. Johnson took another plunge, but
although Roseben ran his best race of the
year luck was not with him, He gave seven
pounds to Kiamesha, who ran a wonderfully
game race and beat him a nose. Roseben
also conceded twenty-two pounds to Hand-
zarra. The race was run four-fifths of a
second behind the track record, which showed
how fit Roseben was.

George Langdon seems to be in his stritle
these days. Following a big winning last
gaturday, when he cleaned up with Oran
and Magna Stella, he purchased Flip Flap
for $16,000. Determined to get several useful
horses Langdon also took part in the bidding
up of J, C. Core, the winner of the first race
yesterday, and got him for $3,100. The colt
was entered to be sold for $2,000. As H. T.
Griffin claimed him the other day from W. H.
Brown, Bob Tucker began the run up with
$2,500 bld. Grifin protected the colt with
the usual 85 Inorease, whereupon Jack Ben-
net and Tucker took turns at bidding up the
son of Garry Herrmann until $3,000 was the
figure. Then langdon ralsed the figures to
$3,100 and the colt was his. Langdon mean=
whilehad bet on J. C. Core all over the ring,
winning, it is sald, about $12,000. When
Flip Flap started in the Spindrift for the firet
time in his colors Langdon bet a bundle on
the filly, although the more he wagered the
higher went the odds. He got on $6,000, it
{s sald, at ¢ and 434, and then saw the price
go to 5. But although Flip Flap was beaten
langdon had another good thing up his
sleeve in Belgravia, a 10 to 1 shot, who won
the last race. Ring sharps after the race sald
that the young plunger won all of $156,000 on
Belgravia, which enabled him to quit a blg
winner on:the day.

The wise men were puzzled over the third
race to such an extent that many of them
did not bet at all. In the clubhouse, where
the smart players congregate, Toddles was
jn almost un‘versal demand. But In spite
of the play Toddles went up in the betting
in the ring, and so did Jersey Lady, while
George J. Long's Victoria B, a filly by Bob
Miles—Veronica, was backed from 10 down
to 5. Bookmaker J. Gilbert, a member of
the Mets, who is operating on the Cella bank-
roll, had even money on his slate against
Toddles when Cella came up behind him and
sald: .

=Hunch that price against Toddles to 6 to 8
and get the money in'"

“There's nobody around here that witl bet,®
replied Gilbert.

“I don't care,” sald Cella, warmly, “hunch
the price and get a play, Take in all you

oan get.”

Uilbert obeyed orders and the coin was
soon flowing Into the cash box, while the
bookmaker took good care to hold Jersey
Lady. No sooner did the barrier go up than
the cry rang out:

“Miller is down! Toddles is beaten!”

Miller came back in the starter’s wagon
and quickly told the stewards that Toddles
bad stumbled and while out of her stride she
had been bumped by Jersey Lady. Miller
hung on to the mare, with one arm around
her neck as long as he could and then fell to
the ground, he said. Starting Judge Homan
declared that Jersey I.ady broke out of hand
and crashed Into Toddles with great foroe.
Martin pulled Princess Carrie up in an effort
to save Miller from & serious accident, &
bit of thoughtfulness not credited to many
Jockeys.
