* ' PERCY P. PIERCE TELLS OF HIS

EUROPEAN EXPERIENCES.

Enjoyed Foreign Trip Even Though He
Won Only an Honorable Mention and &
Medal in Herkomer Teur-—Frenoh
Team Ploked for Vanderbilt Race.

Peroy P. Pleroe of Buffalo arrived in this
clty early yesterday morning on the steam-
ship Majestlo, He ocame from Germany,
where he was the only American contestant
in the Herkomer tour and where later he
ran Into a farmer on the road and was in
danger of Imprisonment In oconsequence.
He remalned In town for but a few hours
yesterday before leaving for hig home In
Buffalo. He had some interesting experi-
enoes as the sole American driving an Ameri-
can car against'the best known drivers and
cars In Europe. He confirmed the report
that he had recelved honorable mention and
a gold medal for his performance in the
Herkomer tour, even though he was not
numbered among the first ten prize winners.
German cars andedrivers received all of the
prizes, Dr. Rudolph Stoess winning first
prize with an 18-20 horse-power Horch, Mr.
Pierce says this was due to the fact that the
tour was a handicap affair throughout, the
cars being handicapped on a basis of oylinder
volume. He finished with a perfect score,
but was outpointed on the handicap basls
and In the speed contest and the hill climb.

“I finished not only without having a break-
down but without having put a wrench to
my oar and without putting a pump to the
tires,” he sald. “I never even so much as in-
spected the adjustments, and I did not put
water into the radlator until after the speed
contest. Now, if you can find a more perfect
score than that I would like tc know what
it 8. In the speed contest my speedometer
showed that 1 averaged a little more than
48 miles an hour, over a wet macadam road,
carrying four passengers. The unofficial
timers, newspaper men, confirmed this.
Under the handicap I was required to make
only 48 miles an hour. In the official figuring,
however, I was credited with only 87} miles
an hour, and therefore lost points.

“On the hill climb the rule was that a yellow
flag meant accident and required a full stop,
1 was yellow flagged at a turn and learned
that the officials stopped me to ask about an
accident below. 1 lost four minutes, and two
yerman cars passed me., How is that for
luck? However, I did as well as any one
possibly could, and I learned a lot and am
satisfled,

“About the accident? Well, a drunken
farmer, asleep in his cart, surrounded by
empty wine casks, came along with his reins
dangling. Isaw him 120 metres away, about
130 yards—the distance was measured by the
court—and blew my horn. 1 did not notice
his condition then, but slowed to twelve miles
an hour as | saw he did not turn out. Within
twenty feet of me he woke up, grabbed one
rein and pulled his horse across the road in
front of me. I hit the horse and rig, but I
did not upset them, although I and my car
went into the ditch, The farmer was hurt
by the wine caske hitting him, He was up
and around when I left, but my Great Arrow
car was smashed, and my left hand I8 crippled

Well, I
guess not, [ will drive a 40-45 Great Arrow,
all right, but the one I had in Germany was
ahlfpod to the factory, a wreck. Iam going
to Buffalo to arrange for another car.

Well it cost me $750 alto-
gether, although witnesses agreed that I was
not to blame.
