Indications that for several days past
bhave not been wanting and drawn almost
solely from the course of the market itself
that the selling movement in stocks had at
least temporarily culminated met to-day
with what appeared to be some substan-
tlal confirmation. Ever sinoce prices touched
their low point last Tuesday they have
displayed an unmistakably greater rally-
ing power and speculators for the decline
have discovered that whenever quotations
neared the level described the support
extended to the market by banking interests
and other large operators was decidedly
increased. Although two or three times
in the concluding portion of the week the
market has weakened, the declines thus
started have gathered no force and a variety
of signs have been present, attesting that
the market was resisting efforts to push
it downward. One such abortive attempt
to further depress prices was seemingly
made yesterday when, as was to-day rather
definitely ascertained, one or two speculative
cliques sold stocks freely for the short
acoount; but those making these wsales
found that they were not as heretofore
inducing liquidation on the part of genuine
holders of securities. To-day opening
quotations of the principal stocks were
mostly lower than they closed yesterday
afternoon, but a prompt recovery in the
market began, which continued practically
until the end of the Stock Exchange session.
Yesterday, as will be remembered, prices
declined, following a period of dulness in
the middle of the day, and the market
presented the superficial appearance .of
one in which the buying power had petered
out. To-day, after a similar period of
inactivity lasting from midday until the
last hour of business, prices advanced
and the reasonable inference from this
was that speculators found it had becomse
easier to put stocks up than to put them
down. Of one thing there is no doubt,
and that is that the familiar spectaocle is
presented of a short interest in the market
“larger than had been supposed.” One
Stock Exchange firm quite unknown to
fame borrowed this morning 60,000 shares
of stock for delivery and there is no ques-
tion that during the long recent decline
in the market commitments for the fall

! not only on the part of large operators but
 among the rank and file of market specu-

lators have become heavily extended.
To-day's activity in the market was well
distributecd. St. Paul stock led the rise
in the early trading and later the Northern
Pacific,Great Northern preferred and United
States Steel stocks were prominent in the
advance. Closing Priceu were almost in-
variably at the best.

The London market in general was de-
pressed to-day by the references made in
the British Parliament last night by the
Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs fo
the state of unrest now exhibited by the
population of Egypt and Arabia, but Ameri-
can stocks in London were not weak and
purchases of securities here for foreign
account during the day were considerable,
The money situation abroad seemed to be
working into better shape, although the price
of Russian bonds suffered a relapse. Here
there was no change to speak of in money
or sterling rates, nor were there any specific
marke! developments worthy of attention,

! The price of wheat sagged further owing to

The preliminary guesses concerning to-
morrow's bank statement were all of an
optimistic nature, the idea being that the
liquidation in Wall Street had reduced bank
loans and that, according to such data as
were furnished, a gain in cash by the banks
in the neighborhood of $1,000,000 was prob-
able. The buying of the Northern Pacifio
and Great Northern preferred stocks in the
market tg-day was based upon the sup-
position that, now that Congresa has ad-
journed, thera would be a bringing out
of whatever plans have heen formed con-
cerning a “division of equities” in these
properties and in regard to a lease of the
Great Northern Railway's ore lands to the
U'nited States Steel Corporation, It has
all along been known that the president of
the Great Northern Railway was decidedly
averse (0 consummating any arrangement
looking forward to the lease of his com-
pany's ore lands until the session of the
national legislature was closed, so that
there was some speculative ground for the
theory that transactions of this kind might
now be carried forward, The same ocause
was doubtlese responsible for much of the
rice in the United States Steel stocks, al-
though here the advance was materially
assisted by the reiteration of rumors that
the net earnings of the Steel Corporation
for the June quarter will reach between
$38,000,000 and £39,000,000,
