gince Sir Edward Grey's speech in the House
of Commona about the dangerous fanati-
¢ism in Egypt. This danger is no greater
to-day than it was when it was fully dis-
oussed in theas cespatches in the eurly
spring. 'That it exists there is no question,
und Sir Fdward Grey did not exaggerato
#ta rignificance in the speech which has

! mo disturbed the publip mind.

Information which has been coming to
Tne Sun's London lcorrespondent for
:mnuu past from many reliable souroces,
iot only in Egypt but in,all. Moslem coun-
tries, made it clear that a great pan-Islam

movement was in contemplation and might

&t any moment find expresaion in the out«

bireak of a holy war, The latest indications,

however, seemed to show that this danger
was diminishing, or at least had been post-
poned. The Sultan's courage failed him

&t the critical moment of the Tabah dispute,

and he added another to h‘: abjeot sur-

renders when faced by Christlan guns, He
may now he reeking a fresh excuse for

@ntering on a religious crusade in his maneu-

wres on the Persian froutier;and in cen-

tral Arabia, but there is no sign that such

& cataclysm is immediately impénding.

On the other hand the recent outrages
mgainst Christiane in FEgypt and elsewhere
appear to he the effect of the general propa-
ganda of fanaticism Jast winter in prepara-
tion for the holy war which was then con-

mplated. There is abundant proof that

e signal for & general massacre of all
glrlstiann was then expected from day to

y by the entire Moslem population,

Moreover, it should be distinetly under-
stood that the attitude of the natives in
Egypt toward the English is in mo sense
one of revolt against oppression. FEven the
Moslem mind appreciates the wonderful
advantages of the English administration
af the country. It is simply a fanatical
religions outburst, It is a feeling of Islam
against the infidel, not of the governed
against the governors,

There are other causes also which in-com-
bination have produced the prevailing de-
pression in Europe The Statis’ sumns up
these when |t says to.day: !

“Much ig made of the great increase In
high class secur'ties which has taken place
in the past ten years ahd is still taking place.
That has its effect, no doubt, but in our opin-
jon the effec' 'a greatly exaggerated. If
donfidence in the peacsfu' progress of
Russ'a were established i* would soon be
seen that the stock markets of the whole
world would revive surpris'ngly.

“Another cause, no doubt, is the failure
10 provide *h's cointry w'th an adequate
sinking fund. A hird ‘s the inadequacy of
the bank reserves of the United Kingdom.
A fourth is the unwise, unscientific banking
and currency systems of the United States.
All these have their effect, but the effect is
gmall with the condition of Russia, which
§8 the overshadow'ng fac' of the present
time.” .

It is true that the Rassian situation cons
tinues to go from bad to worse, The Czar
still postpones a decision of the inevltahlq’
q'uo’ion, Shall or shall not Russia have a

+ constitut onal government ? Both sides
have practically abandoned hope that the
weak willed sovereign will ever summon,
sufficient brains and couraga to make this
decision, 'n which case it will have to be
decided for him. Tt is the manner of that

» decision, which !f mads in this way could
not Be bloodless, that ho'ds Europs aghast
with apprahension,

The Bourse of Pariz has heen even mord
disturbed- than Capel Court during the last
day or two. TH: Sux's Paris corre-

* spondent to-day ascribes the grave un-

+ easinoss more to the Moslem peril than the

Russian situation. It is interesting to note
' that France is supporting the English

position in Egypt at this junctiure even

more heartily than England has supported

., France in Morocco. The Figaro to-day
goes so far as to hold that the Kalder is
responsible for the threatened Moslem
uprising, saying that it is the effect of his

" journey to Tangier and his support of the

‘ fuiltan of Morocco. “He has once more

- rpised the hopes of barbarism against
oivilization,” says the Figaro.

Emperor William has ‘been criticised for
many things in connection with the dis-

* turbed condition of European relations, but
it is going rather far to accuse him of incit-
ing the Moslem world to fling itself upon

Christendom in a holy war.

There are some locally disturbing fac-
tors in Capel Court which accentuate the
slump in the market. Rumor speaks ap-
prehensively of the position of a promi-
nent insurance company which lost heavily
on the San Francisco flre. That disaster
is really an important factor in the present
financial situation, It is the insurance
companies which furnish the best support
to consols and other high olass securities
in timee of depression. They are now
unable to act in the usual way.

After investigation they took Capt. Hirsh-
inger to the place, which is owned by George
W. Carraher. Carraher denied all knowl-
edge'of any thefts in the navy yard, but
the ‘detectives * found coats troll%rs,
sweaters, shoes, arctics, rubber 'f)oots. ham-
mocks, muskrat hats and a dozen other
kindg ‘af goods, all, it is said; the property of
the Unjted States Government. Capt.
Hirshinger estimated the articles as being
va.l}led at about $300.

PILLANS FOR BIG BATTLESHIP,

Scyrvlnr_v .llonanarla Asks  Constructors
to Submit Them With Estimate of Cost.
WASHINGTON, July 7.—In compliance with

a provision in the current Naval Appropria=

tion bill the Secretary of the«Nawy to-day

sent a oIrcuipr to all private naval con-
structors known to the Department, ask-
ing them to Bubmit preliminary plans for
the battleship authorized by the act, to-
gether with atfendant specifications showing
displacement, draught and dimensions and
kind and extent of armor and armament.

He also asks for an estimate of speed and

cost and an opinion as to what time com-
lete plans may Bé had by the Government

n case they are aoccepted.

The Secretary of the Navy is authorized
to compensate coustructors as he may see
fit for such plans as are not accepted. The
moposit_ion to submit plans for the big

ttleship to Congress was an amendment
to the naval bill added in the Senate and
was stubbornly fought in the House,
but was finally adopted. It will delay for
nearl{ a year the beginning ef work on the
vessel.

LAND GRABBER SENTENCED.

S. A. D. Puter Gets Two Years In Prison
and = Fine of #9,800.

WASHINGTON, July 7.— Secretary of the
Interior Hitchcock to-day received a tele-
gram from Special Assistant Attorney-
General Heney at Portland, Ore., informing
him that Judge Woverton had sentenced
S. A. D. Puter to two years imprisonment

in land frauds. Puter was arrested in Bos-
ton several months ago, but .escaped from
the detectives by drawing a revolver and
covering them until he was safely out of

their reach. All trace of him was lost until
a few weeks ago, when he was recaptured
in California and taken to Portland for trial.
Puter purchased land from the Govern-
ment officials who participated in the land
frauds and he was comvicted on charges
clleﬁi‘ng bribery and forgery. Secretary

other participants in the land fraud cases
will be begun at Portland next Monday.

SAY THEY'LL ENJOIN WEDDING

Fawyer Thinks He'll Be Married to Mise
Ikeil Before Supreme (‘ourt Can Intgr
fere~—Son Rays He Only Got 10 (‘ents
for Feed on Friday—Story of Property.

Dorothy Bchaefer and her sister, Matilda,
went to the Yorkville police court yesterday
to make a further endeavor to prevent their
father, Charles Schaefer, the old time polf-
ticlan,from getting married for the second
time. ' They said they had hopes of winning
out and were éncouraged by the fact that
the marriage had not taken place on Friday
afternoon.

Bohaefer and Miss J. Ikell left court for
8t. Nicholas's Church, on Second street, to
have the ceremony performed. But there
were oertain church formalities which they
had not complied with in their haste to be
wedded, 8o the marriage could not be cele-
brated then and there, .

“Hope deferred makes my heart gro
fonder, Jessle; and we'll get married yet,
if we have to go to Hoboken for it. Eh?”
Schaefer said to his young sweetheart. )

She eaid she wasn't discouraged by the
diffiouities, and then Schaefer escorted her
to the home of her aunt.

The Missea Schaefer took their yeung
brother to court with them yesterday to
show the Magistrate that their father was
the stinglest man in New York, they said.
They were accompanied by Attorney John
Weiss, who was to invoke every possible
legal prooess to head off the wedding. The
young women, their brother and the lawyer
went before Magistrate Whitman, and Weiss
asked that a summons be issued for
Schaefer's appearance in court on Monday
to answer a complaint of non-support.

“My clients are of the belief that their
father's mental condition is not quite right
and we propoee to have his sanity inquired
into,” the lawyer gaid to the Court. “Be-
fore doing that, however, we want to get
him into court on this non-support charge,
If that is not effective we will seek to have
him committed for examination as to his
sanity.”

The Magistrate expressed the opinion
that the man could be held responsible
for the support of his daughter Matilda
and the boy.

“Father gave me 10 cents yesterday
morning to get food for myself,” the boy
sald. “He had not bought any food for
the house and that was all th e money he
gave me since Thureday up to now. I'd
starve if I had to depend on him. My
father is worth nearly $100,000."

The young woman explainéd that when
their mother died, six years ago, she left
the property by. will to her husband,
Bchaefer's explanation about the property
is that some years ago he became bonds~
man in a large amount for a prisoner. When
the prisoner obtained his liberty he
skidooed, Bchaefer says he was afraid
of Iosinf his property and turned it over
to his wife on condition that she'd reconvey
it by will if she died before he did.

Lawyer Weiss said yesterday that he
proposed to seek an injunction in the Sy-

reme Court to-morrow to restrain the
ather of his clients from marrying Miss
Ikell. He said he thought that it would
be groper for the Supreme Court to puf a
curb on his mattmonial inclination. i

Magistrate Whitman issued a summons-
for Bchaefer's appearance in court to-mor-
row to answer the complaint of non-support
of his minor children.

Harold Spielberg, Schaefer's counsel,
was in court, and when he heard of the steps
that were being taken to t the mar-
rila‘aege' he got into communication with his
chient.

“Schaefer was around to my house, at 20.
Second avenue, this morning to see if T-
couldn’t help him in getting married,”
said Spielberg. “I believe he is capabile
of ud*ing what is best for himself and has
a legal right to take another wife if he
wants to. We have arranged to have the
marriage take place right away. When
they try to get out their injunction they'd
find the old man already married.”

The lawyer would not tell where the
ceremony was to be performed.

Mr. Schaefer announced terday that
the marriage would take place last night.
Arrangements were made to have the cere-
mony performed at the residence of his at-
torney, Harold Spielburg, 60 Second ave-
nue. Later in the day, iir. Spielburg said
that the wedding had been postponed.
According to Spielburg, Miss Ikel objects to
marrying Schaefer and moving into his
home until he gettles with his daughters
and they leave.

He gave out instead some
facts oconcerning the projected readjust-
ment of army posts, the plans of which
he said are now under advisement by the
President and himself.

The Becretary explained that it s the
purpose of the War Department to increase
the efficlency of the army and bring some
of the faculties of the Brigadier-Generals
into more aotive play by reorganizing
some of the army posta throughout the
West and South into brigade posts and
g\:lw into active command of each a

er-General. Provision has already
been made for establishing seven of these
enlarged posts, said Mr. Taft, and two
more are necessary before the new régime
shall have been completely organized.
The following army posta will shortly be
converted into brigade posts: Fort Leaven-
worth and Fort Riley, Kansas; Fort Sam
Houston, Texas; Fort Robinson, Nebraska;

HOW SHE TOWED AMERICA IN

LEMON LADEN DINNAMARE GETS
HERE WITH LETTERS.

Had Nasty Weather With the I'abre Line
Emigrant Boat Behind Her and Par ted
the Hawsers Twice —Another Long Tow
Ahead for the Dejayed Immigrants.

The Italian steamship Dinnamare, which
picked up the Fabre Line steamship America
and towed ber into Bermuda, arrived hero
last night. None of the passengers of the
America came here on the Dinnamare. They
are sti!l on the America and will be brought
here in tow of two Merritt-Chapman tugs
that left Norfolk on Friday for Bermuda.

The Dinnamare brought nine bags of
mail from passengers on the America who
wrote to their friends here and in the West.

The Amer'ca was 'n a very bad way

when she was sighted by the Italian vessel
and aken 'n tow. She had broken her
shaft just eleven days before the Dinna-
mare hove in sight on June 7.
“We want alongyda,” said Capt. Penco
of the Dinnamare, “and her captain told us
that his vessal's shaft was broken and that
he wanted a tow. I told h'm that Bermuda
was the nearest port and that that was
1100 miles away. Then take my 110
passengers,’ said he. I to'd him that I
could not do that, because I had a cargo of
38 000 cases of ‘emons and not enough food
to go around.

“We came to no terms as to the charge
for towing; we decided to Jeave that to a
board of arbitration, and so we hooked up
and started along for Bermuda,

“We made a 4! inch steel haweer and
two 9 inch manila ones into a bridle and set
out at a seven knot gait.

“We had'pretty nasty weather and made
for the south'ard, hoping to do better.
But the second day the seas were so big
that the strain was too great for the cables
and they parted, leaving the America
wallowing in the trough with notwenough
way to get her head up to the seas that
broke over her every minute. It took
us an hour or more to pass new lines. Two
