The strike affected eighty-eight
firms, some of which, having city contracte
or & transient trade, granted the demands
of the strikers in a day or two. Martin B.
Brown, one of the largest of the firms, and
several other large firms granted the de-
mands because of important city contracts
which they held and which were wanted in
a hurry. These firms resigned from the
Typothets, but most of the largest jobbing
printers and all the magazine publishers,
with the exoception of one or two, stood by
the open shop and the nine hour workday
and all the magazines came out on time.
¢ Astrong fight was made on the Methodist
Book Concern, which is & member of the
Typothste; and the union induced several
Methodist clergymen to cooperate with
it in making an appeal in favor of unionism.

ATTACKS THE MONROE DOCTRINE.

Prof. Wheeler of Yale Says It Is the Eme
' bediment of National Greed.

New HAVEN, July 9.—In extending the
Yale welcome to the American Institute
of Education at the opening of the national
convention here to-night Prof. Arthur M,
Wheeler of the history department vigor-
ously attacked the Monroe Doctrine and
deplored the present spirit of money getting
at the sacrifice of right principles. He
said in part:

*The Monroe Doctrine, which is the eleve
enth commandment of this Government,
is the embodiment of national greed and
selfishnesa. A recent Secretary of State
is quoted as saying that this Government
in foreign affairs was run on a principle
that was & combination of the Golden Rule
and the Monroe Doctrine. The man that
ocan associate the two or assimilate them
must be a wonderful soientist and mathe-
maticlan. We have followed this Monroe
Doctrine as our main political principle on
the plausible theory that we should carry
our ideas of government to all nations,

“In following out this doctrine we have
been carried away with the theory that our
particular form of government was fitted
for every nation in every stage of develop-
ment, and no more crazy illusion ever
entered man's mind. A republican form of
government is the worst possible for certain
nations, but we have been advancing the
fallacy of forcing this on othera. 1If it is
such & desirable and successful form of
governmgnt why not leave it to example
to spread it to other nations? As a nation
we think we must also advance our religion
—the Christian religion—even if it takes
gunboata to do it and it has to be spread
at the point of the bayonet.”

Prof. Wheeler also deplored the present
money greed and the great combinations
with their betrayal of public trust. In ex-
tending to the school teachers the freedom
of the university in behalf of President
Hadley, who is on his way to Europe, Prof.
Wheeler sald:

*I'm not golng to brag about Yale, but I
believe that she is honestly frying to tell

T0 BE SETTLED,

Tmprovement in Mechanism and Eduention
of Conchmen Appear to Provide »
Notution <¥otor Pus at Last Gels o
Foothold In Parly—~News and Notes,

That the much mooted and ohe time
troublous chauffour problem'ls now in n fale
way to find) settiement would appear to be
the case, And that its accomplishment had
to come from the double result of Improving
«he automobile mechanically and dmtm
the former coachman to take his plaoe bel
the wheel also seems to be a rational eon-
clusion, says the Malor World, At all events,
it is apparent that with the growing com-
pleteness of the better types of car the need
of skilled attention fn the way of repairs
ordinary mafnhtenanos I8 dltnlnlihlnl. while
the facilitien for obtaining careful and com
petent repair work in all the greater towns
are increasing, This alone makes the business
of chauffeuring leas of & trade as time goes
on and more an oocupation requiring devo-
tion to duty and & degree of Aidelity In matters
of detall hardly within the scope of the mee
chanid’s trade, much as the coachman s es-
pecially fitted to perform.

It has heen sald agsin and again that the
coachman js in no wise ablé to cope with
the dificulties whioh are bound to arise sooner
or later and, on the other hand, it has been
argued that he s better ftted for the work
than any otber olasss of operatives, being
fmbued, first of all, with some measure of
comprehension of hie soolal position and,
second, with fidelity. Needless to say, tho
second . argument emanates almost
trom the owners as a class, while the obfection
invariabiy is raised by the chauffeur himeeii,
whose own past, be It sald In generalization,
is a closed book.

But whatever may be the ethics of the case,
the fact remalns that each year is seeing a
greater number of graduates from the stable
to the garage. Inocidentally this Involves
better kept coachwork on the cars, olsanet
men on the Box and, in the main, no less
efficlency on the part of the mechanism,
although the actual ¢ost of shop repairy may
be higher than before. Also it involves a
feeling of tremendous unrest among the real
mechanics who have earned the title by hard
work andeare able to do well any work which
may have to be done about a oar.

A factor which has oontributed largely
to this growing favor of the stable trained
chauffeur |s that of the automobile sohool
of Instruction, where s taught praotically
and |t is to be hoped well, all that s essential
to an unterstanding of the prinociples of good
driving, And be It sald without discredit
to the coachmen themselves, thelr igorease
in the ranks of profeasional drivers i§ largely
at the Instigation of the owners. For in
them they have a solution of the problem
of the unsatisfactory and dictatorial chauf-
feur with his self-importance and his im-
pressive idea of his own worth
