James B, Brady cleaned up nearly $30,000
¢m the viotory of Accountant in the Lawrence
Realization Stakes yesterday. In addition to
u..)mronrthe-tnkeo $17,850, Brady wagered
95,000 ngainat $12,000 in thn ring. The big
turfman never experienced such rilling
moments while watching the fag end of the
great race in which his 845,000 racer carried
off the money. Brady, with his trainer,
Matt Allen, inspected Accountant and Inter-
viewed Jack Martin in the paddock right up
te the tima that the bugle sounded. Then he
climbed up to his private box, where he was
gurrounded by many friends, Including Al
Dryer, A. B. Hudson, Jesse Lewisohn, W, N,
Flelschmann and othern who were wlth him
peart and soul, Brady was so nervous that
pe hardly dared to look at the race until
Martin began to whip Accountant at the
head of the stretch. Then such rooting as
prady indulged In was never before seen on
s recetrack, He clutched his cane with a
viselike grip. He waved his other hand aim-
Jessly about his head while incoherent sounds
came from his throat. He seemed ready to
burst with pent up excitement, but he did
pot break loose in earnest until Accountant
waa within fifty yards of the wire, Then
came the explosion. With a yell that could
have been heard above the din away over on
the back stretch Brady hurled his hat in the
alr. He sank back exhausted in his chair,
while great beads of cold perspiration glis-
tened on his forehead.

“He wina!" roared Brady. “He wins!|
A glorious victory, a great horse and a superb
ride! Good boy, Martin!"

While Brady was recelving congratulations
in the balcony a crowd of friends on the lawn
near the judges’ stand, who knew where the

popular sportsman was, waved their hats
and cried out to him in their happiness.
Trainer Allen beamed with an endless smile
and promptly hurried up to Brady to exchange
greetings.

“It was worth the price of admlulon to see
Brady,” said Lewisohn. “I wouldn't bave
missed it for a thousand! Didn’t he root,
though?”

The: race puzzled many careful students
of racing. They oould not understand how
Entree came so close to winning. But that
was explained by Allen, whosaid that Martin
kept Accountant under a choking pull and
then made his run too soon. If Martin had
waited with Accountant to the head of the
stretch the Filigrane colt would have rolled
home, sald Allen. When Brady paid $:5,000
for Accountant he did so with the idea that
the colt would win the Tidal, the Advance
and the Realization, Accountant won the
Tidal, of which his share was $14,550, but he
twas badly beaten in the Advance. As Brady

t on him in all three of his starts it can be
easlly figured that he has won back more
than what he pald for the son of Filigrane—
Reckon.

The result of the Realization was a big
disappointment to the people who engineer
the fortunes of the Newcastle and Ormondale
stables, both trained by Thomas Welsh,
This combination had it all framed up for
Ormondale to go out and kill off Accountant,
after which Bull's Eye, with Miller up, would
come on and cop. The combination bet all
kinds of money on Bull's Eye, who by right
should have been coupled with Ormondale,
fnasmuch as both are from the same barn,
but luck was against Bull's Eye and the well
planned coup fell to earth in a mosat distressing

manner. Another cause for disappointmert
was the compulsory scratching of John E.
Madden's The Quail. On form it looked as
if The Quail had the big race at his mercy,
but while taking a short gallop in the early
morning the colt unfortunately struck himself
and pulled up with a bruised hock. That
made it impossible for him to go tothe post
and lnddon looked blue all the rest of the
day.

'l'he Realization was run in 1889 for the first
time, when J. B. Haggin's Salvator won,
After that the winners were Tournament,
Potomac, Tammany, Dally America, Dobbln.,

Bright Phebus, Requital, The Friar, Ham-
burg, Ethelbert, Prince of Melbourne, The
Parader, Major Daingerfield, Africander,
Ort Wells and Sysonby, who won in in a romp
last year In 2:47.

Just before the running of the fifth-race an
electrio storm came along and caueed a panic
in the betting ring. It became so dark and the
wind blew with such terrific force that the
ring was in an uproar. Hundreds who were
walting to cash on Accountant stood inline,
blinded by the dust, while the bookmakers
grabbed their cash boxes and clung to their
stools. After a while it brightened up so that
the cashiers could see well enough to pay off,
but as the rain continued until long after the
last race the crowd got a thorough drenching
on the way to the cars,

It was announced before the running of the
Double Event that Sydney Paget had solda
half interest in the colts Water Pearl and
@harles Eiward to E. R. Thomas for $50,000,
Paget and Thomas have been turl partners
since last fall. It was generally supposed that
Paget had leased the running qualities of these
colts from J. B. Haggin. They will continue
to run In Paget's name, however, in spite of
the new Thomas ownership shares. The
smart players were certainly up a tree when
it came to picking the winner of the Double
Event. It might be said that Water Pear|
closed an equal favorite with Oran and the
Keene pair, Peter Pan and Superman. Lyne's
bandling of Water Pearl was immense. With
120 pounds, Water Pearl was not permitted
to go to the front, but Lyne nursed him skil-
fully until the right moment arrived. The
race was worth $5,000 to the winner. Pre-
vious winners of the event were Torso, Russeli
Yictory, Corduroy, Hornpipe, Cesarion
Handspring, Ornament, Hamburg, Jean Be-
raud, Mesmerist, Elkhorn, Flywheel, White-
ehapel, Conjurer, Veto and Ironsides.
