One of tho best two-year-olds yet seen
this season was uncovered in the last ra
ar tho Beach yesterday In Willlam Lakeland’s
Flectioncer, a colt by Voter—Quesal, and a
half brother to the famous Tommy Atlkina,
Masimo Gomez and Trumpet. Electioneer
nad not started before, but Lakeland had
wooeaded In getting him ready for what he
batieved would be a real old fashioned Brighton
peach killing. 8o well had Lakeland kept
the oolt under cover that thers wasn't the
slightest suspiolon that there was anything
doing with him until the layers quoted 20 to 1.
Then the wagers began to fly about the ring,
until at the last moment those in the know
were gladly accepting 3 to 1. Lakeland on
many previous occasions has failed to mchool
his horses to the barrier. Klectioneer was
no exception to this rule, and when he got to
the post Brussel, 8 midget jockey, could do
nothing with him. Starter Dade's asalstants
used their whips, and finally when the gate
want up they actually drove the son of Voter
out of the chute by main strength. As soon
as Electioneer began to run the turf sharps
threw up their hands He showed terrifio
speed, even though he was at least half a
dozen lengths behind the fleld. Before he
had gone a furlong he had madé up this and
was still going at & great rate. Then Brussel
tried to squeeze the colt through on the rail
as he neared the end of the backstretch, but
was quickly shut off, Pulling up the Voter
colt, Brussel made another run, ctioneer
gaining rapidly on the leaders only to be
shut off again. Then Brussel went to the
outside and cut his mount loose onoe more.
'Flectioneer had plenty of speed left, even
after this rough trip, and promptly set sall
for McCarter as the latter turned Into the
stretoh. Brussel went to the whip and Elec-
tioneer closed gamely, but Miller was trying
too, and MoCarter beat the good thing by a
head. Bo Lakeland and his friends lost not
only their money but also a chance to clean
up a tidy sum simply because this veteran
tralner of racehorses negleoted’ to school
his colt to the gate. \Starter Dade promptly
‘put the son of Voter on the schooling list,
however, so that he cannot race again until

‘he knows how to break at the word of com-
‘mand.

The punishment meted out by the Jockey
Club to Aleck Shields and his son, John, be-
cause of the Go Between disclosures ‘was
the talk of the racetrack all the afternoon.
‘Much sympathy was expressed far the son,
.who has lost his trainer’s license, for the
reason that he has always been above sus-
plcion and has been generally regarded as
one of the cleanest young trainers on the
turf. In declining to allow Aleck Shields to
race his horses for the next thirty days the
Jookey Club, it is understood, gave Shields
the benefit of the doubt. The mass of evidence
which the stewards inspected showed oon-
olusively that Shields in running the horse
Go Between as a gelding was either guilty of
trickery or grosa carelessness. Incidentally,
it may be sald that the case, so far as the
Jockey Club s concerned, s closed, the
stewards having decided to make no further
move toward penalizing the men who ran
Go Between as & gelding before Bhields got
him out of a selling race a year ago.

. J. Fitzgerald, president;of the Brighton
Beach Racing Assoclation, salcéifter the races
yesterday that if the best horses in the big
handicap to be run to-day come out of the
race fit and sound the association will hang
up & big purse for 4 mile race, welight for
age, to be run some day next week, with extra
financial inducements for fast time. Fitz-
gerald believes that a new world’s record
can be established for this distance at the
Beach track, which is lightning fast just now.

Tom Welsh depled the report yesterday
that Jookey Miller would go to Baleth, N. H.|
to rest up until the Baratoga meeting. Welsh
sald that the popular jockey has many en-
gagements to fill at the Beach. This news
will allay the fears of Miller's followers who
‘were up in arms over the erroneous report all
the afternoon. .

The athletic council has
taken no action on his request and a definite
decision probably will not be reached ;be-
fore the regular meéting in October. Court-
ney declares that he will no longer put up
with the graduate manager of athletios,
John 1. Senlor, and that one or the other
must go. KEvery effort is being made to
smooth over the trouble without the loss
of elther man. ‘

Courtney, It is sald, feels that the athletlo
management has been niggardly with the
navy and that the salary which he has
been recelving for the last few years has
not been a fair equivalent for his services.
He has, it is sald, had several offers of larger
walaries than he Is getting at Ithaca,

Courtney has been ulnng $2,600 a year

and it is sald that he considers himself the
poorest paid coach at Cornell.
