All the soldiers who
marched had to travel seven miles out of their
way to get to camp and'the automoblles had
to make a détour of seven miles to get to
Ellzabathtown.

In consequence the checking is all out of

mileage, which let In a whole lot with a clean
score. It seems now that If a few more changes
are made by the committee all the cars will
finish with clean scores.

As the motor
slows down the number of explosions per
minute will decrease in proportion, and con-
seguently the Jvaunbls amount of energy
will be lessened, It is e,‘cy to Imagine an
increase of reslstance to the extent of stop-

ing the motor altogether—as on a very steep

ill. But if, instead of having the motor

irectly connected to the driving wwheels,
we interpose change speed gears, so that
the motor will be obliged to turn r ﬁrauter
number of revolutions to one revolution of
the road wheels, we shall get more explosion
per minute; or say as many at the decrease
speed of the car as we get at the higher apeed
without the use ogdgeus or direct drive.

speed changing (down) as getting “"more
power” while in reality they are getting less
at the rims of the road “driving” wheels
owing to the increased mechanical lossea due
to the uge of the change speed gearas or
indirect drive.
