Higginbotham of Chicago, Gen. B. F. Tracy
of thie city and Col. Alfred M. Shook of
Tracy City, Tenn. All of these men signed
an address in this city on July 9 denouncing
the present managements of the Mutual
and New York Life. It was asserted that
pone of them had been consulted as to
the nominations and of course none had
accopted. It was also declared thaf Judge
Gray was not a polioyholder in the Mutual
and that the same was probably true of
Gen. Tracy.

A further surprise came in t.he'nomt-
official announcement that President Pea-
body would not be a candidate for reelec-
tion in any active sense and the intimation
was made that he would not be a candidate
in any sense.

TO GIVE WAILES A MINISTER.

Pritish Cabinet’s Sudden Proposal Adopted
in the House of Commons,
Special Cable Despalch to TaR SUN,

LoNDoN, July 17.—The Government sprang
a surprise in the House of Commons to-day
by proposing without giving any warning
the creation of a Minister for Wales.

In the course of the debate on the edu-
cation bill Mr. Lloyd-George, president of
the Board of Trade, announced that the
Government accepted the principle of an
Opposition amendment aiming to give
Parlianient more control of the proposed
Welsh Fducation Council, provided a Minis-
ter and a separate department be estab-
lished, 7

Ex-Prime Minister Balfour angrily de-
nounced the casual way the announcement
of a great constitutional change was
launched in the House. He declared that
such an announcement bhad never been
heard in the whole history of Parliament,
adding:

“The way this thing has been thrown
at our heads without notice and without
excume is a deliberate insult to the House,
such an insult as nobody in my recollection’
has ever dared offer before.”

A long wrangle followed, which ended
in the adoption of the Government's pro-
posal by a vote of 279 to 50.

KISSING HALLUCINATION.

French Court Accepts Expert Evidence as
to That Effect of Chloroform.
Special Cable Despatch to THR SUN.

Paris, July 17.—According to expert evi-
dence given in a divorce case here chloro-
form i8 productive of osculatory hallucina-
tions in ita recipient. A servant girl, who
had been chloroformed for an operation,
testified t hat as she recovered consciousness
she saw the gperating doctor kissing her
mistress. The doctor denied this statement,
deolaring that those attaching credence to
the girl's story were ignorant of the effect
of the drug.

He called Drs. Debove and . Brouardal,
both eminent professors, to support him.
They concurred in declaring that chloro
form was well known to produce such
imaginings, which were not only frequent
during anmsthesia, but often persist after
consciousness has reawakened. The ser-
vant had evidently been dreaming of kisa-
ing and upon regaining her senses imagined
she saw the doctor kissing her mistress.

The Court accepted the expert testimony
and rejected the evidence of the servant.

USED SWORD ON SHACKLED MAN,

Berlin Policeman's Treatment of Prisoner
Arouses Indignation,
8pectal Cabdle Despateh to THE SUN.

BERLIN, July 17.—While Robert Liebig,
a tradesman, was going home, accom-
panied by a friend, Sunday night, he was
ordered by a policeman to oease singing.
He declined to do so and was arrested,
handcuffs being placed on him.

Liebig, indignant at being treated as a
criminal and claiming that the handouffs
burt him, tried to rglease his hands, where-
upon the policeman drew his sword and
slashed him over the head, inflicting &
wound flve inches Jong, from which blood
poured. He was so badly injured that it
was necessary to take him to a hospital.

The affair has caused great public ine
dignation. The policeman contends that
he would have been legally justified in
shooting Liebig for resisting arrest.

GANG BEATS POLICEMAN,

Lein, Struck From Behind, Is Likely to
Die—Can't Tell Who Hit FHim.

In trying to break up a street brawl yes-

terday at the corner of 106th street and
First avenue, Pollceman James F. Lein of
the East 104th etreet station house was set
upon from behind and struck on the back
of the head. He was knocked almost in-
sensible and badly beaten. ;
Lein, who is an agile man, 89 years of age,
has been patrolling that beat eince the
initiation of the two platoon system. A gang
of roughs make the corner their headquar-
ters, and yesterday morning about 2 o'clock
there was some trouble among them. Lein
ordered them to move on and they fell on
him, The policeman's club was taken from
him and he was badly battered. Then the
roughs ran away.
Later Private Watchman McCabe found
Lein in a dazed condition trying to find his
way to the station house. A call was sent
to the Harlem Eospital and he was taken
there. About noon yesterday Coroner
Shrady was called to take his ante-mortem
statement, but he could give no informa-
tion as to whom his assailants were.

The smallest camel in the tnenage;le was
killed and the biggest one got a sprained
neck when a cowboy lassoed it as it was
diving Into Newark Bay. Pawnee Bill him-
self almost dislocated his shoulder from
holding up a big tent pole long enough for
a woman and her child to get from under
it, but that was the extent of the casualty
list, \

The - Pawnee Bill aggregation was at
Twenty-eighth street and Avenue C under
five tents, the main tent being in the centre
of the vacant lot. The animal tent, which
sheltered five elephants, nine camels, two
water buffalo, two bison and 200 horses,
and the side show tent were on one side of
it and the dressing rooms and the dining
tent were on the other, All the horses
were hitched to the guy ropes of the big
tent, while the other animals, which are
city broken, were huddled together behind

the horses,

The rows of seats, about gight feet high,
were fairly well filled for the afternoon
performance with women and children,
numbering about 8,000. Shortly afterthe
show began at 2 o'clock rain commenoced
to fall heavily, which quickly drove the
people from the higher tiers of seats. About
the time that a couple of tough looking
black clouds that the cirous folks spotted
a long way off arrived over Bayonne the
real aerial performance began with the
ascension of the section of the tent that
oovered the band stand.

Major Lillie (Pawnee Bill) had just gal-
loped into thearena at the head of a bunch
of Arabs when be saw the band stand cover
go and observed that the members of the
band were preparing to follow suit. Pawnee
“BUl apiirtéd "I horse in that direction,
pulled out his maneating .48, and yelled*

“I'll put a hole through the first man
that leaves. Now you stay here and play
the ‘Star Spangled Banner’ like hell.”

The musicians weren’t taking any chances
and they nearly blew their lungs out, but
by that time every woman who had one
or more children with her was screaming
at the top of her voice, while the circus
hands were trying to coax them out into
the open, where there was such a down-
pour of rain that the opposite side of the
arena was scarcely visible.

By this time a cowboy who had been
sent to police headquarters, a block away,
for all the cops that could be found came
back with Chief Yore, Capt. Riley, Detec-
tive Sergeant Griffin and twenty-two or-
dinary policemen. Acting under the
orders of Pawnee Bill, who comes from
Nebraska, where the cyclones grow, they
~pulled the women and children off the seats,
and by forming a cordon with the circus
employees they maseed the whole 8,000
into the centre of the arena; where falling
poles and flying canvas oouldn’t touch
them. The moment the segts were vacated
they collapsed in a bunch.

After all the tents had been levelled flat
as a pancake a number of women Degan
screaming for their children, and in spite
of the efforts of the human cordon to co-
trol them many brokeJthrough and tugged
away at the fallen’canvas, believing that
their little ones had been killed. Chief
Yore, feeling certain that all had escaped,
ordered the whole crowd shooed over into
the street in front of police headquarters,
through which aninch of water was running.
Thefe the mothers began to plok out their
ohildren, and inside of half an hour that
part of the mixup was straightened out.
The human panic in the big tent wasn't
a marker to the jamboree in the animal
tent. When the stakes coranmenced to fly
and the big tent flopped the horses broke
loose and tore away the fastenings of the
ocanvas that covered them. They went off
in a hundred directions when the canvasand
poles fell on them. The camels all hot-
footed off toward Newark Bay and the ele-
phants started a foot race in the direction
of the Hackensack Meadows. The camels
got tangled up in the canvas, but finally
all worked free of the wreckage except
a four-weeks-old camel that was born at
Brighton Beach. The baby lay helplesa
from fright and was square in the path of
the main pole, which snapped in two. Half
of it caught him and broke his back.
While the elephants were passing the
dressing tent the centre pole fell across the
road and came down with a whack on the
head of Chief, the biggest of the bunch.
The big animal dropped on his side and was
struggling to rise when Jack Rittenback,
the trainer, caught up. The firat-aid-to-
elephant rules require a big injection of oo-
caine into the patient’s jaw. Elephant Jack
ran over his medicine chest, got a foot long
hypodermio and injected a big dose of the
stuff under Chief’s tongue. He finally arose
to his feet and went on after the other four,
two blocks away. They were trumpeting
for further orders, but quieted down when
Jack got in their midst and went back with
him.

Pawnee Bill's twenty-four cowboys, with
their lariats out, went after the camels
and buffaloes. The animals would have
been in Newark Bay in ten minutes more.
They were lassoed just in time. A big
camel was stepping into the water when
Head Cowboy Wayne Beasley roped him
and yanked him back with such force that
he will have a pain in his neck for a long
time. The cowboys were still rounding
up horses at & late hour Jast night.

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THAW'S LAWYERS GET A WRIT

RESTRAINING DISTRIOT ATTOR-
NEY'S HUNT FOR EVIDENCE.

Delafield and the Olcott Firm Retained by
Mrs. Thaw te Endeaver to Get Hor Sen
Adjudged Insane—Gleason’s Move In
Part Based on What Garvan Didn't Say,

A 'rather unprecedented move was made
yesterday by Harry Thaw'’s new lawyers In
asking the Supreme Court to restrain the
District Attorney from examining witnesses
before the July Grand Jury. Following
this a conference was held at the Hotel
Lorraine between Mrs. Willlam Thaw and
the members of her family and Lewis L,
1 Delafield and former Judge Olcott, the
lawyers whose services Thaw announced
he had dispensed with.

This conference lasted two hours. Mrs.
Thaw came in from Roslyn on purpose te
talk over the case and her son’s extraordi-
nary action with the lawyers. There were
present also Mr. and Mrs. George Lauder
Carnegie and Joslah Thaw,

Previous to the conference at the hotel
Mr. Olcott and Mr. Delafield had had a
long talk in Mr. Delafield's office. Mrs.
Thaw retained the Olcott firtn and Mr. Dela-
field, and from now on they are to do every-
thing in their power, acting for Mrs. Thaw,
to get her son adjudged insane and com-
mitted to the asylum for the criminal in-
sane at Matteawan. They may have some
difficulty in getting a commission ap-
pointed should Thaw oppose it through his
new lawyems. The application for such a
proceeding must come from the counsel
for the defendant, In criminal proceed-
ings the relatives are not recoguized.

There is good reason to believe that an

attempt will be made to show that Thaw {s
not capable of advising with counsel, Mrs,
Thaw also holds the purse strings, which
may have some influence in shaping the
case,
The District Attorney may not oppose
the appointment of a commission, but will
attempt to show that Thaw was and {s sane
lin the legal sense and should be put on
trial,

After the conference which Mrs., Thaw
had with the law§eérs Mr, Olcott refused to
say a word. It was learned, however, that
a statement will he issued to-day by Mr,
Olcott explaining Mrs, Thaw's position in
regard to her son's case,

Thaw's new lawyers, who made the move
in the Supreme Court yesterday, Clifford
W. Hartridge and John B, Gleason, were
utterly ignored by Mrs, Thaw,

It was impossible to get any statement
from Mr, Hartridge or Mr. Gleason yester-
day afternoon as to just what they thought
of Mm, Thaw’s move, Mr. Hartridge re-
peated his daily assertion that he wds
Thaw's personal counsel in charge of his
oase and let it go at that., When asked
if he would oppose an attempt of Mrs,
Thaw's lawyers to get Thaw committédto
an asylum, Mr. Hartridge said;

“I will not answer that question until
such a move has been made. I have not
made any statement so far that Thaw was
elther sane or insane, I bave stated, how-
ever,and I want it emphasized, that the re-
port which seems to have been spread that
this is all & mowve to show that w {8 in-
mane and that it is & plan of Mr, Oloott's
is absolutely without foundation, I have
no other statement to make regarding the
case just now,”

The move whioch Lawyer Gleason; who
Is acting with Mr. Hartridge, made was
to get a writ of prohibition from Justice
Blanchard in Part II, of the Supreme Court
commanding the members of the July
Grand Jury to deslst from making any in-
vestigation or taking any evidence in the
matter of the killing of Stanford White;
and also from lssuing any subpena in con-
pection with the case. The District Attor-
ney is also restrained from conducting any
Investigation before the Grand Jury.

The writ as it stands is only temporary.
Both the Grand Jury and the Disiriot Ate
torney are ordered to show cause in Special
Term, Part I. of the SBupreme Court, this
morning why it should not be made perma~
nent. The order was served on Acting Dis-
trict Attorney 8myth yesterduy, and elso
on the members of the Grand Jury.

Mr. Smyth, when the matter comes up
this morning, will ask for an adjournment
of a week, for the reason that District At-
torney Jerome and Mr. Garvan, who has
been in charge of the case, are out of town.
The motion made by Mr. Gleason is based
partly on newspaper interviews with Mr.
QGarvan, which Mr. Garvan has absolutely
repudiated. One reason for asking the ad-
, Journment; it 18 understood, is that it will
be necessary probably for Mr. Garvan to
make an affidavit to the effect that he never
made any of the statements.

In the long typewritten affidavit whioh
Mr. Gleason makes it I8 recorded that the
June Grand Jury took up the case and
brought in an indictment against Thaw, and
then it alludes to the fact that for the pur-
pose of preparing the case for trial the Dis-
trict Attorney is issuing subpenas for wit-
neeses requiring them to appear before the
July Grand Jury. He then goes on:

These gsubpeenas are not made for the pur-
pose of recking any new Indlotments for the
killing of Stanford White, but for the purpose
of procuring evidence to be used against the
defendant at the trial. The witnesses are
required by the Distriot Attorney to be sworn
as before the Grand Jury and the depositions
are taken. The newspapers keep track of the
witnesses thus produced and undertake to
state the faots to which they have testified.
The takiug of these depositions against the
defendant has been chiefly intrusted to Assist-
ant Distriot Attorney Garvan, and from time
to time interviows purporting to come from
him have appeared in the publio prees in which
the Intent to take the depositions before the
Grand Jury for use against Harry K, Thaw a¢
bis trial has been plainly stated.

The affidavit then refers to an interview
appearing in an evening newspaper last
Saturday purporting to have been made
by Mr. Garvan in which he was made to
say: “I have already taken the depositions
of forty-three witnessee for use at the trial
of Harry Thaw.”
