Young Mr. Sinclair, becomingly dreesed in
a gray creation, appeared promptly at 8
o'clock on the stage formerly ocoupied
by Mrs. Osborn's “Frocks and Frills® com=
pany. He was accompanied by a secre-
tary with a handkerchief draped gracefully
around his neck, who advanced to the left

CHRYSANTHEMUM RAILROADS.

SHIGEMICHI MIYOSHI DISCUSSES
NATIONALIZATION. -

Says Philosophically That the Govemment
W1l Sell the Roads Back Some Day to
Private Owners—Meanwhile Freights,
in Government Hands, Wil Go Up.

Shigemichi Miyoshi, the general passen-
ger agent of the Kiushiu Railroad Company
of Japan, who has been in New York for a
few days on his way bome from England,
left the oity yesterday for Seattle. The
Kiushin Railroad Company is a large com-
pany, whose road extends from Moji at the
stralt of Shimonoseki to Kumamoto, while a
branch line extends toward Nagasaki.
Shigemichi i a son of the eminent Japanese
jurlst, Taizo Miyoshi, who at one time has
been the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court
of Japan, now practicing law. He is a
young man of a little over 30 years old, ex-
ceptionally large for a Japanese, standing
6 feet high, broad shouldered like an ath-
lete who might impress one as a giant.

Last Sunday night, the sons of Heuga,
a province on the Pacific coast of Kiushiu
Island, the reputed birthplace of Jimmu
Tenno, the founder of the Japanese Em-
pire, whom there were four, including
Shigemichi Miyoshi, Tokuji Takahashi, the
manager of the Takata & Co. of Wall street;
Taro Suzuki of the Imperial Life Insurance
Company of Japan, who has come here
some months ago to study the methods of
insurance companies of this country; Jihei
Hashiguchi, held a banquet at Nippon Club,
44 West Eighty-fifth street, city. At the
banquet, Shigemichi expressed his opinion
that the Japanese Government has made
a great mistake in taking measures for the
nationalization of railroads in Japan.

“The Japanese Government will stifle the
spirit of independent enterprise among the
business men of Japan. As for the rate,
far from decreasing, it will increase and the
Government will make money, which is in
truth the aim of the Government. But, as
soon as the present Cabinet resign, this
nationalizing business will be dropped and
the railroads that shall have heen hought
by the Government shall be resold to the
private enterprisers, Our company will be
bought, if at all, ten years afterward, go that
we may not have to e bought actually.
That's what our eminent economists tell
ur. 8o, they advice us te cheer up, for the
worst is yet to come.”

It has been raid that the most potent
cause for the action of the Japanese Govern-
meént in the railrcad nationalization was
the fear that Harriman, or Hill, or some

t, big raflroader of this country might
gl:;upall the Japanes erailroad lines. Shige-
miohi Miyoshi did not give any definite
op'nion about the matter. Only he taid,
“Who can tell what might not have been?*®

Tokuji Takahashi extolled the virtues
of Jacob Schiff the American firancier.

“Had it not been for Mr. Schiff, Mr, Taka-
hashi (Korekiyo, who came to this country
last vear as a financial agent of the Jagﬂ-
ese Government), might not have been able
to make ruch a great success as he did. Mr,
Takahashi wasin London trying to negotiate
the first war loan of some 150,000,000 yen.
Mr. Schiff happened to be in London then.
And when he heard from Mr. Takahashi
what a hard time he was having, the Amer-
ican financier promised to take uP half of
the amount on his own responsibility, if
Mr. Takahashi succeed in disposing of the
other half in London. This wasa great en-
ocouragement, as well as a great practical

A sheat of Waller Scott's autograph
notes on Scottish “slogans® hasfbeen ac-
quired by the Montrose Antiquarian Society.
The sheet has footnotes by Charles Kirk pat-
riok Sharpe and also by Robert Chambers,
who whan he was preparing his “Popular
Rhymes of Scotland” was supplied by Scott
with whole sheets of recollections. The
holograph is one of these, written in 1825.
Qpposite Clanranald are the Gaelic words
“Garyen Coheriger,” and in English, spelled
at random, “Cainsay Who Dares.” Cham-
bers's footnote states that this erroneous
orthography proves Scott to be the author
of “Waverlay."”
