Every man whom ) 4
have examined says that when the special
officers were attacked and found the ladders
out away from the eighth floor, Butler
tried to make a getaway by gliding down a
column to the floor below. They say he
trod on a rotten board there and fell to
the sixth floor. Even the employees of
the Fuller Company whom I have ex-
amined admit that this is probably the
truth His body was found fully forty
feet to one side of the opening in the eighth
floor. If he had been pitched through that
opening he would have been found directly
pelow instead of forty feet to one side.

“*Now as to the position of the Fuller com-
pany in this affair,” Coroner Acritelli con-
tinued, “the testimony I have heard from
0'Toole and Cullen, the other two watch-
men who were assaulted at the time But-
ler met his death, convinces me that the
special policemen did not know what a dan-
gerous place they were going to when they
went up to the eighth floor of the Plaza
Hotel building. They were hired by the
Fuller company through the Allled Iron
Trades Association and were not told what
they were to do. The day they showed up
for work Mr. Norris, the superintendent,

not there, but a young assistant told
m to go up to the eighth floor, Those
wer> their only orders.

“The eighth floor was a dangerous place,
snd these watchmen went up there not
knowing the danger. The Fuller company
fs plainly culpable under the employers’
Jiability act for the death of Butler, in that
they did not advise him of the danger he
faced when he took the job. A week be-
fore the Fuller company had engaged the
services of six Pinkerton men to go to the
Plaza building and check what they as-
serted was a constant succession of menac-
ing assaults upon the non-union men,who
were working below the union ironworkers
snd riveters on the top floors. These men
gealized the danger in the job and refused
to go up to the top floor.”

Coroner Aocritelli was emphatio in_ his
belief that the Fuller company had cone
spired to precipitate the outbreak on the
part of the housesmiths. The expression
of Mr. Acritelli on this point; which had
already been published, he explained and
ox panded.

*I was misquoted by a oertain paper
two days ago,” he said, “but I did not want
the young man who interviewed me
to lose his job, so I stood for what appeared.
What I really want to say is this: Therp
s no doubt that the Fuller company was
behind on its contracts\in putting up the
Plaza building, but under a clause in the
'oontracts it was not to be penalized for
time lost through strikes. Those watch-
men were put there to foment trouble,
start a strike and save the penalties on the
gontracts.

“The company says itjhad to put the
watchman there to protect non-union
workmen on the floor below from falling
bolts, tools and boards, dropped by the
unfon men to intimidate the non-union
men. At the examination this morning
one of the construction company’s em-
ployees testified that there had been seven
assaults committed by union laborers on

. nop-union men in the Plaza building pre-
vious to the death of 'Butler. But the
witness could not give one name of a man
assaulted. 1 maintain that the presence
of these watchmen on the roof was not
for the purpose of protecting non-union
men below but for the direct purpose of
Jnciting trouble and a possible strike
Butler met his death through the schemes
of the Fuller company.”

Asked if he depended upon any labor or-
genization or upon union labor votes for his
possible continued tenure of office beyond
his present term, Mr. Acritelli replied:

“I do not owe my present position to union
labor but to Tammany. But I'd rather be
reelected by union labor votes than by, a
campaign contribution from the Fuller
company,”

Coroner Acritelli's assertions are not un-
disputed, From sources outside of the
Coroner's offioe it is learned that O'Toole,
Cullen and Butler, the watchmen hired by

the Fuller company to protect non-union
workers in the Plaza building, were far
from being unaware of the duty to which
they were assigned. Six weeks previously
these men had been employed by the Allied
Iron Trades Association to do just such
work on a building being constructed by
Post & MoCord, where the phenomenon of
falling bolts and bolt hammers had grown

Loxpon, July 20.—~In the House of Com-
mona to-day the Right Hon. John Morley,
Secretary of State for India, introduced
the Indian budget. ' He said that the string
of amendments suggested thereto rather
suggested that the government of India was
& dead failure, but he did not believe it.

The estimate for the ourrent year was a
revenue of £48,800,000 and an expenditure
of £48,000,000. Bince 1008-04 the salt tax
had been reduced by £2,000,000. He would
like to see it annihilated, but the officials
in India did not agree with him. Mr.
Morley added that he would make a present
to his Socialist friends by stating that the
revenue from the State railways, canals
and forests had increased £5,000,000 in five
years. The total debt was £214,000,000, of
which £164,000,000 had been spent for rail-
ways and irrigation, from which had been
obtained & sum which would meet the
interest four times.

There were those who painted the ocon-
dition of the people of India inlamentable
colors, but the House should remember
that the standard of living there was low.
India was essentially an agrioultural coun-
try, with many degrees of fertility. It was
a fantastio and ludicrous dream that British
institutions oould be transplanted in India,
but the spirit of these institutions could be
transferred.

Mr. Morley concluded by favoring the
giving of ocompetent Indians the same
higher posts as are given to whites.

REVENUES OF THE CANAL ZONE.

Large Increase in the Income of the Munici-
palities Under Gov. Magoen.

WasHINGTON, July 20.—Gov. Magoon
has forwarded to the office of the Isthmian
Canal Commission here a ocomparative
statement of the receipts and expenditures
of the municipalities of the Canal Zone for
the first six months of 1008 and 1005. The
statement shows a marked increase in the
municipal income under the administration
of Gov. Magoon and a very healthy finan.
cial condition of the cities,

The total municipal receipts for the six
months ended June 30, 1008, was $107,857.68,
as compared with $45,812.72 during the six
months ended June 80, 1005. The state-
ment shows that the greatest item in the
receipts is the money derived from liquor
licenses, which amounted to §42,145. The
remainder of the revenues came from real
estate, rlaughter and other taxes and from

rentals and fines.

The disbursements for the first six months
of this year were $70,208, as compared with
$22,262 last year. The increase in the re-
ceipts for the first six months of the year
over the first six months of last year was
$62,044 and the increase in expenditures

total cash balance in the municipal treasury

COMPANY ASKS 81,746,000 CASH
'AND AN ACCOUNTING.

Lawrence Firm Overpdid on the Vouchers
of the Fermer Head of the Supply De-

. partment ~Goods Never Dellvered in
Full as Ordered—Conspiracy Charged.

The Mutual Life Insurance Company
through its legal department yesterday

served the complaints in its twosuitsagainst |

Andrew C. Fields, the former superintend-
ent of ita supply department and the man
who expended most of the famous “yellow
dog” fund. One suit is for $1,746,000 for
the recovery of money lost through his
approval of vquohers for stationery, print-
ing, advertising and supplies in exoess of
their reasonable value.

The complaint says the bills were *groesly
and unoonscionably in exoess® of the actual
value,

The second suit {s for an acoounting for
the expenditures of large sums of money
for supplies and other purposes for which
Fields has not acoounted, the amount of
whioh the company says it has no means
of determining.

The complaints were served on Henry
P. Velte, Fields's attorney, whose office
is in the Mutual building.

In the first action the ocomplaint sets

forth that Fields was appointed hegd of
the supply department im 1885 and that
he held his offilce until October 14, 1005,
It was his duty to obtain supplies by come
petitive bids so that the prices ocharged
should not be in excess of those charged in
the open market. From April 4, 1800, to
September 1, 1005, the company paid out
on vouchers signed and approved by Fields
the sum of $3,746,000.
* The charge is made that Fields did not
discharge his duties properly by securing
bids, but that he “negligently ordered,
purchased or procured” supplies at prices
“grossly and unconscionably in excess of
their fair and reasonable value and vastly
greater than the prices for which, by the
exercise of reasonable diligence in the per-
formanoe of his duties, the same ocould have
been obtained in the open market.”

The next charge is that the actual value
of the supplies should not have exceeded
$2,000,000, and that therefore Fields is law-
fully indebted to the company in $1,746,000,
with interest.

The second complaint charges fraud by
conspiracy with the firm of Lysander W.
Lawrence and others, who supplied the sta-
tionery to the company, by which large
sums of money belonging to the company
were paid out, the amount of which is un-
known to the company. It declares that a
large part of this money was received by
Fields after he had knowingly permitted it
to be taken from the company's treasury
“by means of false and fraudulent bills and
vouchers, which system was fraudulently
and corruptly concerted between the de-
fendant and one L. W, Lawrence and others
now unknown"” to the Mutual's officers.

Then this charge of false entry in the books
is made:

That the defendant caused or knowingly
permitted each of the apparent transactions
covered by the aforesaid fraudulent bills
and vouchers to be falsely and fraudulently
recorded In the books of account and other
records of the plaintiff in accordance with
the false statements contained upon the
faces of such bills and vouchers and not In
accordance with the true facts of the sums
pald out thereon.

The next charge is that Fields failed to
enter in the books receipts of moneys (“yel-
low dog” supplies) he had received from
the treasury and that he has refused to
account for them since. company
fays it has no means of information as to
these exact sums and then adds that many
expenditures were made or permitted to be

o b{ Fields which “were not lawfully
chargeable to the company, but were for
Furpoeee unlawful, improvident and beyond
he power of the plaintiff as a corporation
and constituted a waste of the assets of
the plaintiff.”

Then comes a specific charge showing
how the momey was taken. The com-
plaint says that on August 8, 1005, the Lawe
rence firm received $350 for supplying
10,000 copies of the annual report of the
company and that only 5,000 copies were
delivered. The Lawrence firm had never
paid back the $175 excess it received. The
complaint gives this table of fraudulent
bills and supplies:

The complaint says that some of the
bills for these were from the Lawrence
firm and some from the Globe Printing
Company, which was a ooncern owned by the
Lawrence firm. The oomplaint demands
an accounting “for all expenditures made
by Fields” or his accomplioes of the com-
tn.ny'a moneys and asks the court to fix
he amount.

MUTUAL CORRECTING ITS LIST.

The One Sent to Albany Was Inaccurate
- and Incomplete.

The Mutual Life Insurance Company is
preparing a new list of its policyholders
for its own use in sending out literature as
well as the official ballota for the coming
election. The lists are being prepared by
the stencil process which the New York
Life and the Equitable used in making their
lists to be filled in Albany. The Mutual’s
lists flled in Albany are typewritten,and the
additional expense is now being incurred of
preparing the new list at $20 a thousand
names. The other companies paid $15 a
thousand names for the work.

The charge is made by the international
policyholders’ committee that the new list
is being prepared so that in time the com-
pany will have a correct list of the policy-
holders, while the opposition, depending
entirely upon the defective list filed at
Albany, will be unable to secure the correct
addresses of many thousands of policy-
holders and thus will be unable to reach
them with its appeals for support.

The Mutual's stencil list 18 being made
by 100 machines in the company's building.
1t is being made up from the list that was
filed in Albany. The company kept no
general list of its policyholders in its main
office, but relied on its-agents to send out
notices to the various policyholders. These
agents were asked to send in a list to the
office for the preparation of the list to be
filed in Albany. They sent in the names
with thousands of them in incompleta form.
These were sent to an addressing company
and further errors were made, so that when
the Albany list was filed it was inaccurate
and incomplete. It répresented, however,
all the addresses which the company of-
ficials say they were able to secure.

The plan now is to take that list which
was sent to Albany and send out President
Peabody's letter to agents, in which he said
that the management had its hand “deep
down” in control of affairs, with a return
date on the envelope. The cireculars that
are roturned will indicate the incomplets
addresses. With those as & basis the com-
pany will make use of its agents to get
corractions, so that in a few weeks it Is ex-
pected an accurate list will be obtained by
the company.

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CHURCHILL OPENS CAMPAIGN.

Novelist Begins New Hampshire Fight With
Attack on Boston & Maine R. R.

Concorp, N. H., July 20.—The campaign
of Winston Churchill for the nomination as
Republican candidate for Governor on an
anti-Boston and Maine Rallroad platform
was opened to-night by the Lincoln Club
of New Hampshire.

The meeting was presided over by the
Hon. James W. Romick, formerly a judge in
the State Supreme Court, from which bench
he resigned for business reasons.

Judge Remick said that “nominationa,
elections and legislation have been very
largely diotated by the Boston and Maine
Railroad and its New Hampshire repre-
sontatives and pass holders.”

Tho chief address of the evening was by
Winston Churchill. He spoke for an hour
and a half. He said:

“We are trying to do for New Hampshire
what Theodore Roosevelt is doing for the
United States. The same fight is being
fought in some of our more courageous
sister States. It has been practically won
in Wisconsin, Senator Colby is going to
win in New Jersey, and it {s being fought in
New York and Pennsylvania. The fight
is going to be won eventually all over the
United States.

“When I first arrived in Concord I could
see no sign of malevolent control by & cor-

ation. The Legislature: looked like a
unday school.” Churchill then described
how his eyes were opened; how he awoke
to the fact that the fuidance of legislation
was in the hands of gentlemen “in some
wayv connected with the Boston and Maine
Railroad.” “In short,” he added, “it is not
difficult to prove that every member of the
political lobby or machine in the State is
directly or indirectly in the employ of this
railroad.”

Churchill said he was once asked by a
high official of the Boston and Maine Rail-
road his opinion of free pases.

“I told him frankly,” said Col. Churchill,
“and the official retorted, ‘Why don't you
send back your pass?’ and I said I had
thrown it into the waste paper basket.”

KINGS COUNTY UNCOMMITTED.

Timothy L. Woodruff Says the Republicans
Are Unpledged for Govermor,

Ex-Lieut.-Gov. Timothy L. Woodruff
started for his camp in the Adirondacks
yesterday afternoon. In speaking of the
Kings county Republican organization, of
which he is the leader, he said:

“] am having no fight with any one in
the Kings county organization and I know
of no one who is fighting me. The Kings
county organijzation, I believe, has only
one purpose, and that is the welfare of
the Eapubllonn party in the largest and
best sense. In the State convention it
will be for the man who will bring the

greatest credit to the party. expect to
go to the convention with a delegation
which will act not in the interest of any

one man or set of men, but for the welfare

and credit of the Republican in this
State and in the nation. The Kings county
Republican organization is not committed

to anybody or anything.”

his contracts. He has already announced
that he will have a majority of the dele-
nu’t to the State convention from Kings
county.

He also
declined to deny or affirm a report that
he had invited Gov. Higgins to be his guest
for a few daysat Kamp Kill Kare.

FIGHT AGAINST QUIGG KEEPS UP.

Contest Hot for the Control of the New Fifs
teenth District.

Lemuel E. Quigg will have to fight at the
ooming primaries for the control of the new
Fifteenth Assembly district which takes
in the greater part of the old Nineteenth,
for several years dominated by Mr. Quigg.

At the head of the opposition is ex-Con-

The candidate who will be put forward
to oppose Theodore P. Gllman, Quigg's man
aund the present leader of the old Nineteenth
district, is Harry W. Mack. Mr. Mack has
been one of Mr. Douglas's chief lieutenants
in the campaifns made by the former Con-
gressman against Quigg.

Ten Jurors Obtlalned for John W. Nefl's Trial

Warsaw,N.Y,, July 20.—Ten jurors have
been secured for the trial of John W, Neff,
the former auditor of Erie county, who is

Another has been ordered drawn, but the
Court is so 8o for the farmers, whose
flelds-demand all their attention now, that
the trial has been adjourned till Monday
morning. The new jury now consists of
eight farmers, a blacksmith and a livery-
man. The first jury, which had to be dis-
charged because of technical defect in the
record, was made up of eleven farmers and
a blacksmith.

A, retired,
died suddenly at Wakefield, Mass., yester-
day, of heart failure. He was 85 years old.
Gen. Rice was one of the best known military
men in New England, In the Spanish war
when trouble among the officers of the Sixth
Massachusetts Regiment in orto _Rico
threatened to disrupt the command, Presi-
dent McKinley anointed Rice its Colonel and
he transformed It into an efficient organiza-
tion. Col. Rice ralsed and commanded the
Twenty-sixth Volunteers, recruited in New
Enflnnd. which did good service In the
Philippines,

Mary A. ILow Worcester, widow of Edwin
Dean Worcester, for many {\'errs secretary of
the New York Central and Hudson River Rall-
road, died yesterday in_Stontingon, Conn,
She was 76 years old.

THEY WON'T BE TURNED OVER
T0O THAW'S NEW LAWYERS,

Thelr Reports Not Dellvered With Other
Papers to Hartridge and Gleason —~Une
derstood That Dre. Hamliton and Dana
Declded That Thaw Was Insane.

The half dozen or more prominent alien-
fsts who were retained several weeks ago
by Black, Oleott, Gruber & Bonynge in the
Thaw case are not to work for Thaw's new
lawyers or to make any reports to them,
These alienists have been retained by Mrs
William Thaw and they will not be trans-
ferred to Lawyers Hartridge and Gleason,
who are oonducting Thaw's personal de-
fence.

When Mr. Hartridge was retained by
Thaw after Thaw had dispensed with the
services of the Olcott firm he announced
that the experts hired for Thaw by Mr.
Oloott would be continued under their re-
tainer by the new counsel. Mr, Hartridge
apparently did not then foresee the oon-
ditions whioh have arisen by which the
Oleott firmj acting for Mrs. Thawj is prac-
tically arraigned against the lawyers Thaw
hired to conduct the defence whioch Thaw
himself has chosen.

1t came out yesterday that the papers
turned over by Mr. Olcott to Mr. Hartridge
after the latter had ohtained a oourt order
did not innlude any reports of the alienists.
This nettled Mr. Hartridge, who had ex-
pected that he would find out fust what the
opinion of the experts was in regard to
Thaw. As a recult Mr. Hartridge went into
court yesterday morning and practically
accused the Nloott firrm of acting in bad
faith in not turning over al! the papers
pertaining to Thaw's cace.

On behalf of the Oloott firm it was eaid
yesterday that the alienists retained by
them early in the case had not as yet made
any formal reports on Thaw's condition,
It was announced yesterday that any sub-
sequent reports the alienists may make
will not go to Mr. Hartridge or his asso-
ciates, for the reason that these alienists
are under retainer to the Olcott firm, which
is working for Mrs. Thaw.

Thaw has been examined by Dr. Allen
McLane Hamilton many times, and also by
Dr. Charles L. Dana. It is understood
that they have reported to Mr. Olcott that
Thaw is undoubtedly insane, but they have
not put this in writing,and consequently
Mr. Hartridge won't get their opinions to
show to Thaw, who, it is said, has been
very anxious to know what these alicnists
gaid about him.

Mrs. William Thaw remained at Roslyn
yesterday. She has not made an attempt
to see her son sinoe the day when she made
two visits to his cell, and apparently tried
hard to him to abandon the course he
is pursuing in reeking to ﬁo before a jury
and try to justify his killing of Stanford
White. At the same time it is known that
Mrs. Thaw has held out hope to her lawyers
that she will be able to get gner sonaroind.

While it would appear as if there has
been & decided break between Thaw and
his mother, with Thaw’s wife standing by
her hushand and his new counsel, Mr

Hartridge will not admit that such is the
ocase, rs. Thaw has had nothing to do with
him, but Mr. Hartridge would have it ap-

pear as if there was no difference between
mother and son.

“If there is any such break I know ab-
solutely nothing about it,” Mr. Hartridge
said yesterday.

In regard to the much discussed question
of Thaw's inoome being dependent upon
his abquiescence in his mother's wishes,
Mr. Hartridge gave the reporters to under-
stand that was not so. He let it be
inferred that Thaw’s financial ocondition
was not dependent upon his mother to such
an extent that it would interfere at all with
the carrying out of his wishes in regard
to his defence.

Mr. Hartridge seemed very much pleased
yesterday over the fact that he had been
recognized as Thaw's counsel by the Oloott

firm,

“We haveat last been recognized as having
been retained in this case,” he said after the
oourt proceedings were over.

When the argument on the order came
up before Justice MacLean in the Supreme
Court Mr. Hartridge said that all of the
papers had not been turned over by Mr,
Olcott and he asked the court to demand
the immediate delivery of all the papers.
Mr. McManus, for the Olcott firm, asked
that the case be adjourned until Monday.
Mr. Hartridge eaid that if the order was
entered and the firm was acting in goed
faith there need not be any fear of their
being in contempt of court.

Justice MacLean, however, granted the
application for a postponement and let it

0 over until Monday. McManus gsaid
that nearly all the rs in the case, about
sixty bundles, h een turned over to
Hartridge, but that the firm was in doubt
concerning some dcouments and wanted
time to consider the matter.

It is understood that these documents
are letters written by friends of the Oloott
firm conveying certain information to be
worked up. Doubt exists as to whether the
writers of theee letters would care to have
them turned over to other counsel. Mr.
MoManus said that the writers of the letters
would have to be oconsulted before any
decision could be made as to whether or not
they should be given up. )

In regard to the reports of the alienists
one of the lawyers remarked that it seemed
to be hard to satisfy Mr. Hartridge.

Mrs. Evelyn Nesbit Thaw visited Mr.
Hartridge's office yeaterdaﬁ'. The purpose
of her visit was to go over the papers turned
over by Mr. Olcott and see whether the
Hartridge forces had received all that they
were entitled to. Mrs. Thaw was in daily
consultation with Mr. Oloott before the
break ocourred and is the only one who
could tell the new counsel whether any
important papers were missing. Mrs, Thaw
found several statements she had made to
Mr. Olcott, but whether or not she found
anything of importance to be missing could
not be learned. It was made evident, how-
ever, that young Mrs. Thaw is to be the ally
of the Hartri forces. She and Mr,
Hartridge saw Thaw together at the Tombs
yesterday morning, She had an unpleasant
experience when she arrived.

ﬁi’;’ crowd which gathers every day to
wait for a glimpse of the girl got rubberin
so hard that finally one man broke througg
and ran right into her. Mrs. Thaw was
knocked up against the iron fence and
would have fallen if a policeman had not
rescued her. The man, after satisfyin
his curiosity to this extent, made himself
scarce, Mrs. Thaw rushed into the prison
quite excited.

The publicity which Mrs. Mayme Y.
Bohwarz gct recently in connection with the
Thaw case seems to have stirred up some
trouble for her. Yesterday Deputy Sheriff
Porges received an execution for $120 in
favor of Albert Klenk, a grocer. The judg-
ment was obtained in the Municipal Court
and docketed in the County Clerk's office
on June 15, 1905,

through Canada in an automobile may yet be
a grand delight. It would have been to-day
to the seventy-one members of the A, A. A.
tour and Glidden ocontest who started from
Montreal this morning and came through to
this place with only one contestant missing at
dinner time if it had not been that the way led
over very rough dirt roads, with heavy sand
in spots, and If they did not have to cross cer-
taln imaginary lines exactly at a certain
time,

Through all the farming districts the
country folk put work aside and dressed them-
selves in their go-to-church clothing and sat
at the roadside to watch the motor cars go
past. In many cases the hollday aftire con-
slsted of a clean frock for the women, a hair
comb for the men and a footbath for the

For those who were new in the country
the thatched roofs of barns and the scant
apparel of children were features of a primi-
tive rusticity that was of absorbing interest.
Yet what made it all the more entertaining
was the cordiality with which these plain
folk welcomed the tourists, Never before
had they seen so many motor cars in a day.
In many places it was evident that they
never had seen any automobiles before.
But all along the line It was “Bon jour." In
the villages without exception French and
English flags were flying and the whole popu-
lation was out to cheer the flying squadron
from the States. The buxom French girls
threw kisses with true Gallic fervency and
lavishness and also they hurled bunches of
flowers into the cars, which in several cases
struck the occupants in the face and hurt.

In Louiseviile the town was decorated and
flags were atrung across the road and the
natives handed out French flags and bouquets
of various sizes as the automobilists passed
through. Altogether it was one of the most
interesting days of the tour. In a number
off places the gallants of the party would
glngly have turned back and tarried to talk
with some of the pretty girls, but the schedule
kept them going.

VARYING VALUE OF GAS MAINS.

Estimate to the State Tax Commission
Deubled by Consolldated's Superintendent.

Colvin C. Simpson, superintendent of
mains and services for the Oonsolidated
Gas Company, said yesterday morning
at the gas hearing before Referee Arthur H,
Masten that he estimated the value of the
mains belonging to his company at $12,-
636,850, and that the service pipes leading
from the mains into buildings were worth
some $1,000,000 more.

When asked by Senator Page of oounsel
for the city to explain why the mains of
the company were valued at only $5,801,466,
with an estimated depreciation of $1,403,-
908 in the State Tax Commission report of
December of last year, Mr. Simpson said his
estimate was based on what it would actue

ally oost his company if it were to.lay anew

under conditions now existing in Manhattan
allthemainsand service pipes in its posses-
sion.

In explaining the apparent great dis-
crepancy between his own estimate of the
value of the Consolidated ,com’lpany's mains
and that given to the State Tax Commis-
sion, the witness said his own figure in-
cluded the increased cost of labor over that
when the mains were laid; also cost of
blasting, &c. The cast iron pipe used for
the mains costs considerably more to-day
than in 1885, when he was first associated
with the Consolidated company.

The greater part of the afternoon seesion
was taken up with a discussion of the mains,
Mr. Simpson said that the company owned
822 miles of mains. When asked by counsel
for the city why the report to the State Tax
Commission owed that the company
owned 892 miles of mains, the witneas re-

lied that the seventy miles which had been
ncluded in the report but not in his own
estimate at the hearing were abandoned
mains on which the company placed no
value, but included them in the full report of
its property as handed to the Tax Com-
mission. All of these mains were on Man-
hattan Island between the Battery and
180th street, and in almost every instanoe
in which a main had been abandoned a new
one had been laid to replace it.

The hearing will be continued Monday
morning if Charles F. Mathewson, who has
been summoned as a witness in another case,
and who is oonducting the examination for
the company in the absence of John A
Garver, is able to be present.
