Too Het for General Sightseelng, but
‘Forbes Dey Takes Out a Party in His

¥From Contest In Favor of Pleasuring.

QugrBec, July 22.—Resting in this old olty
of unexpected heights and sights, forelgn
in its ploturesqueness but closely woven into
Amerioan history, would have been welcomed
by the automobilists of the A. A, A. and Glid-
den tours had it not been that the city is ex-
periencing one of the hottest stretches of
weather In its records, It was 91 in the shade
in the forenoon and somewhat hotter this
afternoon.
