CHAMPION HOPPE TELLS OF AN
IMPORTANT ONE.

gurning Point In the Game With Vignaux
That Brought Ifim te the Froat Rank
—40ys Force Is the Hardest Thing te
Master in Ililards—His Record Run.

William Hoppe, the young champion of
the world at 18 inch balk line billlards, one
ghot in, and holder of the world's record
run of 307 for 18 inch balk )ine, two shota (n,
was arked the other day what shot, if any,
he considered the most momentous of his
career. In January last Hoppe defeated
Maurice Vignaux in Paris and wrested the
181 title away from the veteran French-
man. He told of a shot in that game which
came as near as any to being a turning
potne in his struggle for premier honors.
It was the winning of that game that brought
him from the shortstop class up the
pasters' clasa—ranked him among the top
notcliers.

“The most Important shot, to me, of that
game,” said Master William, “was at the
beginning of tLa ascond inning of the second
half of the contest. In Paris there ls a
recess when one of the players has reached
the half way mark in points. The game
was close enough, when ihe eecond half
began, to be either man's. For the shot 1
am telling you about the balls were ! ned
up, extending diagonally out from the
gide rail. The euve ball was furthest from
ohe rail and outaide the other two. The cue
ball went from the @iret object ball to the
side rail and then to the second ball, catoh-
ing the second ball on the far edge. The
shot gave me position, and I ran 03,

*1f I had missed I would bave left position
for Vignaux, and the chances are that he
then would have caugnt his stroke firet
instead of me. A great deal depended on
which of us got his stroke first, and § con-
gider that shot the most important in the
game. Anyway, he did not play well after
that, and he told me after the game that
that shot beat him."”

In the recent Chicago 18:2 tournament
Hoppe defeated George Sutton, wio made
the record average of 100 for 18.3 in the
New York tournament. There was a ahot
in that game which he thinks as hard as
any he ever made. The first object ball
was frozen to an end rail. Near the otber
end rail and about ita middle was the cue
ball. The second object ball was in a corner
just to the right of the cueball. Tbe cus ball
was driven up to the far object ball, aliced
off the latter to the right and to the adjacent
end ocushion and came back to the second
object ball—a one cushion shot. It was a
shot calling for complex application of
force and a position shot as well. Tt gath-
ered the balls and led up to a big run.

“How long did it take me to run 8077*
repeated Hoppe. “About forty minutes; I
should say. 1 did not feel much like play-
ing before the game bagan, but the further

it went the better I felt. Sometimes a man
plays well when he dossn't think be s going
to and vice versa. That'a ona of several
things about billiards that are hard to ex-
plain, Iwasa little tired when I reached the
hundredth count of the run, but not after
that. When you get to the 200 mark in a

. run you feel you can make anything, and
that's the way I felt in that run.

“There was more applause when I reached
250 than when, a few shots later, I passed
the nrevious record rum, made by Cure.
Most of the spectators did not know the
record ran had been beaten. No, I can't
say that applause has much effect on me.
1 never see the people in an important
match. The balls and the table are all
I see. The only time I feel nervous Is
Just before the start. After the start I'm
all right.

“It was not the applause that bothered
me In the game in New York in which
Rchaefer beat me," continued Hoppe, tell-
inz of the contest in which he rallied and
nlmost caught Schaefer at the tape. “I
Jnst that game through bad judgment.
There was a lineup and T took a chance
that [ should not have taken. I thought
T hal the pame won sure, became too con-
fidert and threw the game away. It taught
re a lesson, however,

“Thare is a good deal of strain in billiard
cmtazts, but T for one don’t feel it until it
{< all over. Then wvou're apt to be tired
and pervous, A tournament isn't as try-
fr¢ as a match, because you have more
chaneps, The hardest thing a contestant
" a thurnament experiences ia to lonk on
2 a spectator and see one of vour rivals
vinping whom vou want to see lose.”
