LAWYER LOEWI KILLS HIMSELF.

A Yale Graduate and Had Been Republican
Captain in His Distriot.

Osoar Loewl, a lawyer of the firm of Gay
& Loewi of 18 Wall street, killed himself
yesterday at 928 Madison avenue, the home
of hia brother-in-law, Dr. A. V. Moschowita,
Loewi, who was 80 years old, had been prac-
tising law several years, but was dissatis-
fled with his progress. He lived with his
father, Valentine Loevwl, a retired merchant,
at 14 East Eighty-first street, but while the
others were spending the summer at Long
Branch he stayed with Dr, Moschowits.
Loewl came home at noon yesterday and
told the servants to call him when lunch
waa ready, They saw him 52 u&nmiu and
heard nothing more until Dr. Moschowita
returned.

The dootor looked for Loewi in his room.
He was not there, and the doctor decided
that he had gone out again and took lunch
without him. After the doctor had left the
house the servants noticed Loewi's hat
on the stand. One went up to the top floor,
where there is an untenanted room. A bit
of cotton protruded from the keyhole.

The other servant came up and the two
women opened the door. Loewi lay on the
floor with a revolver in his right hand. A
bullet had made a hole in his right temple and
emerged at the back of the head.

The women ran down stairs and tushed
out of the house screaming. Roundsman

He said Loewi
had been dead more than an hour. He waa
?duated at Yale in 1808 and from the New

ork Law School in 1901. He was for sev-
eral rs Republican captain in the Eigh-
teent Eloct}on district of the former
Twenty-ninth Assembly distriot.

The Magistrate let that
be known yesterday when he gave some
advice to Policeman Dunn of the Old Slip
station and discharged two eailors arraigned
by Dunn on the charge of having tried to
rob a third and drunken sailor in South
street on Wednesday afternoon.

Dunn swore he knew the two sailors,
Harry Mathewson and Christopher San-
derson, “to be bums and panhandlers who
ain't worked for two months of my own
knowledge.” He eaid he caught them in
the act of ng through the other sailor's
pockets. e two men convinced the court
that they had come ashore only a few days
before and were honest Norwegian sailors,

They said they had a drink or two with
their alleged victim earlier in the day and
had Bgone about their business. He con-
tinued his drinking, and a few hours later

‘they happened to see him staggering along

the street and fall. They were trying to
l;gt him when Dunn appeared and arrested
em.

“1 am satisfled that you have tried to mis-
lead the Court,” said Magistrate Breen to
the policeman. “You said you know these
men to be panhandlers and not to have
worked in two months. I am convinced
that this is not true. You don't know any-
thing about them. If I had not taken ex-
treme care and used ur a lot of valuable
time I might have held these men, who
appear to be decent, hard worklni’fellowe,
and they might have been sent prison
for a long term of years. Policemen must
be more careful in presentinez cases in th
court or they will get into trouble.”

FRANOIS, WORST OF THREE GOR-
MANS ARRAIGNED, POSES A8 JOE.

Gone Half an Hour Before His Esoape Was
Discovered —~Made Tracks When Half
Way Dewn Stairway—Swiftly Took
Advantage of Coincidence of Names.

That it was easy for a prisoner to escape
from the Court of Speoilal Besslons was
demonstrated yesterday morning when
Franols P. Gorman, 87 years old, of 486
Eighth avenue, and No. 6,400 in the Rogues’
Gallery, calmly walked out without exoit-
ing comment or attracting notice from
any of the dozen cope on guard. He got
away by impersonating Joseph Gorman,
whose case for failure to provide for his
family preceded that of the man who es-
caped. Gorman was gone half an hour
before anybody in the court knew it.

There were ninety-two omses on the
calendar, Justioes Deuel, Zeller and Olm-
stead were on the bench, Deuel presiding.
Prisoners who had been unable to get bafl
are brought over in batohes of fifteen from
the Tombe and penned in a small railed
enclosure at the right side of the oourt
room. Franols P. Gorman was seated
there. The oharge against him was petit
larceny, the theft of $26, and he had been
unable to get the $2,000 bail fixed by Magis-
trate Barlow in the Jefferson Market court
on July 27. His case on the calendar was
No. 11.

Outeide the rall on the benches with the
witnesses and spectators were two other
Gormans, Frederiok, charged with as~
sault, and Joseph, charged with fallure to
provide for his wife and ohildren. The
first was on ball, the second on parole.
Frederiok Gorman’s case was No. 80, that
of Joseph No. 56. The three cases were
about half an hour apart.

*When No. 89, the assaylt case, was called,
Clerk Culkin had to repeat it twice before
Frederiok Gorman responded. Franols P.
Gorman in the pen esat up stralght, as if he
thought his case was being oalled and
even started to rise to go to the bar. The
ocop at the gate of the pen motioned him
baock and just then the man wanted hurried
forward. His case was continued on ball
and he left the court. After nearly half
an hour of the dreary routine of amall cases
the clerk called loudly:

“Joseph Gorman, failure to provide, om
parole.” Without a moment’s hesitation
Francis P. rose quickly, and the cop at the
gate, believing two Gormans must be the
limit, let him out this time. The prisoner
got to the bar in four steps and looked
right at Justice Deuel. Waiting for a few
minutes to see if Agent E. F. Jenkins of
the Booiety for the Prevention of Cruelty
to Children or anybody else would inter-
pose any objection, Justice Deuel oon-
oluded that the prisoner was doing his
duty asa husband and father and said that
he might go, that his parole would be oon-
tinued another month.

Bending his head humbly the prisoner
turned and walked out of the oourt room.
He had to pass the gate through the outer
ralling, where a policeman {s stationed,
and out through the door leading into the
corridor, where two policemen are on guard.
Onoce half way down the stairway leading
to the g!l]'ound floor Gorman decided it was
time to hurry. He took the fifteen steps of
the bottom half in two jumps and went
across the corridor on a run and off toward
Broadway.

“That lawyer must be in a turr'ble h i
said the elevator man, who later recalled
the inoident.

‘When case No. 77 was reached Joseph
Gorman, said to be slightly deaf, who should
have answered to No. 58, walked slowly
forward. He had been so far back he had
not heard his name called and thought his
turn had now come. Just as his examina-
tion was about to begin Henry Greenfield
of 1700 Warhington avenue, e Bronx
the man alleged to have been victimi
by the prisoner who had escaped, jumped
up and told the court that there was a mis-
take, that the prisoner at the bar was not
the man who had swindled him.

Then there was a hurried invesetigation
and it was clear that the worst Gorman
of them all had made his escape. The cops
made a great show of hunt:gnfor him,
looking under benches and d. , and one
exci policeman even pulled out the
drawer of a rolltop desk as if he hoped
to find Gorman there.

Gorman posed as the uocmmré of the
Underwriters’ Fire Extinguisher Company
and advertised for agents, offering a salary
of $20 a week. From each he exacted a
cash bond varying from 8§25 to $250, as the
dupes’ ciroumstances permitted. To all he
gave an alleged fire ext.ln%lllher, which
Emved to be wholly unsalable, and when

hedv would raturn after a hopeless canvass
and demand their money his method was
to igbly tell them to first keep their end
of the bargain—to canvass for three months.
That provision had been inserted in every
contract. Asa rule they just threw up their
jobs and said good-by to their deposit.

Young Greenfleld brought the matter to
the attention of the District Attorney, who
had Gorman arrested. While the case was

nding an investigation was made and

elve additional camplaints were securad,
in sums ranging up to $250. This evidence
will be given to the Grand Jury and indict-
ments for grand ny on several counts
are expected daily against Gorman. Assist-
ant District Attorney Lockwood felt so
sure of this that he had asked Special
Sessions to have a care and hold Gorman
when his case came up. He hoped to send
bhim to Sing Sing for many '

As Gorman had been in the Tombe and
oould hardly have heard of the coincidence
of two other Gorman casee on the same
dooket 8o as to make his plans the cleverness
of his esoape stands out. Some even ine
sisted that Gorman did not at first realize
the situation, and that it was only when he
heard the Court aa{ “Your parole is con-
tinued” that he woke to his chance, Clerk
Culkin thinks Gorman up to that point
was honestly answering wgmt he supposed
was his own call. He must have done
some rapid thinking in that event.

Gorman's escape is attributable more
to the system of arraigning prisoners than

to any negligence by the policemen on
. Prisoners entirely unknown to
the cops are let up in batches of fifteen

from the prison downstairs. With them,
as they come up, are the papers which
Fo to the clerk, All that t policemen
n the room know is that they are responsible
for so many prisoners at a time and they
don’t know one from another.

ELECTION RIOT IN MEMPHIS.

The Disturber Killed, One Election Judge
[ Fatally and Another Badly Wounded.

. JOHN W. NEFF CONVICTED.

Former Auditor of Erie County Found
Guijty on Charges of Graft,

WaARrsaw, N. Y., Aug. 3.—John W. Neff,
former Auditor of Erie county, was found
guilty early this morning of grand larceny
in the first degree. The jury had been out
for eighteen and a half hours and the Dis-
trict Attorney had given up all hope of a
oconviction.

Neff is the second man to be convicted
in the graveyard scandal, which has stirred
up Buffalo and Erie county for two years,
Rowland J. Conover, the man who had the
oontract to clear the graveyard for an
armory site, was the first to be convicted.
Sentence upon him had been held up for
several months, and he was the chief wit-
ness for the people.

Others indicted in this case were Fred-
eriok Greiner, one of the big Higgins leaders
in Buffalo and the postmaster of Buffalo;
Frederick O. Murray, the Collector of the
Port; Gibeon, Jackson and Stock, super-
visors, who, it is alleged, shared the swag
with Neff. Grelner was tried for bribery
and acquitted, the oourt holding that the
evidence of an accomplice uncorroborated
was not sufficient. Murray, Gibson, Jack-
son and Stock are waiting sentenoe. Neff
will be sentenced here on Monday. Bail
wag refused, and he is now in the oustody
of Sheriff French.

YACHTS RENDEZYOUS IN RAIN,

DREARY WEATHER USHERS IN
N. Y. Y. 0. CRUISE,

Downpour Ceases While Commodore Vane
derbllt’s North Star Steams Into Glen
Cove Harbor—Fleet Captains Discuse
Detalls—First Run to Morris Cove.

Dull leaden oolored clouds hung like a pall
over the yachts that gathered at Gilen Cove
yesterday. All the morning and for the
greater part of the rest of the day they poured
down coplous floods of water and made every
one .and everything uncomfortable, The
wind blew steadily from the northeast and
every minute rolled up fresh supplies of
oloud and water and so spolled what Is
usually the best yachting spectacle of the
year.

Only for a short time during the afternoon
did it stop raining and that was when Com-
modore Vanderbilt's yacht North Btar, with
the commodore and his staff on board, steamed
into the harbor and was saluted by more
than a htindred gums. Then the rain had
stopped falling and (t was fine just long
enough for the captains of the hundred
yachts to go over to the flagship and attend
the meeting and then get back agaln to their
own vessels, Just at that time, too, a thin
streak of yellow light showed through the
leaden deadness in the west and this was
taken as an omen by all that the storm would
pass over and that there would be fine weasher
for the annual crulse of the New York Yachs
Club.

It wae gloomy all day until about 4 o‘clock,
when the fleet began to assume large pro-
portions. Vessel after vessel went to the
anchorage and about that time Vice-Come
modore Henry Walter's steamer Narada
anchored and thoee captains who were familiag
with the new yacht routine prompt!y dipped
their ensigns and the salute was returned
by the Narada dipping hers. Col. Thomp-

n, who has just chartered the auxiliary
ﬁtrepld, was the first to salute.

Gige and cutters were lowered away from
all yachts and soon the white steamer of
Commodore Vanderbilt was surrounded by
small boats of all sizes, and from the bow
of each flutterad a pennant whioh signified
that the owner was on board. One after
another the captains boarded the flagship
and one continuous strain on the boatswain's
whistle sounded as each one went up the
companionway and was received Com=
modore Vanderbilt and his aide, Fleet Captain
Grenville Kane. The rest of the commo-
dore's stafl on board are the regatta com-
mittee, H. de B. Parsons, Ernest Lorillard
and Walter C. Kerr, Secretary George Cor=-
mack and Fleet Surgeon J, McG. Wo ury.

The captains gathered on the bridge deock
and discussed the detalls of the cruise, The
commodore and his aides had planned things
so well that no changes were made in the
programme and the racing will begin this
morning with a run to Morris ve, The
harbor start will be made on signal from
the flagship at 8:30 o’clook, The regatta
committes will then establish the startin
line and at 9:30 o'clock the first signal to sen:
the racers off will be made.
