Just as she rounded the far turn Bill Duly's
Umbrella, with little Guy Rirng up, began
to crowd her, Sewell cried cut to Burns that
Jaunty was In danger of werious injury
unlesa be kept the Daly filly clear, but Burns
pald no heed and drew his whip. No sooner
did Umbrella feel the lash than she swerved
over in front.of Jaunty In such a manner that
the Ingoldsby filly slipped in the going and
ber right shoulder snapped. Down went
Jaunty in the mud so suddenly that the erowd
oried out in alarm. She did not throw Bewell
over her head, for the boy simply slid out of
the saddle to a sittir g posture in the middle
of the track. Jumping up unhurt Bewell saw
that the fllly was writhing with intense pain
and that she had been seriously hurt, With
remarkable coolness S8ewell then proceeded
#o hold Jaunty down by the head sothat she
would not further injure herself. Stablemen
and Pinkertons were soon running to the
soene of the accident, while the crowd stood
on the lawn In the rain looking on in sym-
pathy, When Jaunty got up her right foreleg
was dangling helplessly, She hobbled about
fn agony and the few women in the grandstand
tarned away. A horse ambulance was soon
driven up and a bungling attempt was made
to get Jaunty into it. The first time the filly
was dragged up the lowered tailboard she
lost her balance and fell over one of the rear.
wheels of the wagon onto her head. But
another attempt to land her Inside of the
vehicle was more successful and when she
was carried off to the stables it was the
goneral belief that she would have to be shot,

Jaunty, a good

o Owner Laudemanand Trainer Kimball Patter-

son, however, were loath to part withthe filly,
who, unable to race again under any circum-
stances, could be made use of in the stud.
8o they decided to send her to a well known
veterinary with the idea of saving her for
breeding purposes. In all probability, there-
fore, Jaunty will be placed in a sling so that
the broken bones in her shoulder will have a
chanoe to knit. Then ghe will be taken home
to the farm. Jaunty has won a number of
exoellent races this year. In the two-year-
old plater class she has beaten some good
youngsters and in vesterday's race she was
made a strong favorite over a fair lot. Sewell
received round after round of applause as,
covered with mud, he walked down next to the
outer rall to the stewards' stand. The crowd
evidently wanted to show some appreciation
for the boy’s humane feelings, which are not
always manifested by jockeys in the excite-
ment of such moments. Bewell said that
little Burns was to blame. That was the view
taken by the stewards, one of whom said after-
ward that Burns should not have been per-
mitted to have a whip at all.

The plungers lost thousands on Golf Ball
fn the second race, It looked like a cinch
for him and every book in the ring was loaded
up. As a result of this play Gold Ladv ' ent
upto7to2. Meanwhile the Delaware Stable's
Punvallo, a Golden Garter colt, was backed
down a point to 5, with F. A. Forsythe's
Montgomery well taken at sixes, three ways.

The books continued to rake in profits
when the third racea was run, Donna, who
won at 16 to 5, was liberally supported both
ways, but there were heavy lossea on Cholk
Hedrick and Janeta. Then came the In-
vincible Handicap. There was a play on
Dandellon that practically backed the Ham-
burg colt off the boards at the last moment.
He only wontby a few inches, and the crowd had
heart disease, If Coy Mald had trimmed
bim the ring would have enjoyed one of the
best days of the vear. But as it was nearly
every book lost on the race. Coy Maid was
well backed place and show, while Ceder-
strome was widely fancied in the one, two,
three books. 'Tokalon, who evidently has
had too much racing, burned up a bundle,

proved a poor Investment,

This setback for the bonks was forgotten
when Jaunty fell in the fifth event, the most

and who got away so slowly that he was
repeatedly shut off.

8o he bet op
Jaunty. Flowawiy, therefore, won practi-
cally without support. Jack McGinnis
bad a small wager across the hoards on Jim
Leonard, by St. Leonards—Indifferetice, who
ran second in his colors at 40, 12 and 5. Ros-
well, a 100 to 1 shot, ran third, He is owned
by J. Loughlin, trained by J. C. Williams and
‘is a colt by Del Paso II.Maliva, A few
one dollar bets on him three ways were re-
corded in the ring.

Blue Pigeon, a four-year-old mare by
“Blue Devil—Longevity, was a hot tip in the
sixth race, She ran in the name of E. D.
Morgan and was sent to the post by Trainer
Jim Boden. From 6 to 1 her price tumbled
to 13 to 5, .many of the regulars falling for
the sensational play. But she got a rough
deal eoon after the start and was beaten
to a turn at the half mile post. O, K., neg-
lected at 12 to 1 by the public and backed
in a desultory manner by a few insiders, got
all the money in spread eagle style. Left,
the favorite, a colt by Hastings—Fizgig,
made a long, stern chase of it, but 0. K, was
never extended and just cantered home, to
the further dismay of the talent. Tarlac,
by Arkle 12 to 1, was also passed up only to
Jand in third place.

Keene's Red leafl, a four-year-old
mare, by Hermence -Readina, was supposed
to be the goods in Lo last race, Sheé opened
at 8 to5and the.plungers, in desperate straits,
got aboard in a final attempt to get out on
the day. Before the speculation ended,
however, a mysteribus tip reached the ring
that Red l.eaf would not do, 8o half a dozen
very sharp hookies lost no-time in bunching
the odds against her.

FRANCE INVESTIGATES' THE
AMERICAN MARKET.
Emissaries Come Here to Devise for

Keeping Trade ~Suggest That Manu-
facturing Brynches Be Opened ~Reck-
less Driving in Philadeiphia—Notes.

That French automobile manufacturers
have been sending trade emlssaries to this
country to investigate conditions and suggest
methods for keeping at least part of the very
luorative American market has been known
for some time. A well known French maker
recently read one of theae reports at a meet-
ing of manufacturers held in Paris. The re-
port was in part as follows: “The American
automobile industry is In a period of un-
heard of prosperity, and the future promises
to exceed all expectations, because industrial
traction |s developing at a great rate.
An examination of the enclosed figures will
show you that the chances for the gxport of
French constructions is rapidly diminishing.
In spite of the recognition that French cars
are better finished, they will not be longer
able to figure in the American market. There
Is still time to open manufacturing branches
In the United Btates, and that is the only
chance French makers will have to reap a
little of the harvest that Is here waiting.
Of the opportunities to sell motor cars, special
castings for cylinders and accessories of all
kinds, no one at Paris can have any idea.
A large number of Frenchmen are already
here to push their goods, and others ought
to be encouraged to come and do likewise.
1t will be well to recall some of the figures
that illustrate the trade in motor card in
the United States. Durigg the year 1005
the import of foreign cars*was 1,036, valued

at $6,700,000, an increase in two years from
375 cars of a valuation of $1,300,000." The home
preduction durlnz the year 1904 was 80 per
cent.
