PACTORY LAW HELD INVALID.

THE TIME LIMIT ON WOMEN AND
CHILDREN ILLEGAL,

'

Court of Special Sessions Doclares the
Law Unoonstitutional ~Deeclared to Be
Class Legislation —~Justice Olmsted Dise
courses on the Real Rights of Wemen,'

A law enacted to prohibit night work in
factories by women and ohildren was de-
clared unconstitutional yesterday by the
Court of Bpecial Sessions, Justice Willard
H. Olmsted read the opinion, which was very
long, and Justices Joseph M. Deuel and
John B. McKean concurred. The decision
was in a test case, :

The case was brought under Bection 77
of Articla V1., Laws of 1807, later amended
by Chapter 192, Lawa of 1889. . The section
reads!

“No minor under 18 years of age and no
female shall be permitted or suffered to
work in any factory before 8 o’clock in the
morning and after ® o'clock at night, or
more than ten hours in any one day, except
to make a shorter workday on the last day
of the week, or more than sixty hours in any
one week, than will make up an average
ten hours per day for the whole number of
days so worked,"”

Attorney-General Mayer appeared for
the People and Frederick B. House for the
defendant, David L. Williams of the Will-
{ams Printing Company, which hasits estab-
lishment at 437 Eleventh avenue. To test
the law Williams was arrested oharged
with having employed one Katie Mead in
the making of books during the forbidden
hours. He admitted that his place was a
factory within the meaning of the statute.
In the Magistrate’s court the case was
made as brief as possible, And upon his con-
viction Williame at once appealed.

Mr. House had asked that the law be
{nvalidated because it violated the Con-
stitution of the United States, in that the
gection in question was an infringement
of the privileges and immunities of citizens
of the United Btates and denied to women
the equal protection of the laws; that it
violated the State Constitution because
it deprived a person of liberty and prop-
erty without due prooess of law.

Attorney-General Mayer held that while
the right to employ labor is a property
right, that it is fundamental law, this right
must be limited and made subject to “the
superior obligation” to 8o use it that it shall
not be an injury to another; that it must
be subordinate to publio policy and the
pecessity of protecting the publio from

any injury.

He said that any statute restraining this
property right to be sustained by the
courts must of necessity be such t it
may be shown to the court that the class
of citizens thus restrioted and limited in
the natural enjoyment of their property
rights and liberties to contract must be
such by reason of the ciroumstances of
the employ ment in which they are forbidden
to engage that the inj whioh would
result would b e a publio injury.

The Attorney-General held that the right
to limit the hours of labor of women in
factories was clear because of the effect of
stuich employment on them, because of their
greater phyeical weakness and the necessary
and consequent effect upon the well being
of society. He said that the Legislature
was Jjustified in disoriminating in favor of
lactmg' women because their work was
very different from that of women in mer=
cantile establishments, and use of the
pature of factory work he thought its
regulation came well within the State's
police power.

Considering the social aspeot of the ques-
tion, he eaid it is a matter of unive
knowledge that continuous standing on
their feet does great injury to women and
ln{ums their health, and that it logically
followed that injur{ wasfthus done to the
public welfare by impairing the health of
the mothers of mcoeodlnwaeuﬂom.

Justice Olmsted in hia on eaid that
the single ground advanced in favor of the
law was a plea of justification that it bad
been enacted to protect the comfort, wel-
fare and safety of the whole people, and
that individuals must suffer curtailment of
their rights for the common good. He said
the Attorney-General had urged no other
reason than that the general welfare of the
State demands that the progeny of factory
women have healthy mothers to the
end that the State may have sturdy citizens.

“Does the State look only to the children
of factory women for its future d citi-
zens?” asks the court. “Why should the
housewife who toils at home, the woman in
mercantile houses, in offices, or she who
toile not at all, the society woman, be exempt
from legislative interference for the same
reason? And what mes of the rights
of the non-child bearing women, surely a
considerable class? How about the women
beyond the age of child bearing yet physi-
cally strong and having expert technical
knowledge with opportunity to employ it
onl{ d g the prohibited hours?

“With no other excuse this law appears
to be a most palpable piece of special class
legislation and it is an unwarrantable in-
vasion of oonstitutional rights and indi-
vidual liberty. )

“To show the special and class character
ree Article II., Bection 161, which provides
that no woman under 21 shall be employed
in a mercantile establishment more tﬁan
hours a week, nor ten hours a day,
ore 7 A. M., nor after 10 P. M, This
section excepts Saturday, provided sixty
hours a week be not exceedeg and from
December 15 to January 1.

“This means nothing if it does not permit
the employment in department stores of
minor females during the entire twenty-four
hours of Saturday from midnight PYriday
and during every hour of the period bet ween
December 15 and January 1. It does not
restrict adult women in these stores,

“With what refilnement of logic the Legis-
lature arrives at the conclusion that it is
unhealthfui to work in a factory between
A P. M. and 614, M. and only unhealthful
and against public welfare in a dqmrtment
store between 10 ®. M. and 7 A. M.! Were
they considering the health of women as a

class or did ‘hey ly have in view the
hours when it wonld be convenient for the
general publio to do its shopping?

“The islaturg apparently cared more
for the comfort of Christmas shoppers than
the health of you: girls, prospective
mothers of future citizens, for it permits

their employment for the entire twenty-
four hours of at least sixty-nine days out
of 365, A ker or a milliner has a
factory within the meaning of the law, if
he or she only employs one person, e
employee may not work withinthe forbidden
hours, yet e,\mployor, even though a
Woman, may work as long as she pleases.
Why this distinction between two possible
mothers of future citizens if this be simply
@ health regulation?

“The relation of the subject of thisstatute
to the publio health and common welfare
seems altogether too remote to sustain it as
8 proper e tercise of the police power.,

The statute which prevents Katie Mead
from working at night in a factory with ad-
mitted first class sanitary conditions offers
no gmhibiﬁon against her doing her work
ina hall bedroom ina tenement house under
conditions detrimental to her health. She
may work at her usual employment all night
Inrfors b BFevortpomble ingury o her

! prevent possible inju er
possible children, who may he lt:'luturo
citizens. Is this not plainly and palpably
an unauthorized and unwarrantable inter-
ference with the rights of the citizen?”

Justice Olmsted said that the statute
classes women with minors as wards of the
State, needing its paternal interference.
This, he said, did an injustice to women,
who, while not having equal rights with
men, have never been classed in law with
children. The whole trend of legislation
had been to make them the equals of men
and to enlarge their rights to participate
in property and contracts.

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89,500,000 MILAN FIRE.
International Exhibition Bulldings Dee
"« streyed—Many Firemen Hurt,

MiaN, Aug. 3.—Fire which started at
4 o'olook this morning at the {nternational
exhibition here destroyedtwo of the finest
bulldings, one "containing the exhibit of
Itallan decorative art and the other the
Hungarian exhibits, It was extinguished
after a hard fight in which many persons,
mostly firemen, were injured. The loss is
estimated at $2,500,000,

The fire started in the Hungarian section,
It is attributed to the crossing of electrio
wires. The flames spread rapidly over an
area of 12,000 metres, covered mostly by
wooden buildings, The Hungarian and
Itallan sections were completely destroyed.
Of the other buildings deamaged the Grand
Pavilion suffered the worst. The only
sections spared are tho British, Swisas;
J and Dutch, and also the most

uable section of the goldsmiths' exhibit
The exhibition has been closed temporarily.

Among the losscs caused by the fire
which can never be rapaired were the
destruction of the original scores of Verdi's
“Traviata” and Rossini's “Gazza ladra,”
and unique ancient laces and mosaics.
The Sun Insurance Company of London is
hard hit, Its policies on the exhibition
exoeed $1,500,000.

ALFONSO TO RACE AT COWES.

King Brought Small Boats There With
Him on a Warship.

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TWELYE YEARS FOR BELCHER
EX-MAYOR BREAKS DOWN AT HIS
LAWYER'S PLEA FOR MERCY.

Paterson People Surprised at the Severity
of the Sentence Impesed, Because It
Had Been Supposed That Influentisl
Friends Were Working In His Behalf,

PaTensoN, N. J., Aug, 8.~Willam H.
Belcher, ex-Mayor, emhezaler, defaulter
and forger, was sentenced to twelve years
in State prison to-day in the Court of Special
Semsions on six indictments charging him
with embezzlement. The former chief ex-
ecutive of the city, crippled with disease
and with spirit completely broken, recelved
the sentence with no outward sign of feeling,
although he broke down when his lawyer
pleaded for him. Accompanied by Deputy
Sheriff Joseph Bergen he passed out of
ocourt with the crowds that jammed the
place to suffocation.

No one supposed that Belcher would get
more than three or five years. The length
of the sentenss occasioned great surprise
in the court room, and after administering
it Judge Soott rapped in vain for order.
All court decorum was thrown aside by
both lawyer and layman and for a time con-
versation was general. For the moment
even the prisoner was forgotten,

Hundreds outside the court house re-
ceived word ofrthe sentence with incredul-
ity at first. There was no word of sym-
pathy expressed for the disgraced ex-
Mayor. Probably a thousand persons re-
mained in the vicinity of the court house to
get a glimpse of the prisoner when he should
be taken back to the jail. Pity' prompted
Sheriff Bergen to get his private carriage.
When it was ready he said:

“Mr, Belcher, you will be taken back in a
carriage eo that you will not have to face

the people.”

“I wouldn't mind facing them now," was
the reply. “My disgrace can be no greater.”

Belcher was taken to the court house
about 0:40 A. M. He limped badly with
rheumatism and looked ten years older than
when he was Mayor of the city.

“There are six indictments against you,
William H. Belcher, eaid the Prosecutor,
“charging you with embezzlement. The
first gbar s you with having embezzled
$1,800 of the funds of Carolyn Marino, the
gecond with having embezzled $628 from
Giuseppe Labarina, the third with bavin
embezzled $1,050 from the Manchester Build-
ing and Loan Association, the fourth with
having embezzled $47.50 from Isabella
Hewitt, the fifth with having embezzled
$7,000 from the estate of James F. Stewart
and the sixth with having embezzled $3,600
from the same estate on a mortgage held
b m?lﬁn' o My, il t guilty?

“What ou say, gullty or not guilty?”

In a low \ynioo l¥awyer bour said for
the prisoner: “We plead .non vult to each
and every indictment.”

His counsel then made a plea for clemency.

“I know my client has been guilty of
wrongdoing,” 'he said, “but were the true
facts known there would be a change of
sentiment in this community. He ted
others. I ocould imﬁ’llcnte others, but upon
the advice of Mr. Belcher Ihold my peace,”

It was a mistaken impression, he aald,
that the ex-Mayor left town with a lfr
sum borrowed from his friends. He said
that Belcher had been a model Mayor, that
his name as a city official had never been
tainted with graft, opportunities for which
were many.

*He is the best friend I have ever had,”
said Mr. Barbour, *except my father.

otroameg down Belcher's face. Jud
Soott, visibly impressed, addressed him in
as follows:

“The only mltlg‘.tlng feature of this case
is the fact that while you were a city official
your conduot of office was above reproach,
I returned to this city purposely to hear
your plea, feeling that it was m dutg to
do so, although it is the most p‘zx!ul uty
;hu I have ever been called upon to per-
orm.

“I know how through poverty and toil
you have struggled up to become a re-
spected member of the bar and the chief
magistrate of this hr,e and prosperous
city of Paterson. Your future gave greater

promise.

“I shall not enter iInto details of your
crimes.fthef gravest px?hf:oi'ml?b ‘fver: indlct;
ments for forge pally of the use o
the Count Clorllx?uum ; {'
are by the statute of limitations,
but I cannot altogether lose sight of them
when considering the present indictments.
There has been no restoration of the money
taken and cannot be now. There seems
to be no reason why the extreme penalty
should be lessened, except that meroy
i'hllcfh is usually exercised to temper justice
teelf.”

The Judge then sentenced him to two
years on each indictment, the terms not to

run together.

While there is little or no sympathy for
Belcher in the city, the sentence caused
a profound impres{on owing to the sup-
position that influential friends would inter-
cede in his behalf. Judge Soott had known
him for years and had had offices adjoining
his in the same building for a long time.
It is thought Sheriff Bergen will arrange to
have him sent to Trenton next Monday.

PRESI!DENT PETERS IN COURT,

Examination as to Locomotlvye Smoke
Nulsance Set Down for Aug. 10.

President Ralph Peters of the l.ong Island
Railroad Company appeared yesterday
in the City Magistrate’s court in lLong
Island City before Magistrate Mathew
Smith to answer a complaint, which grew
out of the smoke nuisance from the Long
Island Railroad locomotives. He was ac-
companied by Joseph F. Kearney, counsel of
the Long Island Railroad Company.

Assistant Corporation Counsel Walsh wgs
present in behalf of the Board of Health.
The complaint, which was sworn to by
Joseph J. Kennedy, an officer of the Board
of Health, set forth that the defendant, as
president of the Long Island Railroad (Com-
pany, had violated the law in maintaining
a nuisance by burning soft coal in the loco-
motives, the smoke from which was detri-
mental to public health.

Before President Peters was called on to
plead to the charge, there was argument
between counsel as to whether the Magis-
trate's court had jurisdiction in such a
case, and as to whether such a charge
could be entertained individually ageinst
Mr. Peters, as president of the railroad
company. After certain sections of the
Civil Code had been read, Magistrate
Smith decided that he had jurisdiction to
entertain the charge and ordered the case
to proceed. President Peters then entered
a plea of not guilty and he was Faroled in
the custody of his counsel until August
10, when the examination is to take place.

It is said that counsel for the railroad
company still insists that the Magistrate's
court has no jurisidetion in such cases and
an effort may be made to tranafer the case
to the Court of Special jons.

For a long time the residents of Long
Ieland City have complained of the smoke
nuisance from the Long Island Railroad
locomotives and complaints have repeatedly
been made to the Board of Health, which
sent out officers to arrest the engineers
who were found burning soft coal on their
engines. Within the last few weeks numer-

ous arrests of this kind were de, but
when the engineers were arraig in ocourt
they were generally disohqu_ohd, especially
by Magistrate Connerton, o latter re-

cently announced that he would entertain no
more complaints against the engineers and
that if the Board of Health wanted to put
a stop to the soft coal nuisance it would
have to summon the officials of the railroad
into court to answer complainte.

JAIL END OF TRUST LAW VALID.

Ohlo Judge's Ruling In Toledo Ice Cases
Upholds the Valentine Law Entire.

ToLepo, Ohio, Aug. 3.—When Judge W. A,
Babeock of Cleveland overruled the “false
as hell” motions in the famous ice trust
cases this afternoon he placed upon record
an Important decision.

The big point is this; One of the best
known Judges in Ohio has held, and has
oited a long list of authoritles to substantiate
his holding, that the Valentine anti-trust
law is constitutional, particularly in regard
to the impribonment feature, which was
attacked.

The chances are that nothing further
will be done till fall, and during the inter-
vening time the ice men will remain at
liberty. But eventually it is believed they
will have to serve their sentence, as this
ruling of Judge Babcock leaves them
without a leg upon which to stand.

The presi-
dent of the association, Nicholas Bennett,
had a personal interview on the subject
with Cardinal Gibbons, who promi
would use his influence regarding Sunday
weddings and other Sunday affairs,

MILLER FINALLY DISMISSED.

The Public Printer Removes Him on Charges

of Insubordination.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 8.—Public Printer

Charles A. Btillings has determined to rid

the Government Printing Office of certain

factionalists who have disturbed the serenity
of the big concern for the last two years.
He received a letter from Becretary Loeb
to-day telling him that the President would
not interfere in his efforts to put the Govern-

ment Printing Office on an economical

and efficient basis, “or in securing proper
discipline among the employees.” BSecre-
tary Loeb referred to a number of com-
plaints that had been sent to the President
by printing office employees and said

that in replying to them the President
had said that he would not interfere with
the Public Printer in his conduct of the
office.

“What the President expects from your

administration is results, and he will hold

ou responsible therefor,” wrote Secretary

b.
The Public Printer to-day dismissed
W. A. Miller, formerly assistant foreman

of the bindery, and Milo Shanks, formerly

foreman of the second typesetting division.
These dismissals followed quickly upon
the removal of J. W. Powers, who was in
charge of the waste paper section.

The case of Miller has attracted wide-
spread attention because of the fact that
in 19008, when he was suspended by the
then PublicPrinter Frank Palmer of Illinois
Miller was restored to duty bK order o
the President. This act on the part of
the President was in no way a personal
one. Miller was removed by Public Printer
Palmer because of his suspension from
membership in the Bookbinders’ Union.
The President's order relnstating Miller,
which was issued on the ground that his
dismissal was illegal for the reason that
three days had not been given him to show
why he shoull not be removed, practically
made the Government Printing Office an
open shop in the opinion of trade unionists.

Miller got into trouble in the present
instance because of his alleged refusal to
obey the orders of his superior officer,
who charged that he was insubordinate.
Miller received three notices from the Pub
lic Printer that charges had been preferred
against him and that an opportunity would
be given him to answer them. He ignored
the communications from the Publio Printer,
and his dismissal was the result,

Movements of Naval Vessels.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 8.—The cruiser Chi-

The Queen #lso won one of the Rear Com-
modore’'s cups, whichwere offered for schoon-
ers of Classes A, B and C, so that three cups
went to the Maxwell family to-day.

I'ne sloop Effort, owned by P. M. Smith,
next tosthe Queen, made the best showing
of any yacht in the fleet, Bhe sailed agalnst
the Weetamoe, Neola, Irolita and Hester
and won easily., The Wgetamoe, the second
boat in this class, was beaten by the Effort
by 11 minutes 5 seconds. The Effort also cap-
tured a rear-commodore*s cup, salling agalnst
the Rainbow, Yaukee, Vigilant and Sybarita,
and the boats in her own class, The Vigilant
and Sybarita were the largest of these yachts
and they were both beaten by the Yankee,
The Yankee had to allow 26 minutes 50 seconds
to the Effort, and at the finish line the Effort
was within twenty minutes of the actusal
time made by the Yankee and she beat that
boat by 7 minutes 81 seconds.

The sailing of the Queen and the sloops
was watched by the yachts with particular
interest because of the bearing this race
might bave on the result of the King's cup,
The Queen won with plenty to spare, but the
conditions were such as to help the larger
boat, and the race showed that the Effort
must be considered as having & good chance
to win the big cup next week.

The rear commodore's cup for the smaller
sloops was won by Trenor I, Park's Mimosa
I11., and the cup for the smaller schooners
went to the Katrina, owned by .James B,
Ford.
