Unbreked by His Stable Connections
' ~Johnny Carry Lost Opportunity

The men who have been backing Angler in
nearly all of his successiul races recently loat
confidence In the Hindao horse yesterday,
Jack Odom, his owner, suid that he did not
belleve Angler could pick up 120 pounds and
win, and, furthermore, he did not think the
horsa could run in the heavy" going. As a
result, Bob Rose, Mattie Corbett, Dave Gideon,
John A, Drake, A, B, Hudson and other skilled
operators in the clubhouse either passed up
the race entirely or bet on H. E. Rowell's
Corrigan, Odom watched lis horse carefully
from start to finish. When three-quarters of
a mile had been congpleted he sald:

“Ballor Boy Is gotng easily and my horse
cannot get to him.”

Then Angler began to run in earncst, and
as he gradually wore Sallor Boy down Odom
threw up his hands,

“I did not bet a penny on him,” heremarked,
sadly, “He fooled me sure, He is a great
little horse,”

Angler has now won six straight races, or
geven out of his last eight starta, He woyld
have probably won all of these events but for
poor racing luck in the affair which brought
about his defeat., His earnings in overnight
purses in these seven guccessful races foot
up 86,570, Angler is a little horse who has
been hard to beat with light weights, but his
performance with a comparatively heavy
burden on his back yesterday raised him high
in the estimation of the turf sharps. It ls
doubtful if Odom would sell him at any prioe,
Angler was originally brought East by Wood-
ford Clay, but he did not develop his real
merit until Odom took hold of him, To his
young owner, therefore, belongs all the credit
of his present remarkable form,

There was & time when John H. Carr, the
owner of Alta Farola, who won the last raca
at 40 to 1, was the possesser of a shifty stable
and a fat bank roll. But luck turned against
him and he lost much of his belongings. Of
late Carr has not cut much of a figure inturf
affaire, chiefly because he had a poor lot of
horses and did not do much betting, The
last time Alta Farola started, Mickey Crim-
ming, who reda the Faraday filly, told Carr
that she had been shut off repeatedly, and
that she was worth a bet in her next start if
the track was heavy, Carr either forgot all
about the tip or did not care to follow it, for
he failed to bet on the filly at the long, juloy
odds on tap. Crimmins was the personifica-
tion of confidence in the paddock before the
race, but Carr, who gave hiin minute instruc-
tions, was not 8o sanguine, When Crimmins
came home in all his glory, therefore, Carr
realized that the boy had given him a tip
which, if he had accepted it, would have
netted him a new bank roll.

“Will Jacquin win?" the plungers In the
nuvak asked Dave Johnson.
