His juvenile appear-
anoe is somewhat heightened by his long
flowing black mustache, whioh every old
voluntear flreman may wear without fear
of comment, Far be it from the reporter
to intimate that black is not at present the
natural color of the dockmaster’'s mustache.
Any man who jumps overboard twice in &
year ahd saves a boy from dying oach time
is entitled to use any kind of dye he pleases

Mr. Bollas dropped his pen and ran on
on the pler. He saw a youngster floun-
dering in the water about fifteen feet out
from the side of the pier. Mr. Bollas
swiftly reflocted on the boy and on his
brand new pante—that's what he called
them—and he decided that he had time to
eave both. 8o, right in publio, befere
several hundred boys and girls and a few
women, Mr. Bollas took off his new trousers
As he came out of the office he picked up a
coil of repe about forty feet long, which he
finds handy in helping to haul out the kids
that have a habit of tumbling off his pier.
He politely requested a man who had joined
the throng to look at the drowing boy to
hold one end of the rope and to hold it fast,
In one leap, that would have done credit
to an amateur athlete, the dockmaster
eplashed right down alongside the boy and
grabbed him by his hair, which was long
enough to grab, The boy tried to hug his
rescuer, but the dockmaster kept him at
arm's length and asked the man at the othcr
end of the pier to kindly haul in the line.
All the boys around, and some of the women,
too, who thought the circumstanoess war-
ranted the impropriety of looking at a mawn
without any trousers, strung along the
rope and had Mr. Bollas and the boy back

?n tlhe pier much too swiftly for their com-
ort.

The dockmaster explained later that he
believed in doing things methodically and
not in a hurry. e saw that he would not
have to sacrifice even his new pants if he
went about the rescue in the right way,
Of course, if the boy had been in such con-
dition that an immediate plunge would
have been necessary he would have let the
new pants go swimming, too. He had saved
& boy in a similar manner in the latter part
of last August and somebody, the Volunteer
Life Saving Association, he believed, had

iven him a medal for it, although he said

e could not see that he rved it.

The boi he flshed out yesterday was
pretty sick, ha.ving swallowed much salt
water. He was rubbed down and after he
had vomited a bit he was well enough to go
home.

FAST TROLLEYS CRASH; 2 DEAD.

Forty Injured in Colilsion on Ohlo Eleotrio

CLEVELAND, Aug. 4.—Two crowded cars
running thirty miles an hour collided on the
Lake Shore Electric Railway, near Ver-
million, thirty miles west of Cleveland, late
this afternoon.

Fixes Employees’ Thefts at $128,000.
Pi1rTsBURG, Aug. 4.—The Union Trust

Company to-day admisted the facts of the

big robbery in that bank when it caused

to be published in the evening papers a

statement from President ‘McEldowney,

as follows:

Hix-
ton is now lodged in the Allegheny county
jail, and the Union Trust Comp-ng will dn
all that is necessary to arrest C. B. Wrayo
who has escaped, and see that he is punished
to the fullest extent of the law.

“The Union Trust Company on Friday,
August 3, oharged to the profit and loss
account $125,000, the full amount of its loss.

Girl Says Feraro Wronged Her—"I Am

More grieved because she had lost her
job in a sweatshop than that she bad killed
Niocola Feraro, Daminipa Chiavetti was
arraigned before Magistrate Breen in the
Tomba oourt 'yesterday, echarged with
murder. He at onoce remanded her to the
Coroner. Het appearanceé in'court excited
little:.interest. The ' court attachés and
frequenters have grown pocustomed to
“unwritten law® cases of this kind. £

Dominica is short and thin, weighing
about 100'pounds. ‘She wore a dingy gray

ocoat; vovering a gaudy pink skirt, and
white waist and a blaeck.straw hat of the
picture sort. She is only ‘22 years old,
but has the sallow, brownish complexion
common among the Mulberry street
Italian women,of 80 or more. Her face
{6 ' much scarfed by smallpox. While wait-
ing for Policeman George W. Barton to
make his afidavit she told Coroner Acritelli

her stofy. . .

“If he had left me alone I would not have
killed him,” she said.

“But I am glad he's dead. I am only
sorry I lost my place in the cloak factory.

"“Nicola came to the cloak fa
three months ago,” she said, “durin,
noon hour.

That made
me crazy, for I knew Nicola was already
married. When I met him yesterday at
Worth and Baxter streets he said he wanted
me to go to Brooklyn with him. Then he
began to say how much he loved me. K ]

“I am dying for love of you,’' he said,
When he raid ‘dying’ I remembered I had
my brother’s revolver with me.

“‘Then die!' I cried, pulling out the re-
volver. ‘I would sooner have you die than
die myself.” He started to run and I fired,
once, twice, three times—I don't know.
A policeman—this man here—arrested me.
1 don't care. If I had not killed him he
would kill me. He was afraid I would ex-
pose him. I am glad he is dead.”

By this time the affidavit was complete
and roner Acritelli signed the paper
committing the woman to the Tombs with-
out bail, She walked out as if the Tombs
had no terrors for her.

NOYIELDINGTO LITHOGRAPHERS

Employers Deny That Any of Them Are
Glving In to the Unlon.

The assertion of the striking lithographers
that several members of the National As-
sociation of Employing Lithographers in
this city had broken away and settled with
the union was officially denied yesterday
by the board of directors of the association,
It was learned that for some time hack the
employing lithographers have had strike
clavses in the contracts with moat of their
customers, which they can take advantage
of until they can man their shops. A mem-
ber of the hoard of directors who acted as
press committee yesterday said:

“Since the strike we have made individual
agreements with non-union men and strikers
and are putting them to work as soon as
we get them in bunches. Some of the
men who are on the street to-day have
individual agreements with us in their
pockets and are waiting a call from us to
go to work, All the contracts, or nearly all
of them, have strike contracts, but we are
making every effort to man the shops as
soon as poesible,”

Asked if the scarcity of men was a chronio
difficulty, he raid:

“It has been for the past four or five
years.”

“Then how do you ﬁropnse to fill the,
places of the strikers?” he was asked.

“Partly by the strikers returning to work
and partly by the men we get from the
trade schools,” he replied. “\we expect A
large {vroponion of the strikers to return
individually. we do mnot care whether
they belong to the union or not so long as
they come to ue as individuals. The trade
is such that strictly union rules which
the union wants to have obeyed absolutely
in every particular cannot always be fol-
lowed. “A good deal of our orders consist
of emergency work which is wanted at
once to make it available and must be
finished in & hurry. At the same time we
have been always willing to deal with a
union provided the union was willing to
arbitrate. We helieve the reason the union
refurad to ratify the agreement made by
its officers this spring was that the eight
hour demand was in contemplation and it
did not want to arbitrate the question for
fear the decision might be rendered against
the union.”

At the headquarters of the strikers there
was nothing to report except that the strike
would continue until it was won, Prepara-

WORK OF SECRET SERVICE MEN.

They Made 886 Arrests Last Year, Mostly
for Passing Counterfelt Meney.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 4.—There were 850
arrests by Secret Service officers last year,
according to the report of John E. Wilkie,
chief of the Secret Service, made public
to-day. Of the offences 212 were for passing
counterfeit silver coin, €5 for altering or
attempting to piss altered obligations of
the United States, 27 for manufacturing or
seeking to pass counterfeit paper mobney
and 28 for manufacturing or séeking to
pass counterfeit minor coin. Of the offend-
ers 244 were born in the United Btates,
18 in Italy and 9, the next highest number,
in Russia, California furnished the largest
lnumber osf cases, 37; Pennsylvania the second
argest, S4.

The Secret Service officers captured dur-
notes

and $19,5620 in coins. Chief Wilkie says:

Three new counterfeit and two relssues of
old counterfeits appeared during the year.

August 16, 1905, a moderately deceptive $5
gilver certificate made in Italy and Imported
by various gangs of Italians in this country.
Passers of these notes in Ohio, Pennsylvanias,
Xew York and New Jersey have been con-
victed.

October 8, 1905, a $10 United States note of
deceptive workmanship appeared in New
York. Only three of these notes were olrou-
lated.

October 14, 1003, a relssue of the $10 United
States note, first described In our ecircular
latter of July 20, 1003, was put in circulation,
with a few minor changes.

November 6, 1905, a fairly good counter-
feit of a $10 United States note appeared In the
West, The maker and passer were arrested
and convicted and the plates captured.

December 8, 1905, there was a second relssue
of the $10 United States notes of July 29,
1903, and October 14, 1905,

During the last six months of the fiscal
vear there was not one new oounterfeit note
issued,

The source of low grade silver oounterfelt
standard and half dollars in New York city
was discovered and the maker, one Angeloni,
| & skilled Italian silversmith, was canvicted,
his complete plant being confiscated by agents
| of the service. The receipta of dounterfeit
. low grade gilver coins in the S8ub-Treasury
at New York since that raid have dropped
to a merely nominal flgure.

the Smithsonian Institution enaots tha
it “shall have the custody of objects’ of
art, the results of curious and foreign re-
search,” that the Smithsonian is thereby
created a national gallery of art and meets
the condition imposed by the language of
Miss Johnston's wvill, which left the collec-
tion of twenty-nine paintings, busts and
other valuable relics to the Corcoran Gallery
of Art until such time as the United States
Government shoull establish a nationas]
gallery, The Johnston collection will be
