Violators of speed regulations In Phila-
delphia have had thelr woes increased by &
recent order issued by Director of Publie
Bafety Bheldon Potter.

Most club members or garage proprietors
ean recall instances of striking differences in
the wearing qualities of cars of exactly the
same model In the hands of different owners,
says the Automobile, One autoist will get
satisfactory service throughout an entire
season of continual use of a car, while another
in the same neighborhood, using his car
less frequently perhaps, will have frequent
trouble and bave to pay considerable sums
for replacements and repairs. Usually the
owner,iwho has to pay the bills, blames the
manufacturer of the car. and never thinks
that he himself Is largely responsible for
the difference in car and tire efficlency and
durabllity, If any one thing more than
another causes unsatisfactory service it is
fmperfect lubrication. This is the case with
many of the so-called careful drivers, who,
baving consideration for the car in not slam-
ming it over all sorts of roads at high speed,
cannot understand why the machine deterio-
rates rapidly. Often their education in the
use of machinery has been confined to the
maintenance and use of a horse drawn car-
riage, In which an occasional greasing of
the axles is sufficient, and they do not realize
EM the modern automobile is really a road

"“There were 101 éars in that test and over
one-third came through with periecy scores.
Many of the others had trifling accidents
or were penalized for something which had
no benrlnf whatever on the work of the car.
Over at Deotroit the automobile club pro-
moted a run of 100 miles and a large number
of the members turned out and enfoyed
the trip. Chicago, the natural centre of
the automobile industry in the West, will
have a reliability test along common sense
lines next Thursday, and it is one in which
manufacturers, dealers and owners alike
should participate. It will afford a good
demonstration of the reliability of the car
afid at the same time be an enjoyable little
tonr. There are a few grades that will test
the cars as severely as any grades in a day's
fourney from Chicago, and all the ordinary
problems encounter in country touring
will be found on this 100 mile trip. Tt is a
pleasure trip that the average motor car
owner can take without loss of time, the
expense is not worth mentioning and the
run will bring out the weak points of the car
{f it has any, but more espeolally will it bring
out the weak or gtrong points of the driver—
and of ten the car is blamed for something In
which the driver is at fault.”

Paul H. Deming, of Detroit, chairman of the touring
committee, a noa-contestant, camz throuzh in his usual
faultless style, carrying in his runabout from two to
seven people, as the duties of his position demanded.

J. G. Cassatt, of Philadelphia, not oaly drove from his
hom: to the starting point at Buffalo, but also drove
from the finish at Bretton Woods back to Philadelphia,
thus putting to his credit the greatest mileagze of anyone
participating In the tour. Mr. Cassatt’s only penal-
ization was due to a piece of waste clogging his gasoline -
line,
