WaSHINGTON, Aug. B.—A Benate doou-
ment whioh contains a history of the case
of Major Estes G. Rathbone, who was con-
vioted of postal frauds in Cuba during the
military ocoupation of the island, has just
peen issued at the Government Printing
Office and is being widely circulated by
Major Rathbone and his friends, A rveso-
Jution providing for the printing of all the
papers in the case and setting forth Major
Rathbone's side of the issue between him-
eolt and Major-General Wood paesed the
genate at the instance of Benator Dick of
Ohio at the recent session.

The document is made up of official
correspondence and records in connection
with the Cuban tal frauds, the contro-
versy between Major Rathbone and Gen,
Wood and a story of the fight which Ma or
Rathbone's firm friend, the late Senal
Hanna, mado against Gen. Wood. In lt
Major Rathhone rets forth his claim for an
investigation. He contends that he was
an oficer of the Post Office Department
in Cuba and wae tried in a forelgn country
by a tribunal appointed by and acting
under the authority and direction of the
military Governor of Cuba, and that
did not have a fair and impartial trial,
He continues:

*] was subjected to trlal by arbitrary
and unusual modes of procedure, contrary
glike to the original laws of Cuba and the
fundamental principles of Jjustice. The
proceeding which led to my conviction
was not a judicial proceeding, but was a
gpecial _proceeding, directed and con-
trolled Ly the military Governor (Gen,
Wood), wi\n issued ordems, inetructions and
communications to the courts from tims
t“ \.mn according to the exigencles of the

\'nh-r Rathbone charges that Gen. Wood
directed the amount and character of hie
bail, and alleges that hearsay and ex parte
evidence were admitted nst him, that
witnesses were not summoned in his behalf,
that the courts were a part of the mﬂlu.ry

overnment, that Gen, Wood held certain
ﬁrlnq of his expenditurea to be improper
while he held other items of the mllltary an

Rathbone defends h appointment of
Reever and Neely by quoting a letter from
former First Assistant Postmaster-General
Perry 8.
