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SCANDAL ABOUTEVANS BSTATE

LAWYERS ACCUSE EXECUTORS OF*
WASTE OR WORSE.

Representative of the Tho mas W, Fvans
Museam and Institute Noelety Says He
Beleves That Three Have Appropriated
Large Sums to Thelr Persohial Use,

Frederio. R, Coudert, represanting somo
of the heirs of Dr, Thomas W, Evans, the
dentist, who died on November 14, 1807,in
Paris, leaving a fortune estimated at about
$5,100,000, sald In court yesterday before
Bupreme. Court Justice (liegerich that he
believed the executors of Dr. Evans had been
gullty of gross mismanagement, improvi-
dence and waste, and’ that under their
management the estate had suffered con-
siderably.

Joseph W, Catherine, a Philadelphia
lawyer, representipg the Th mas W. Evans
Museum and Institute Society, to found
whioch Dr. Evans left the bulk.of his estate,
followed Mr. Coudert by declaring that he
belleved, from pérsonal investigations he
has made, that three of the executors had
appropriated a large part of the estate to
their own pereondl uses and were unable
and unwilling to account for it,

The executors so denounced are Charles

.¥F. Muller of TUtica, Edward A. Crane of

New York city, who died on February 25
fast, and Arthur E, Valois of North Hector,
N.Y. These three have been known since
they took hold of the estate as the French
executors, because they went to Franoce
and took charge there of the property be-

-Jonging to Dr. Evans. This property is
- paid to have been worth in the neighbor-

hood of $4,000000, There were three other
exeoutors, Horace S8, Ely of New York,

. ‘Willilam W, Heberton of . Wayne, Pa,, and

Josaph M. Wilson of Philadelphia. FEly
‘and Wilkon are dead and only Heberton
remains of the trio known as the American
executors,

Mr. Coudert and Mr. Catharine came
before Justice Giegerich gn a motion to
compel the executors to grant an‘inspection
of the books and accounts connected with
the estate and their management. The
motion was made in the suit begun over
two years ago by the executors for a judicial .
determination of the meaning and legal
effect of some of the clauses in the will.

Ever gince Dr. Evans died there has been
much trouble conce rning the erection of the
myseum which he desired to see built in
Philadelphia, his native city. The city
officials have fought hard to get hold of the
money coming to the city for this purpose,
but the opposition of certain heirs-at-law
resulted in prolonged litigation. Finally
the executors and the heirs-at-law reached
& compromise, to which the city of Phila-
delphia agreed, by which the heirs were (o
get $800,000 in settlement of all their claims,
Of that amount $100,000 was to be pell at
once and the balance in a year. ’

That agreement went into eflect six
years ago last June, yet the heirs have got
nothing moré yet than the original $100,000,
The executors. by thefr own showing, have
paid out only $240,000 on account of the
direct bequests in the will. 1eaving an un-
paic balance of about $25,000 of such be-
quests, They have expended only $24,3)0
on the monument which Dr. Evans wished
built over his grave, though the will directed
that they should spend between $100,000 and

' $200,000. and they still retain the $700,000

balancd which was to be distribnted among'
the contesting heirs. Not a dollar lms been.
raid to the city of Philadélphia fdr the
museum foundation.

Mayor Weaver of Philadelphia, as presi-
dent of the board of trustees of the Thomas
W. Evans Museum and Institutg, Seeiety,
has incorporated all this into an affidavit
submit t]’d Mr. Catharine to Justice
Qiegerich, Mayor Weaver also says that
on June 18, 1905, in France, the executors
gave to Mr. Catharine a statement of their
receipts and disbursements up to December
81, 1004, This statement showed that they
had received $2,511,672 and had disburzed
$1,241,807. The disbursements are un-
itemized and, accordin% to the allegationa
of their own complaint in the suit now

nding, the{ have expended only about
&'&,000. “Where has the rest gone to?*
Mayor Weaver and the heirs are asking.

Accepting as_correct the statement of
disbursements, Mayor Weaver points out
that then the French assets, real and per-
sonal, left available for the museum after
the rest of the legacies have been paid
and the monument fund and compromise
money has been expended, will not exceed
$850,000, from which sum even then the
commissions due the executors must be
paid. But Mayor Weaver believes that
even since that statement was rendered
the Frenoh estate has been further depleted.
The New York property is valued at about
$1,000,000 and the Philadelphia property:
at about $100,000. f

Police
Surgeon Johnson was sént to examine the
policeman and he ordered Donaghue to
report for duty the next morning at 8
o'clook, He didn't do ‘s0 and has been
carried 6n the station house blotter as
“absent without leave” ever sinoe.

The blotter entry made by the sergeant
in the case of the arrest of Brown is sig-
nificant in that it states that “Donaghue
failed to inform priconer that he was an
officer or to show his shield.” The ent:
also says that Donaghue eaid that he wasn't
reporting for duty. .

Jonaghue has been on the force only a
short time. He is 23 years old, and previous
to entering the department was a carpenter.
His home is at 815 West 187th steet.

Governor of North Carolina Sends Soldlers
to Assist the SherifT.

It is rumored that the railway people
have discovered a plot to take the alieged
murderers of Foreman Beachman from the
jail at Greensboro and lynch them.

The woman was sen for the mur-
der of her husband, Albert MoVickar.
She killed him with poison and put his body
into a trunk. She lost her nerve while
waiting to check the trunk and left it on
the station platform at Stockton There
ed suspicion. and the dis-
covery of the body led to- her arrest, It
was found she had committed bigamy and
had married a miner named Ledoux while
she was the wife of McVickar. It was to
free herself from MoVickar that she com«
mitted murder.

Congress
whioh vides that statistios as to mar-
riage shall also be oollected and put in
the form of bulletins for general distribu-

tion,

Divoros will be taken up first and the
work started in the large oities at this time
for the reason that the oourts not benl;\‘f in
sesslon better access can be obtal to
the records. The epecial agents of the
bureau will examine the records back to
1887, Co! directing that the inqu}r}yl

The range af questions asked as to di-
voroe is broad and comprehensive, Among
the queries to be put is one as to whether
intemperance wes & direct or an indirect
onuse of divorcs, Another is as to whether
alimony was asked, or granted.
