BRIDGE IN NEW MEXICO FOR
MOTOR DRIVEN VEHICLES.

Bulit Without a Fleer te Prevent Its Use by
Hofses ~Trying Exporiences of Walter
Hale While Touring in Spam ~Speed
Limit ‘May He Abelished in England,

An automobile bridge, bullt especially for
motor. driven vehlcles and so designed that
it cannot be used by horse drawn wagons,
has been eonmtructed in New Mexico, It is
on the Roswell-Torrance mall and passenger
stage line, and spans the Macho, a creek on
the route, Because of the heavy freshets
which aweep down the bed of the stream, the
bridge was bullt without any supports in
the ' watercourse, The bridge is unusual,
a8 It Is built without’a floor, to prevent its
use by oattle or hordes, The automobiles
croas it on narrow, low ralled tracks on either
side, a track for the wheels on each slde of
the cars, The bridge has the advantage of
simplicity and did not cost very much to
bulld, but it serves a'l the purposes for which
It was erocted as well as a more expensive
steel frame structure would.

Walter Hale, an actor-automobilist of New
York olty, has recently arrived In Paris with
his wife after a 1,300 mile tour In Spain and
France.

1 suppose he had an easler time of it, but it
takes influence about as great as his to get
an automobile away from the 'Rock.’ When
at last we got to Malaga 1 hoped for better
things, but sometimes I wished we were back
at Gibraltar. The country to Grenada over
the Sierra de Alhama and further on reminds
me of the deserts of Arizona and New Mexico.
We forded fifteen rivers in one day—that's a
sample—not just crossed them, but forded
them all. The roads are rough and rocky
and the hotels along the way are bad.”
