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FUSION PAILS IN NEBRASKA.

DEMOCRATIC CONVENTION NOMI-
NATES SHALLENBERGER.

Lacking Bryan's Guiding Hand for Firet
Time in Ten Years, Dolegates Are at Sea
~Platform Indorses ‘‘Worid's Firet

, Citizen” and Discusses State Issues

LixcoLN, Neb., Aug. 15.—The First Ne-
braska Democratio convention held in ten
years without the presence and guidance
of Col. W. J. Bryan Assembled here this
afternoon. An unusually large number
of delegates were in attendance, only seven
counties being unrepresented. -

A bitter fight arose over the question of
whether a Populist, in the person of George
W. Berge, or a Democrat should be nomi-
nated for Governor. Berge was pushed
forward by a large number of Democrats
because of his availability, having run far
abead of the Presidential tickets two years
ago. He was opposed by, the Bourbon
Democrate, who ¢emanded a Democratio
ticket entire, with no fusion.

Late to-night ex-Congressman Shallen-
berger, the Demoocrat, was mnominated,
456 3-5 to 871 2-6 over Berge, the fusionist.
Shallenberger is a banker.

The platform as adopted renews the
allegiance of the Nebraska Democracy to
the party of Jefferson, Jackson and Bryan,
and continues:

“We rejoioe in the rapid growth of Demo-
cratioc sentiment throughout the country
and appreciate the compliment bestowed
upon the party when its principles and doo-
trines are bodily appropriated by the few
progressive leaders of the Republican party.
“We watch with interest their efforts
to foroe their party to accept Democratio
dootrine and we deplore the helplessness
of their task. To their followers, how-
ever, we ¢xt:nd a hearty invitation to be
come Democrats in fact as they are in spirit,
and to join the Democratic ranks under
the leadership of America's distinguished
statesman, William Jennings Bryan,

“We extend to Mr. Bryan a hearty wel-
come. We rejolce that he stands to day a
a conspicuous and central figure in the
great moral and political revolution which
is now sweeping over the country. While
all of the States rejoice that he has become
the first citizen of the world it remains only
for our State to boast that it gave him
political birth and started him upop the
highway of fame and usefulness.”

State issues are discussed at great length
in the platform. Deoclarations are made
in form of the direct primary system of
making nominations: for a law making
the issuance of a free pass by a rallroad
official a misdemeanor and its acceptanoce
by a public offirer cause for forfeiture of
office: for a two-cent passenger fare: for
an elective railroad commission to ree ulate
rates within the State and censuring State
officers for fayoritism to railroad oor-

porations.

A spirited debate ensued over a recom-
mendation of the platform committee that
the oongentlon nominate a candidate for
United States Senator. G. M. Hitchoock
wanted to amend this by providing that all
Democratic Senatorial “candidates submit
their -claims to the voters on the election
ballot, pledging Demoocratic legislators to
support the man receiving the majority of
the votes. This was op b&w. H.
Thompson, the leading candidate for
Senator. .

After the convention got out of a par-
liamentary tangle it declared in favor of
the convention mominating a Senator.

Late Session Devoted to a Tedlous Roll
Call to Nominate for Governor.

Dar1as, Tex., Aug. 15.--The Democratio
State oconvention to-day indorsed Bryan
for the Democratic nominee for President
in 1008. The resolution went through with
a whoop. The other feature of the day
wes Senator Culberson’'s speech, most of
which was devoted to denunciation of trusts
and railroad sggressions.

The platform advocates & blanket pri-
mary election law, with a direct majority
vote, to take the place of nominations by
conventions. Prohibition is sidestepped
entirely. A law is demanded to prohibit
corporations from contributing to the cam-
paign funds of any individual or party or to
defezt any measure of legislation.

The calling of the roll on Governor for
the 283 counties on the first ballot will not
be finished until midnight, as each county's
primary election vote is being called out
by the secretaries for the individual candi-
dates, and algo the prorated convention
delegate vote down to the fraction of one-
one thousandth of a vote. The State com-
mittee’s tabulation, whioh will probably be
verified by the convention, gives the follow-
ing approximate result: T. M. Campbell,
21234; 0. B. Colquitt, 169}4; C. E. Bell, 10435;
M. M. Brooks, 158)4.

When this tabulation is verified Brooks
will be dropped as the low man and the
reul fight for the nomination begin
among the remaining three candidates on
the socond ballot. The second ballot can-
not posaibly be reached before to-morrow.
