Year's Earnings of the Two Roads Handed
out, but for Reasons of Cerperstion
Polley Curlosity About Dividends Is
Unsratined —Both Stocks at High Tide.

peaific and Southern Pacifio rallroad
aystems made publlc yesterday the eatl-
mated incomes for both syswems for the

gear en’ ol June 80, 1006, Wall Street has
peen anxious for some weeks to know the
earnings of the Southern Paocifio, the regu-
lar announcements of which were suspended
after the San Franclsco disaater.

Within ahout & month the atock of the

gonthern Pacific has advanced from 64
to &%, which was its high water mark,
reached yesterday afternoon. In the same
period Union Pacific common stock ad-
vancad ahout 24} points to 16834, also its
high water mark and also reached yeater-
day afternoon.

Both of these stocks rose under the im-
pression that because the company had
bean withholding the publication of its

earnings it had accumulated sufficient to
(’N‘larn a cemi-annual dividend of 2 per cent.
upon Southern Pacifio stock, which has as
yet never paid any dividonds As the
Union Paclfic owns $00,000,000 worth of
gouthern Pacifio stock it was reasoned that
as soon as Southern Pacific was put on a
4 per cent. basis Union Pmiﬂo would have
an additional income of $3,800,000, which
would enable it to declare a 7 per oent.
dividend instead of its present 6 per cent.

That was the way Wall Street was cipher-
fng yesterday, but "Mr. Harriman instead of
handing out any dividends merely issued
the estimated earnings of the companies,

No reason could be got at the company's
offices for the non«announcement of a divi-
dend or whether there has heen any action
whatever taken on the dividends, but it
was said that the announcement conoern-
ing the Union Pacifio dividend and the
contemplated SBouthern Pacifio dividend
was withheld as a matter of corporation

GOSSIP OF WALL STREET.

Myatery makes money In spsoculation,
There ocan be little speculation after all the
news is out, but if the Street s kept teeming
with reports of dividend increases and other
impending developments there is always
some one to put a bet one way or the other
on the truth of the report. Bo in profit
taking after a certaln stock has been moved
up inside operators have found It better to
closs out their lines before the announce-

ment of a dividend, for Instance, than after-
ward.

A great many people in Wall atreet yester-
dny wore cynical enough to belleve that the
delay in announcing dividend action on the
Harriman stocks was prompted by no higher
motive than to keep up the mystery while
insiders unloaded, These persons found it
Impoasible to belleve that the directors of
the Wnion and Bouthern Pacific companies,
If they had not actually declared the divi-
dends, had not, at least, agreed upon the rate
to be fixed. Cobncealment of thelr action,
they Insisted, was all part of & market scheme

to get the public to take the stocks on the
prices run up by insiders.

“The direotors of both companies,” sald
ane broker, * ust have known for some
time that the earnings were more than suf-
flolent to justify a 4 per cent. rate for South-
ern and a 7 per ocent, rate for Union. Up to
to-day the Street was fed with rumors and the
earnings were concealed, and to-day, when
every one had been led to belleve that the
dividends would be announced, dividend
action {s withheld and the earnings are given
out simply to keep alive interest in the stocks,
The earnings are expected to sustain the
stocks in the market while folks within the
company eonvert paper profits into cash,

A financier who (s & very heavy stock-
holder in Pennsylvania and Is active In the
current movement in that stock has been
oheek by Jowl, It is said, with E, H. Harri-
man In the movement In Bouthern and Union
Pacific. It Is belleved that the movement
in Southern was oconcelved before the San
Francisco earthquake but that the chance
for large profit was not appreclated until
after Mr. Harriman had taken his trip to
the Coast and learned that the property was
not seriously damaged. An opportunity to
acquire long lines cheaply was afforded both
in the early May slump, as a consequence
of the earthquake, and In the bear move-
ment In June. Meanwhile Southern Pacific
earnings were suppressed, so that the publio
knowledge of the earnings consisted In the

reports for the first seven months of the year
alone,

Mr. Harriman is belleved to be assisting
the Pennsylvania financier in the movement
in that stock In return for the assiatance
given by the latter in Bouthern and Union.
Pennsylvania, according to brokers, moves
more easlly than In any other previous move-
ment of the stock. There Is a conslderable
short Interest held by the faro pool, but it Is
not belleved that the short Intereat is as large
as usual. An explanation of this is found
in the faot that it is more expensive to sell
Pennsylvania, a 860 share stock, than before
the amendment to the stock tax law went
into effect. Professionals dislike it on this
account, so that when the stock goes up it
encounters little resistance from short selling.

The Investment markets are lifeless
becauss oapital can find more profitable
employment in ordinary commércial channels
than in investment in securities. If money
rates are to remain high indefinitely, as there
{s every indloation will be the case, there can
be only one ultimate remedy for this situation,
That is for investment returns to be increased
elther by larger dividends on stocks or by
lower prices for both bonds and stocks. Con-
fining the question to the stock market, |t
seems probable that the remedy will be ap-
plied largely in the way of increased dividends.
Provided the money situation does not become
acute, the immediate future of the stock

market, therefore, seems to fayor the side
ot hl;her prices, at least in speclal {ssues.”

Don't Want te Sell It All at Onoe —No Spe-
olfication Yet of Objeots the Meney Is
te Be Speat On-8t. Panl Stock-
holders Can Have All the New 8t, Paul,

Following close upon the report in the
financial district, which was denied in a
statement fssued in Chicago by Preaident
Hughitt, the Chicago and Northwestern
directors have issued a call for & meeting
of stockholders and bondholders to be held
on October 18 to ask for authority to in-
crease the aggregate capital stock of the
railroad to $200,000,000.

The present outstanding stock, inoluding
both common and preferred, of the Chicago
and Northwestern amounts to $100,000,000.

The circular announcing the meeting
to authorize the additional $100,000,000 of
common stook does not state the purpose
for which the money is to be used. Power
ia asked for the directors to issue it from
time to time in such amounts as the board
may determine.

When the new stock is authorised it will
raise the authorized issues of the company,
including bonds, to $3562,015,000.

The authorization of $100,000,000 of new
stock will put the directorate in a position
like that of the boards of the Union Pacifio,
Southern Paocifio,' New York Central and
Bt. Paul roads. All of these companies
at the present time have large blocks of
stock authorized but still unissued.
