'RECORDED IN WASHINGTON.

Earth Tremors Caught by the Selsmographs
4 There.

WasuinaToN, Aug. 17.—The Weather
Bufsau to-day issued the following speocial
earthquake bulletin:

“Avery heavy,distant earthquake was re-
oorded on the seismographs at the
Weather Bureau in Washington yesterday
at 5 minutes and 22 seconds past 7 P. M.,
76th meridlan time. Complete and per-
feot repords were obtained of both the
north and south and the east and west
movements of the earth,

“The earth tremors at Washington were
of éomparatively slow and deliberate mo-
tionl, each ocomplete movement covering
frora 18 to 40 seconds of time. The earth-
quake lasted continuously for several hours
and finally ceased at about midnight. The
most violent shook ocourred at 7 bours
42 minutes 26 seconds P. M.

“From press reports this (s evidently a
record of the great Chilean earthquake
of August 16 and is the heaviest recorded in
Washington since the S8an Francisco earth-
quake.”

When the Coroner went to the house
this afternoon to hold an autopsy the dog
would not let him near his dead master.

TWICE BEFORE SHAKEN BY DE-
STRUCTIVE EARTHQUAKES.
—_—

Fleed and Fire, Too, Fave SBwept the City
Inaptly Named ‘“‘Valley of Paradise”
~Sacked Twice in Its Early History
~Other Chilean Towss Mave Sufféred,

Valparaiso has bepn twioce sacked thrice
has it been racked by earthquakes, thrice
has it been scourged by fire and onoe has
it been drowned by flood. No ocity of Bouth
America has received so many visitations
of evil as this *Valley of Paradise,” inaptly
so named by a Spenish discoverer in the
sixteenth century,

Don Juan de SBaavedra, a captain under
Almagron, Spanish voyager and soldier of
fortune, sailed into the crescent bay where
the city afterward stood in the year 1682,
He was struck by the beauty of the spot
and immediately ohristened this new bay
on the little explored western coast by the
name that it has borne through much tribu-
lation since. Pedro de Valdivia visited the
place In 15643 and formally affirmed the
oholce of the name given the then strug-
gling colony by its foster father.. Don
Luis de Avala, one of the early governors
of New Spain, made the settlement a munic-
ipality under royal charter in 1791 aftor it
bhad been sorely tried by many (years of
misfortune. L

In 1678 Sir Francis Drake safled into the
harbor of Valparaiso and bombarded the
town, afterward sacking it of its treasure
and putting many of its inhabitants to the
sword. Sir John Hawkins, gentleman
slave trader and pirate; visited the Spanish
settlement later and again the town was
given up to pillage. : 2 ol

The year 1780 witnessed the first great
earthquake that shook Valparaiso. Prac-
tically the whole town was destroyed in

this convulgion and only after many years:

of slow progreass did it recover. In 1822 a
seoond earthquake came to shake down
what had been rebuilt. In this catastropbe
many lost their lives.. A great fire swept
the city in 1843, destroying $1,000,000 worth
of property. Hardly had the fofrtunes of
the oommunity. begun to mend when a
sscond fire licked up flve times as much
wealth as had the first.  This was in 1858.

When the Spanish made the last futile
attempt to destroy the republio of Chile in
1866 they sent a fleet into the harbor of
Valparaiso and the town was mercilessly
bombarded. What with the damage
wrought with the shells and the fire that
followed $10,000,000 was the loss counted
up. The last great disaster “preceding
the one which the Chilean city has just
suffered came in 1888, when a large dam
back of the city burst and a portion of the
business distriot was was away Wwith
great loss of life. The city at the last

Travellers say that the t sight of the
clty of Valparaiso confirms the belief in the
fitness of the baptismal name conferred
upon it by the old Spanish voyager. After
passing through a sea gate very much like
the one that gives entrance to the bay of
San Francisco, a passenger on an incoming
steamer sees the city, unless it has again
been wiped out, p up in terraces of sun
browned buildings upon the steep hills
that rise almost immediately from the
waterfront. The white towers. of cath-

CAN'T HAVE COUNTERFEITS.

Moses Collecticn Not Allowed to Go to the
Missouri Historical Soclety.
WASHINGTON. Auz. 17.—Secretary Shaw
decided to-day that he could not turn over
to the Missouri State Historical Society the
Moses collection of counterfeits which were
seizel somo time auo by Secret Service

officers.

William Moses was a St. Louis hanker who
had made a oollection of counterfeit notes.
At the time of his death he was cashier of
the Third National Lank of 8t. Louis. His
collection was found to comprise thirty-
seven specimens of oounterfeit national
currency, with numerous samples of State
counterfeits. In pursuance of directions
of Mr. Moses, his eyeoutor was preparing to
turn over the entire collection to the h‘ils-
souri Historical Society when the Secret
Service agents swooped down upon the col-
Jection, confiscated the notes and sent them
to Wuhlngwn.

Secretary Shaw decided that all the coune
terfeits of State and issues other than Na-
tional currency might ‘go to the Missouri

Society, but under the etatutes
the counterfeits of national currenoy must
be destroyed. The ocollection of thirty-
seven pieces was thereupon disthounted and
preparations made for their destruction,

One of the counterfeit. notes turned out
to be the missing twenty in'the series put
out by Emanuel Ninger of Philadelphia,
the expert counterfeiter with pen who was
sent to prison for twenty years in 1897.  He
oonfessed to the number of notes put into
ciroulation and all but one had beén “ac-
oounted for. it .

WOODRUFF ADDS TO THE TANGLE
IN REPUBLICAN POLITICS.

Ingists That the Lawyer Will Net Be a
Factienal Candidate~Odefl, it Is Sald,
Would Use Him as & Decoy to Capte
ure the State Legliatare This Fall.

The Republican Gubernatorial situation
promises, according to authorities last
night, to become as confused and desperate
as the Republican Mayoralty sitvation in
New York oity last fall. 1I'he domination
of ‘Mr. Odell as Governor and ohairman
has been accompanied, it was insisted, by
all that makes for disaster and disinte.
gration,

The fact that Charles E. Hughes had been
pounoced upon by Mr. Odell as his candidate
for Governor to beat Gov. Higgins for
renomination recalled that Mr, Odell last
fall offered his nomination for Mayor of
New York city to at least a soore of Repub-
licans. All refused to acoept the momina-
tion at the hands of Mr, Odell. In despera-
tion he seized upon William M. Ivins, and
My, Ivins gladly undertook the task only
to be the worst beaten candidate for Mayor
who ever ran under tWe Republican gon-
fdlon. i

Mr. Tvins, it was asserted, had no in-

herent strength ds a Republican, and the
whole play of -the' campaign  hereabouts
was' ¢ séoure oontrol of the Board of
Aldermon. While Mr. Ivins wds unmerci-
fully beaten,'thé ' Odellites captured the
Board of Aldermen'by ‘a large majority.
Mr. Hughes, it was deolared 'last night,
should he'ocept Mr. Odell's’ proffer of the
nomination for Governor and win In the
vonvention, would be subjected to the same
game that was played upon Mr. Ivins in
New York city, that is, Mr. Flughea’s can-

“If Gov. Higgins is a candidate for re-
nomination Mr. Hughes will not enter
the race. Mr. Hughes will not be a party
to any factional strife. He and Gov. Hig-
gins are on the best possible terms.”

“How does President Roosevelt stand
on the Hughes prorosition?”

“I don't think that President Roosevelt

will favor Hughes if Higgins {s a ocan-
didate,” said Mr. Woodruff. “The President
is as friendly to Higgins as he is to any
nossible candidate.”

. Mr. Woodruff, speaking of Wednesday's
meeting of the Republican State committee,
said:

“The action of the Btate committee will
arouse Gov. Higgins, and just as Mr. Odell
rebelled when an attempt was made to
throw. him out of the chairmanship, so will
Gov. Higgins resent any attempt to humil-
iate him. Moreover, the sentiment for
Gov.

Higgina's course has
been dignified, and at the same time he
has played good politics. His enemies are
doing all the worrying about how things
are coming out.

FROM PISTOL.

It Was He Whe Locked Vault of Brooklyn
Dime Savings Bank snd Disappeared
~Took Experts Three Days to Get at

- Seourities —Long's Accounts Al Right.

. Thomas C. Long, who was onoe chief
accountant, of the Brooklyn Dime Savings
Bank, committed suigide in Prospect Park
early last night by shooting himself in the
head with a revolver. He was 65 years old
and lived at 846 President street, & boarding
house kept by Mrs. Lily Burckett, He had
been liying there while his wife was in the
Catskill: Mountains, . .

Mr. Long left his boarding house late
in the afternoon, saying he was going for
a walk in Prospect Park and would be home
for dinder. ‘When he did not tdrn up the
othér boarders became worried and several
started out to make inquiries. In a short
time they learned that a man answeripng
the description of Mr. l:n: t;h:: killed
himeeif, and they identified his body at the
pol k;el o:&nt?onm':% which it had byeen re-

Mr., Long had been seen wulkin%nbout
the park sho before dusk., About 8
o'clock Thomas Mannix, living at 304 Court
street, heard a shot while he was entering
the Fiatbush avenue gate of the park. He
found Mr. Long stretched out on the lawn
behind a clump of bushes near the gate
with a bullet hole in the right temgple. He
was still alive and Mannix notified a police-
man, An ambulance wal summo! from
the Seney Hospital, but Mr. Long was dead
when the surgeon, Dr, Hutchinson, arrived,

Mrs. Long was notified of the death of
her husband and unloﬁupbod that she
would arrive in Brooklyn this morniog,

The dead man's daughter is the wife of
Dr. Molean of Whitman, Mass. She was
also notifled.

It was sajd at the boardlnfnhouse where
Mr, Lor;ﬁﬂll'vod that he was in good health
and spi when he left the house, and no
reason can be assigned for his act.
