Jottings of an Old Solicitor” (E. P. Dutton
and Company) very entertaining, for the

and Judges, with many anecdotes. Itis to
be yegretted that the cauclon which made
him a succeasful solicitor makes the author
refrain from telling many interesting things.
It ls provoking, too, that one who® memory
can go back so far ahould say so little 2bout
other changes, and reetriot his “jottings”
to his profession.

For some unacoountable reason people
in England® are writing up the obscure
women writers of the eighteenth century.
In some cases this is justified by the publi-
cation for the first time of letters or other
papers that throw light on the times or on
other more important than the sub-
Joct of the memoir. That excuse, however,
is wenting in “A Woman of Wit and Wis-
dom,” by Alics O. C. Gaussen (E. P, Dutton
& Co.), which is a biography of Miss Eliza-
beth Carter, the translator of Epictetus
and friend of Dr. Johnson, who lived to be
80 years of age.
