UNDER PINO GUERRA

REBELS

gitnation in Pinar del Rio Provinee Grows
Worse fer the Government —Rebel Rep-
resentative Says Propesal for United
states Intervention May Be Accepted.

Special Cable Despatch to THE SUN,

HAVANA, Aug. 24.—Pino Guerra, the insur-
gent leader whom the Government most
fears, has won another victory in the prov-
ince of Pinar del Rio, The Government
forces under Col, Fstrampe have been
driven back into the town of Guanes. The
insurgents numbered 2,800 men and the
Government troops between 1,200 and 2,000,
including militia companies enrolled in and
pear the scene of the engagement.

Previous despatches said that the two
poorly equipped artillery companies which
loft here twenty-four hours after Estrampe
and his main force had réached him before
ha =ot out frond Pinar del Rio, and that he had
received four fleld guns which were sent
forward at the same time. Concerning the
rebelr, it was reported that Guérra had
recruited 200 more men in the towns which

he had taken.

Col. Avalos has also been defeated by the
rebels near Pinar del Rio.

The increased reticence of the Govern-
ment justifies alarm as to the situation.
Reenforcements have been sent to Guanes.
It is suspeoted that there has been an up-
rising at Camaguey. The Government
telegraph officials refused to send TrE SON
correspondent’s despatches to Camaguey,
Matanzas and Cardenas inquiring as to the
situation in those places.

Senator Morna Campos Marqueti, Liberal,
who has joined the revolutionists, says
in an interview in the Telegrafo that he
has no doubt that the rebel chiefs have a
tully formed plan which they will gradually
work out. He says that honest elections
must ha granted by the Government. The
rebels are fighting for a oause and not for
onie man. They are willing to accept any
President who is legally elected, even
Fstrada Palma. The Senator is willing to
add his name to the list of 200 Cuban busi-
ness men in New York who purpose to ask
Preaident Roosevelt to send a commission
to see that an honest eleotion is held and
that the man elected is seated. He does
not desire American intervention, because
if the Americans come, God knows where
the movement would end. He believes
that the rebels will lay down their arms it
President Roosevelt agrees to send a non-~
partisan commission to investigate the
elections, whioh the Liberals allege were
traudulent. President Palma should be
wil to agree to this, for & tliree months
wat would reducé Cuba to a worse condi-
tion than the Bp;ghh war. x;’m the
Government. Dot W m win.
rumor that m n}r w& wnniog;
kllled Gen. Banderas, who was helplessly
wounded, ia sure toinflame the rebels, who
up to the present fiave been merciful. Ameri-
can interventlori, iowever, is not inevitable.
It Roosevelt should order the
appointment of dn investigating com-
mittee, Presidefit Palma mdy say that the
American Minister would be acceptable.

An {ndependent Benator, commenting
on the above statement, says the appoint-
ment of such & commission by Preeident
Roosevelt is impossible, as it would wound
Cuban independence. The parties must
settle the matter between themselves.
The sending of American troopé here would
be no solution of the trouble, Pino Guerra
has stated his grievances, and now the
Government should make its reply.

Orders for American flags to be used to
protect the property of citizens of the
United States in the provinece of Pinar del
Rio are pouring in here. No word has
come, however, of actual damage done by
the rebel forces, and it is thought unlikely
that there are yet any grounds for American
interference,

For a cause which has not been made
public the police to-day arrested here
Sefior Secades, the lawyer whom the QGarola
brothers and other men atrested on Sunday
for conspiracy had employed to defend
them.

Joré Miguel Gomez, who for a time was
it the head of a revolt at Sancti Spiritus
ip Santa Clara province, reached here this
morning, a prisoner, and was put in jail.

Col. Severino Caroid, with fifty mounted
men, passed Zaza this morning. He has
been joined by Pablo Torres, brother of the
owner of the Central Railroad.

The Government has telegraphed to Gen.
Rius Rivera, who {8 on a vacation, to réturn
and reassume the Sécretaryship of the
Interior.

The Government is equipping fifteen
coastwise steamers as gunboats, to ocarry
troops with guns and ammunition to all
coast points. These will be landed at
night and the troops will attempt to sur-
prise the rebels.

Dr. Honore Lane starts for New Orleans
to-morrow to buy 2,000 horses for the Gov-
ernment. Only 500 horses have been se-
cured in Havana. -

There are no details as yet as to the fight-
ing to-day in Pinar del Rio between the
Government troops and Pino Guerra's
forces. The Government has given out no
information on thé subjeet.

Seor Zayas, who was the Liberal
candidate for Vioe-President, says leading
men are urging President Palma to call a
o/nference of prominent Cubans to con-
sider a solution of the trouble.

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8300,000 FIRE IN 4TH STREET.

Three Bulldings Touched by Fiames ~Fires
man fs Hurt,

Three alarms were turned in just after

7:45 o'olock last night for a fire whioh started
on the fifth floor of a bullding &t 21 and 28
West Fourth street, spread %o the fifth and
sixth floors of an adjciniag building, cov-
ering 26, 27 and 20 West Fourth street, ahd
jumped to the eighth floor of a third build-
ing that includes the numbers 15, 17 and 10
West Fourth street and 267 Meroer street.
- By 9 o'clock the fire was under control
and an hour later it was out. Damage esti-
mated at about $300,000 was done by flames,
smoke and water,

The fire started in a hat factory owned
by Doniger Bros. An automatio alarm in
the factory gave warning. Deputy Chief
Kruger responded and sent a second alarm,
which brought Deputy Chief Binnse.

Three engines and watertowers No. 2
and No. 8 soon had streams on the flames.
Before the water could be turned on the
flamés spread through a doorway between
the factory rooms in 28 West Fourth street
to an extension of the same establishment
oh the fifth floor of the building 28, 27 and
29 on the same street.

While t}n fire was being fought from
the front it jumped to the top floor of the
eight story Adler Building, on the corner.
By carrying & line of hose up through the
building across the street the firemen were
able to confine this new outbreak to the
top floor.

Fireman Daniel Cullen of Hook and Lade
der Company ® was cut in the thigh by
falling glass. He was not hurt enough to
necessitate hia removal to a hospital, The
losers in the fire are manufacturers of
women's olothing, hats and linen findings,
The losses are said to be covered by in-
surance. |

AIDED MADRID BOMB THROWER.

OfMglal Repert on Attempt to Kill Alfonso
Accuses Three Men and a Woman,
Special Cable Despaich 1o THE SUN,

MADRID, Aug. 24.—The Board of Magis-
trater appointed to investigate the attempt
on the life of King Afonso on his wedding
day submitted their report to-day. It oon-
firms the statement that Mateo Moral, who
threw the bormb at the reyal carriage from
a window in Calle Mayor, was a notorious
anarchist and that he was in oonstant
touch with associations of anarchista in
other countriey. He travelled extensively,
the report says, and even lectured.

The most sensatipnal part of the report
deals, however, not with Moral, but with the
persons who aided his escape. Charges
are made against Ferrer, the director of
schools in Barcelona, José Nagakens, the
owner and editor of the newspaper El
Matin in Madrid, and against Martinez
Mata, the Mayor of Alhambra, and his
wife. Ferrer, the report says, is actually
an anarchist. Nagakens I8 in a measure
exonerated by the board, which found
that Moral threatened him with instant
death if he refused to hide him or if he at-
tempted to expose him. Concerning Mata
and his wife it is declaréd that they aided
the bomb thrower's escape.

It is prebable that in the courss of the
coming tridle several curlous details of
Moral's lifs will be revealed, including a
correspondence which it is said he carried
on with a woman who wasa friend of Ferrer.
It is understood that Moral was much in
love with her and some connection may be
found betwsen those letters and the at-
tempt on King Alfonso’s life.

It is estimated in the report that the
royal establishmeat has beén put to an ex«
pense of 10,840 pesetas, or about $3,985, by
the explosion of the bomb. Muchiproperty
was damaged and 25 persons were killed and
109 injured. Of the injured 14 are still in
hospitals.

NEWEST ISLAND EXPLORED.

Revenue Cutter OMcers Climbed Hot Vol
canic Peak In Bering Sea.

WABHINGTON, Aug. 24.—Capt. Ross of the
revenue outter gervice received official
advices to-day of the first successful ex-
ploration by revenue service officers of the
pew island coughed up by a volcano in
Bering Sea, which added a member to the
Bogoslof group. The volcanio convulsion
occurred July 10 and the first attempted
exploration on July 20 failed because the
island had not yet cooled sufficiently. to
admit visitors, The report of the recent
suocessful exploration is as follows:

“The southern end of the island oconsists
of two long spits from one-half to three-
eighths of a mile in length and about fifteen
feet above high water. At the other end
the island rises abruptly to a height of about
400 feet with an inaccessible plateau at the
top one-eighth of a mile in width, In the
crevices of the rocks of this island thousands
of sea birds are nested and great quantities
of eggs were seen.

“On the western spit a peak has sprung up,
rising abruptly from the water to a height
of about 700 feet and resembling a great bee
hive, the base of which is about 300 yards in
diameter. From numerous crevices a ool-
umn of steam mixed with sulphurous gases
is continuously rising, forming a ocloud
visible at 'a distance of more than thirty
miles.

“Notwithstanding the fact that the peak
is warm and soft in places, the explorers
ascended to the summit, The officers con-
sider that the column of emoke and steam
arising froin this recent eruption will make
an exoellent landmark for vesséls oruising
in that vicinity for some time to come.”

The Bogoslof Islands lie about fifty miles
west of Dutoh Harbor.

JAP INVESTIGATOR NAMED.

Secretary of Legstion Hanfhara to In.
quire Into Killing of Seal Poachers.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 24.—Masanao Hani-
hara, Second Secretary of the Japanese
Embassy, has been ordered by his Govern-
ment to prooceed to Alaska to investigate
the oircumstances surrounding the killing
of the Japanese seal poachers who were
caughtrecently in a raid on the seal rooker-
fes at St. Paul Island, Alaska.

Mr. Hanihara had a conference to-day
with Acting Secretary Murray of the De-
partment of Commerce and Labor, who
geve him the full details of the ocourréence
from the official reports received by the
department.

The Secretary will leave early next week.
Hs will probahly stop in Chicago to confer
with Edward W. Sims, former soloitor of
the Department of Commerce and Labor,
who was sent to Alaska by the department
as a special commissioner to investigate
the scal fisheries,

ROCKEFRLLER OFFER 70 CZAR

STORY OF A 8100,000,000
LOAN PROPOSAL

In Refarn for a Concession for a Baltice
Black Sea Canal-The Plan Invelved
Transformation of ll\udlg. Bank Inte
lloej( Company, Says the “‘Tempe.’”

Spectal Cable Despaich to THr SoN,

Parig, Aug. 24.—The usually well informed
and sober Tempes publishes to-night a re-
markable story concerning an alleged proj-
@ot of Jolm D. Rockefeller to build a gigantic
canal for Rusxia, out of Which project grew
4 plan to transform the Bank of Russia into
a stock corporation. The story includes
a statement that Rookefeller offered to
advanoce Russia $100,000,000.

The article was called forth by the issu-
anoe to-day through a news agenoy of an
authentic denial by the Paris agent of the
Russian Minister of Finance of statementa
printed in the last few days to the effect that
the bank was to be transformed into a stock
oompmi.

The Temps says it is true at the present
moment that the transformation plan has
not been adopted, but it avers that not only
has such a plan existed but that it has not
been definitely abandonéd. The Temps
then quotes at length from a despatch from
ita 8t. Petersburg correspondent telling of a
plan to replace the State bank by a private
corporation which would retain all the
bank's privileges. The Government would
withdraw all the State gold now in the bank,
amounting to 600,000000 rublea, and the
shareholders of the new corporation would
replace this by an equal amount. The
projeot, according to the ocorrespondent,
is severely criticised in the best informed
circles in 8t. Petersburg.

The Teinps goes on to say that the project
grew out of certain propositions made last
January by M. Rockefeller, who it says
sent to St. Petarsburg a représentative to
ask a Government ooncession for a Baltio-
Black Sea canal, which the Tempe explains
is the same canal khown as the Flourens
project. Rookefeller, it says, counting on
the great benefit that would acerue from
the expropriation of land, proposed to ad-
vanoce 500,000,000 francs in gold, taking as
reimbursement fractional paper, payable
periodically as the work advanced. Count
Witte favored the project, but wiser finan-
ciers told him he was chasing a mirage
and warned him that it must be a trap,
as the United States would not lét any such
sum in gold leave the country unless there
was an excellent reason for it.

Then Count Witte thought for the first
time of the plan for the transformation of
the State bank into a corporation of which
he would be the governor, This plan was
favored by German bankers and also by
Emperor William. The Kaiser telegraphed
his approval of the plan a few hours before
the dissolution of the Duma.

The correspondent adds that the people
of St. Petersburg do not doubt that the
project was disoussed at the recent Cron-
berg interview.

 MR. AND MRS. DEWIFT SAFE.

Young Couple Driven Ashere en Galléup
Island by Flerce Gale on Lake Ontario.

WATERTOWN, Aug. 24.—After drifting
before the gale for nearly three hours
during one of the worst squalls experienced
on this part of Lake Ontario in years George
DeWitt, the New York broker, and his wife
and their boatman, R, W. Wenborne of
Cape Vincent, were thrown upon the shore
of Galloup Island late last night.

The party started from Cape Vincent,
where Mr. and Mrs. DeWitt are spending
their honeymoon at the Carlton House,
yesterday morning for a flshing trip near
Grenadier Island, twelve miles from the
cape. They started to return at about
8 o'clock and had gone but a short distance
when they encountered the squall.

They were then six milea from the neamg
shore. Parties in another boat, whioch
was some distance away, saw the occupants
of the DeWitt boat throwing artioles over-
board. After this they were forced to gi ve
all their attention to their own safety.
When they again looked for the DeWitt
boat it was nowhere to be seen, and it was
supposed that it had gone down.

The affair was reported at Cape Vincent
and all day to-day boats scoured the lake
in that vicinity, but without avail. A tele-
phone message, however, was received in
this city from Backetts Harbor at 5 o'clock
this evening stating that the party was
thrown upon Galloup Island, ten miles
from Grenadier.

As yet the lake has not become calm
enough for the castaways to venture a
return. Galloup Island is little more than
fishing ground and no large boata stop there.
The news was brought to Sacketts Har-
bor late this afternoon by a man who risked
the trip and informed the searchers of the
narrow escape of the couple and their boat-
man,

LUX DEFEATS HEARST MEN.,

Judge Willlams Deposed by Vote of G te 8
—~Revolution in Wayne County.

Lyons, N. Y., Aug. 24.—State Committee-
man Charles A. Lux, who was ignominiously
routed at the Democratio oounty distriot
convention this month by the Hearst forces,
led by County Chairman Judge Charles P.
Williams, got even to-day by organizing
the new committee with anti-Hearst ma-
terial throughout. .

Williams was deposed after a heroic
struggle by a vote of ® to 8. How much
money was spent nobody knows. Hearst
men had it in wads at the county district
oonvention; this time Lux had it in sheets
unout. Not content with his viotory to-day,
Boss Lux says he will pursue Judge Williams
at the State convention and prevent his
being seated, although he heads the State
delegates from Wayne county pledged to
Hearst.

Lux says Williams and his bunch are not
Demoocrats, but Independence Leaguers,
followers of the man of “Cheek and Check-
book.” Demooratioc opinion in Wayne
ocounty has ohanged perceptibly. On
August 9 the county district convention
tabled a resolution to indorse Lux for a
seoond term on the Btate committee, but
by & vote of 48 to 26 to-day nine of fifteen
towns stood by him.

The most pronounced anti-Hearst men
now comprise the oounty committes oifivers,
as follows: Chairman, Charles H. Ford of
Olyde; secretary, Fred 8. Converse of Pal-
myra, and treasurer,'M. M. Kelly of Sodus.
The advent of Hearst morey in Wayne has
turned the stald organization into a wild,
money chasing mob.

Mrs. Stewart, by the terms of the decree;

The question of alimony did not enter
into the suit, doubtless having been ad-
justed out of court.

1t is shown by the records in the case

Mrs. Stewart, with her daughter and o
woman companion, immediately after the
decree was filed departed for Philadelphia.

Late this afternoon negroes attempted to
assault two girls in the western part of
Atlanta and posses are on their trail.

THE PRESIDENT ANNOUNCES HIS
CONVERSION,

Heredfter ANl Messages and Dotumentd
From White Hotse Wi Bo Printed
Accerding to the Redortmelidétiong of
the Mathews Commnil tt&e ~T1e Changed.

OyerRR BAy, N. Y., Aug. M.~ Président
Roosevelt to-day announcéd his eonversion
to the spelling reform moventent, He has
issued orders to Publio Printer Stilllogs
that as soon as Hets of the simplified words
can be obtained all messages from {(he
President and all other doouments comifg
from the White House shall bé priftéd in |
accordancé with the recommenditiotia of
the spelling reform committee headed by
Prof. Brander Mathews of Columbia, and
backed by Andrew Carnegle. Professot
Mathews's committee has so far advotated

the reformation of 800 words. Additional
bits of the dictionary will be reformed '

from time to time and it is smid that the
President will adopt them as fast as the
Camegie-Mathews word factory can turh
them out,

Up to the present time the reforms ade

vocated have been of the leds radival sort
such changes as “thru” and “the” being
made for through and though. The re-

formers have been standing pat on the

more complicated words of thé language,

but it is beiieved ihat the Fresident's eoi-
version will give greatimpetus to the mave~
metit and the worst may be expected, The
President is committed to the moverment
and will follow on to the bitter end. He
believes that the straightening of the
orthographio tangle of the language will
render it 8o easy for foreigners to write
English that its use may become almost
universal and supplant French as the lane
guage of diplomacy. :

The President has himself caused more
printed matter to get into circulation than
any other occupant of the White House, dnd
it is only natural that he should- wish to
make the way smooth for his successors.
An enthusiastic admirer of the Anglo-8axon
tongue, he sees no reason why the langtuage
should hot become as widely dominant as
the race.

It is expected that in the near future all
reports formulated by the various dépdrt-
ments of the Government ahd the trémen-
dous amount of official correspondencs will
be affected by the reform. The Gavern-
ment Printing Office at Washington {8 the
largest in thegvorld and turns out é&ch yedr
a stupendous amount of printed miatter
which is distributed broadcast all over the
United States. By the President’s order
the printing office becomes the head buredy
of spelling reform.

sages and other documents emanating from
the White House. This means that fhe
hedds of departments and bureau offfoérs
generally will follow suit and that all docu-
méntg over which the exécutive governe
ment has control will in the fufuré drop
superfluous letters in thrée hundred or more
words in common use, in accordance with
the recommendations of the Spelling Reform
Corhmittee. 3 :

The President has authority to suggest
or require fonetic spelling in public docu«
ments turned out by the executive depart-
ments, but there are two branches of the
Federal Government that can ignore his
wishes in this matter if they so el One
of them is the national Legislature and the
other the Supreme Court. The ldittér may
continue its present practices, although
nothing can bé learned of the intentions of
the body in view of the fact that it is not now
in gesston.

The Congress is not here to say what it
will do. It will probably continue to spell
cat witha “c,” and not dfsturh the “e” [n
whiskey. :

The introduction of simplified: spelling
in the Federal service, in the opinion of
officials here, means a good deal for the

movement that was started throughethe -

munificence of Andrew Carnégle. re
are nearly 8,000 Government employees of
Washington who will be required to use
the new spelling. The Presidept's order
means that English will be spelléd foneticdlly
by a good many people in every city in
the United States; by consular officials
abroad in évery country, in the islands of
the sed, wherever American control ahd
influence extends. 7

The news that the President had ordered
the Public Printer to use fonetic spelling
first created some surprise here, the oMoidia
believing that the report had been circtiated
by néwspaper inen to drive away fora time
the monotony of a season of dulness. When
it bécame known that the President had
issued such an order it was discusséd with
great eagerness,

Some of the old 'uns in the departments
threw up their hands in holy horror when
they heard the news. They professed thé
greatest astonishment, and declared it to bé
the prologue 'of greater evils to follow.

However, they will get used to the changed
order of things, and many there are who pre-
dict that before many days have passsd
the old 'uns will cease to critici~e the Presi-
dent and develop an expertness in fonetio
spelling that will delight Mr, Carnegie.

Third Assistant Postmaster General Shal-
lenberger expressed great pleasure when
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
