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ROOSEVELT LENDS APPROVAL.

EXPLAINS WHY HE'S INVITED
PARSONS TO LUNCHEON.

Mixing n Polities, but Wishes to
Show His “Cerdial Sympathy'' —Parsons
Not Sarprised —Republicans Think It
Means the End of Odell In Pollties.

OYSTER BAY, Aug., 20.—8ecretary Loeb
announced to-day that Herbert Parsons,
chairman of the New York county com-
mittee, would be a guest of the President
at luncheon on Friday. After his morning
conference with the President Mr. Loeb
gave out the following:

“*The President's interview with Con-
gressman Parsons has no further political
significance than that of expressing the
President’s cordial sympathy with the pur-
poses and methods for which Mr. Par-
gons stands in public life and which the
President believes must obtain in the Re-
publican party if the Republican party is
to fulfil its full measure of usefulness to
the nation.

“The President does not regard it as
his business under any ordinary condi-
tions to interfere in State or local contests.
He thinks that such interference is not only
pot desired but would be resented by the
people. But he has made no secret of his
cordial sympathy with men like Congress-
man Parsons, the chairman of the New
York Republican county committee, with
men like James W. Wadsworth, Jr., the
Speaker of the New York Assembly, who
stand not as individuals but as types of
many other men like them, who have gone
into politics with the intention to render
disinterested, honest, common sense ser-
vice to the public as a whole and with
whom the Preseident as a citizen cordially
gympathizes.” .

Mr. Parsons made this statement last
night

“] have known for some time past of
President Roosevelt's friendliness to me
personally and to the cause that I repre-
geat. 1 have known it ever since I wrote
that letter to Mr. Quigg in June, when I
made it plain to him that the Federal pat-
ronage was not being used to help my fight
in the local organization. That letter Mr.
Quigg has refrained from making publie,
athough I have asked him to give it to the
prees.

“The President's invitation came to me
over a week ago. It was unsolicited omr
my part, but I regard it as most natural
that he should make an opportunity to
show that I and my supporters had his
good will. Six years ago President Roose-
velt asked me to make the fight for the
leadership of my district. Since then he
has constantly shown faith in the upright-
nees of my purposes and a desire to see
me achieve success, He has honored me
as well as encouraged me. No man fight-
ing the forces I am fighting could fail to
know how helpful is the support which
it is possible for President Roosevelt to
give. 1 regard the kind words from him
as meant not only for me but for the many
who are fighting for me.”

President Roosevelt's invitation to Mr.
Parsons was interpreted by Republicans at
the Fifth Avenue Hotel yesterday to mean
that President Roosevelt afterall isto take
a hand in the shindy which has agitated the
Republican factions in the county for the
last two months, It was authoritatively
made known also that President Roosevelt's
Federal offieeholders in Brooklyn received
yesterday the tip to stand by Timothy
Lester Woodruff in his fight to retain the
supremacy of the Kings county Republican
organization.

resident Roosevelt, his friends have
asserted all along, would not interfere in
the factional Republican fights the
Empire State any more than had inter-
fered in the fracases in Iowa and elsewhere.

The defeat of the Higgins forces
at the meeting of the Republican State
committee two weeks ago made it very clear,
it was said, that there must be a close
vn'on between President Roosevelt and
Gov.

Wallace Macfariane Says Party Bosses Are
Planning to Divide the Spolls.

*A dangerous and base attempt to de-
grade the Supreme Court," is the character-
ization made by Wallace Maofarlane in an
interview yesterday of the reported deal
between Tammany and the Republicans to
divide the judiciary candidates to be voted
for this fall.

of too deflantly insulting enlightened public
opinion. - The candidates of such a com-
bination will, if elected, enter on their
judicial duties primarily as successful poli-
ticians, feeling that their dominant obliga-
tions are not to the public, but to the or-
ganization and even the individuals who
procured their nominations.

“In the choice of candidates by such a
method the interests of the Eubuo have no
weight whatever. it is clear that
one of the prlncizl objects of the reported
deal is to enable the pcrr? bosses safel
and sucocessfully to disregard public interest.
The candidates of such a combination will
be in no sense the choioce of the two rnﬁu
whioh together represent the great maas
of the nv°tﬁ"b°'cb.b° city. "lt‘b‘;y will be
named final bosses o organiza-
tions, and t goml will be influen: in
their conclusionhs not by any consideration
of the public welfare or of the professional
fitness of the oandidatel‘rropoaod but by*
the secret and eelflsh intriguing of their
subordinate associates in respective
orq?niutions.

“That such a combination would be at-
tempted in view of the large number of
Judges to be chosen at this election waus
foreseen and feared. The movement that
resulted in the Judiciary nominators’ ticket
was begun, and is proceeding in the ho;

T0 EXPLAIN THE PURPOSE OF
THE INDEPENDENCE LEAGUE.

He Thinks Befehansa and Fhmeen Really
Should Let the Candidate Talk, They,
of Ceourse, Supplying the Neoessary
Brains —Jjerome May Not Speak To-day.

District Attorney Jerome doesn't think
that William R. Hearst should evade stat-
ing whether the Independence League
is a new State party or whether it intends
to swallow the Democratic. party in the
State by swallowing it after first having
purified it. 3

Mr. Jerome says that Mr. Hearst should
let Arthur Brisbane and Max IThmsen allow
him to explain, He understands that it is
a diffioult situation’for the candidate when
the person and the brains are separated,
but he thinks' that Mr. Hearst ought to
:’td something on the subject. Mr, Jerome

“In the revised version of Mr. Hearst's
statement of yesterday he eays in his
newspaper this morning: ‘The real issue
is whether the people shall control politics,
independent of the diotation of corrupt
corporations through criminal bosses.’

“But Mr. Hearst, even in his revised
statement, does not indicate the means
to be employed in effecting this result.
Is it to be effected by the creation of a new
political party, the Independence League,
made up of membership drawn from each
of the other parties, or is the Independence
League, after all, only a means to coerce
the Democratic party into becoming pure?
It would seemn a very simple thing for Mr.
Hearst to define what the Independence
League is and what its relation to the
Democratic party is.

“I understand that Mr. Hearst {s quoted
as saying that hereafter he will only talk
through a typewrittenstatement. Of course,
it is difficult, where the brains and the
person of a candidate are not united in the
same individual. for the person alone to
make clear where he doea stand; but surely
in & situation as obscure as the present
one it would be possible for Mr. Hearst
and Mr. Brisbane to get together long
enough for Mr. Brisbane to tell Mr. Hearst
whether the Independence League is for the
Democratio party or against the Demo-
oratio party. You see. those of us who are
Democrats would like to know whether the
Tammany Hall Congressman is really a
Democrat or not, and he could tell us about
this.

“Moreover, after a careful study of the
revised statement of his interview of yes-
terday . as published in his own organ, one
cannot quite make up his mind whether
Mr. Hearst is a candidate for Governor at
all. In reply to the question, ‘Would yau
aoccept the nomination of the Democratic
convention, Mr. Hearst? he ia reported to
have said, ‘I will be the candidate of the
Independence League if I run.'

“What doee the ‘if' mean? Is Mr. Hearst
losing what little courage tre ever had? Is
he afraid that he will destroy his Demo-
oratic regularity? Why won't Max Ihmsen
and Arthur Brisbane let him say whether
he is or is not a Democrat, and whether he
desires the rehabilitation of the Demo-
cratic party in the State, or desires its de-
struction through the instrumentality of
the Independence League, or desires to con-
solidate it with the Independence League?”

Denies the Truth of a Statement Made by
the Latter as to the Governership.

Senator Patrick H, MoCarren, the leader
of the Kings oounty Demorcacy, made a
statement yesterday in which he denied
that he had ever expressed himself in favor
of William Randolph Hearst or any other
candidate for the Gubernatorial nomina-
tion.

If
such impression exists it is erroneous.
Of course, I may be a delegate to the State
convention at Buffalo, and as such will
grobably have a preference fof a candidate,

ut the attitude of the wh delegation
from Kings county must be determined
by the delegates themselves, and if any
person attempts to usurgetbo prerogatives
of tiie delegates before they are selected, 1
venture to say he will be very properly

rebuked.

BROTHER OF 1ZELLA PINCHED.

OLEAGINOUS WAYS OF THE PRO-
MOTER OF A LUBRICANT.

Rufus C. Mason, Secrotary of the Twentieth
Century Chemical Co., Apparently Fias
Had a Career—izelln of the Mate
rimonial Syndicate Is Ao Held.

Rufue C. Mason, a brother of Mra, Izella
Browne of the matrimonial syndicate in
West Eighty-second street, was locked
up at Police Headquarters yesterday on a
charge of grand larceny. He is acoused
of unlawfully taking possession of a case
containing $250 worth of eea shells belong-
ing to John H. Bunker, but it was said at
the Detective Bureau that the arrest was
brought about asa result of some high finan-
clering in connection with the Twentieth
Century Chemical Company, which has an
office in room 906 of the Flatiron Building.
Detective Sergeants Thor and Price, who
arrested Mason, sail that the charge of
stealing the ahells was merely a technical
one, as Mason is wanted chiefly to explain
about the organization'of the chemical com-
pany, of which he is the promoter.

Early last December John H, Bunker was
introduced to Mason by several business
friends. Bunker, who says he is a manu-
facturer, was very much impressed with his
new acquaintance, who ¥ 40 years of age
and a fastidious dresser. It was not long
before they were very chummy. A few
weeks after they met Mason confided to
Bunker that he had a secret formula for
manufacturing an anti-friction grease. He
told him that if the grease was manufac-
tured and put on the market it would bring
in a fortune. Bunker became interested.
To prove that he had the goods Mason one
day in January gave Bunker aspot of grease
and told him to take it to a chemist and
have it analyzed. Bunker did so, and the
ohemist reported that the grease wus all
right.

Bunker started to organize a company
for the manufacture of the grease. Articles
of incorporation were filed in March, with a
capitalization of $200,000, and offices were
opened in the Flatiron Building. Bunker
was elected president of the company,
Mason was chosen secretary and C. H.
Daggett of Providence, R. I, was made
treasurer.

Things went along merrily until Bunker
found that Mason was a brother of Mrs,
Browne. Bunker told the deteetives that
he learned Mason had at various times been
known as Frank C. Algerton, Dr. H. Foulke
of the New England Spiritualistio Camp,
Dr. John Harvard, Sir William Wallace
Montgomery and Lord Bruce, and that he
had promoted the Kentucky Wood Aloohol
Company and the Mexican Slot Machine
Company. Bunker also declared that he
knew well that Mason wrote all the corre-
spondence for the love syndicate, many of
the letters having been written in the chemi-
cal company's office by the secretary in his
spare moments.

Mason, who was a Swedenborgian
preacher at one time, didn't seem to mind
the little things Bunlker learned about him,
He was too busy trying to have work started
on 2 factory where the anti-friction grease
was to be manufactured to pay any atten-
tion to past performances that were un-
earthad. So he kept right on working like
a beaver to get the chemical company
l-ﬁolng. !

few weeks ago Bunker told Mason that
money intrusted to him couldn't be ac-
counted for and he demanded to know what
had become of it. Mason said he could ex-
plain everything if he were given a little
time to g: over the books. He didn't,
however, but beat it out of the office.

Bunker, aocording to the detectives,
went to Mason’s home, at 116 West Seventy-
seventh street, where he lives with his wife,
mother and a little girl. and demanded an
aoccounting of all the affairs of the concern.
While he was urginf a maid. to let him see
Mason, Bunker declares he saw the barrel
of a revolver frotmding through an opening
betr n folding doors that separated the

arldrs.
® A few seconds later Mason sprang into
the room, Bunker alleges, and threatened
to blow the president to eternity. .Bunker
was unarmed and he made a quick get
away. He went hback to the office and
started an investigation, which revealed
many things he wasn't pleased to know.
One was that the formula for the manu-
facture of the grease had been stolen from
a concern in’ Philadelphia, and immediately
the affairs of the new chemical company
were brought to a standstill,

Bunker then went to Police Headquarters
and told the detectives of his dealings with
Mason. Price and Thor were put on the
case, but by the time they got to work the
bird had flown. Bunker located him yester-
day and told him that he wanted him at the
office to settle up the affairs of the company.
Mason didn't know that the police had been
called into the case, and when he put in an
appearance at the office. accompanied by a
lawyer. he was arrested.

Several weeks ago he had taken a case
containing a rare assortment of sea shells
which Bunker had collected from all parts
of the world and, according to Bunker,
disposed of them. It was on this technical
charge that he was held. Bunker says he
values the shells at $2,500.

Bunker says he has learned that Mason
comes from Nova Scotia, although he
claims to have been born in London, He
says that Mason also poses as an Oxford
University graduate. Bunker told re-
porters that he is now living in a New Jersey
suburb while his fnmili' ia in the country,
and that he previously lived on W estchester
avenue, The Bronx. He wouldn't say where
he was engaged in busineas before he became
aoquainted with Mason, except that he was a
manufacturer in this city.

Mason was adopted when he was young
by a Mrs. Ruggles, who brought him up in

rovidence, R. I. He will be arraigned in

MAXWELL A SIMPLE SPELLER,

But the Board of Educatien Is Still Wrest- |

ling With the Matter.

The missionaries of the Bimplified Spelling
Board rejoiced yesterday over the addition
of several prominent converta. William H.
Maxwell, City Superintendent of Schools,
“got reforin” several weeks ago. He has
ginoe been elected a member of the board
and has aoccepted. The board regard his
addition to their number as an event.

Prof. Arthur 8. Napier was, however, the
moet important convert of yesterday. He
is professor of middle English and Anglo-
Saxon at Oxford, author of many papers
on philology and editor of a number of
texts. Dr. Scott of the Simplified Spelling
Board, himself a high philological authority,
regards the standing of Prof. Napier as
next to that of the four British etymologists
already enlisted in the cause of simple
spelling. These five Englishmen, he says,
constitute the five greatest authorities on
the subject of English word forms. The
adherenoe of such men as these, Dr. Scott
thought, must form an assurance to the
public that the proposed reforms found
favor among conservative men.

The Simplified Spelling Board has been
putting in its spare time trying to keep up
with prees ctippings on the movement. Dr.
Socott looked up rather harassed from t)ﬂs
employment. “These,” he eaid, “are doing
a lot of good to the cause, though you might
not think so from the way they read.” All
antagonism, he explained, stimulated a
discussion of the subject, and the more it
was discussed the more the public was
bound to grow mccustomed to the look of
disputed spellings. He hoped that the
people who got angry and wrote letters to
the papers would stay angry and write more
letters so that the question could be kept
before readers. With a little time he is
confident that any open minded man can
learn to love, or at the least to like, such
words as thoro and thru.

There is a pomﬂ)ilitiethat the list of 300
reformed words may introduced in the
New York public schools, as it has been in
Duluth and some of the Western State
normal schools John Greene of the Board of
Education was asked yeste . as the chief
advocate in that body of simplified spelling,
what he expected to be accomplished.

The question of the adoption of the list
of 300 words in the public schools, he said,
was awaiting the action of the committee on
studies. It had been approved by nine
guperintendents, including C. E. X eh_»ne{,
T.S8.O'Brien, J. H. Haaren and J. S. Walsh.

WOODBURY WANTS MORE MEN.

Needed, He Says, to Clean the Streets

Properly —Asks for More Money, Too.
Street Cleaning Commissioner Woodbury
sent yesterday to the Board of Estimate
the figures of the amounts he has computed
will be needed for the running of his de-
partment next year. The sum asked for
is $6,884,768, an increase of $918,200 over
the appropriation for the present year.
While Commissioner Woodbury does not
recommend that the demand for in-
creasing the pay of the street sweepers
be acceded to, he does propose that the
men shouid be paid for Sunday work. for
which they now get no extra remuneration.
The Commissioner recommends that
the pay of the district superintendents
should be increased from $1,800 to $2,000 a
year. He explains that the rate of salary
these men are receiving is the same as it
was fourteen years ago, and insists that
the responsibilities are greater than those
of a police captain, who gets $2,750 a year.
