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BRISBANE ADVISES HEARST MEN

To Do Nething te Frevent Jerome Getting
the Nomination for Governor.

Arthur Brisbane, who District Attorney
Jerome ‘says ia the Hearst brains, spoke
last night at the Hearst Twenty-seventh
Assembly district convention. Mr. Bris-
bane’s talk was largely in the line of a
“Handy Manual for Hearst Workers.” He
particularly warned his hearers against say-
ing anything which might result in Jerome
not being chosen as the Democratio candi-
date for Governor.

“The greatest calamity for us,” he said,
“would be for Jerome not to run.”

In explaining this Mr. Brisbane said that
Jerome would take votes from the Repub-
licans and would not hurt Hearst, for “those
who would vote forjhim would not vote
for Mr. Hearst anyway. Of ocourse, you
may indulge in good natured ridicule of
Jerome, but do not do anything which
would hurt his chances.”

The speaker then went on to say things
about Mr. Jerome, characterizing him as
“a wonderfu! freak of nature” and “a
chicken that has cut off his own head.”

After repeating that the chief principle
of the Independence League is to allow in-
dividual thinking instead of voting as the
bosses direct, Mr. Brisbane exhorted his
hearers to “put aside all our own little
idiosyncrasies and take the opinions of our
leaders.”

Previous to Mr. Brisbane's speech reso-
lutions were adopted indorsing Hearst
for Governor because of his “long and
duti:sn-hod public career and his matoh-
lessn jevements.” An attempt was made
to adjourn the convention, when some-
body asked that the delegates be instructed
for Eluenoo J. Shearn for Attorney-General.

development of machinery in the business
was a guarantee of cleanliness. The Acting
Mayor was then taken through the exhibi-
tion rcoms.

About 400 members of the State associa-
tion ont of 570 members are attending the
convention, and fifty delegates representi
1,000 members are attending the nationa
convention. Both organizations are com-
mitted to the open shop and on Thursday
". R. Boocock, secretary of the Anti-Boy-
cott Association, will address the national
convention on “The frustrating of unjust
and unlawful practices of organized labor.”
A discussion on the subject will follow
and the open shop will also be discussed.
About 5,000 visitors inspected the exhibi-
tion yesterday, including master bakers
fromr nearly every city in the United States.

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UNIONS OF POST OFFICE MEN.

MR. CORTELYOU MAKES PLAIN
THE DEPARTMENT'S VIEW.

Fraternal and Beneficlal Orders Only Will
Be Recognized —Empioyees Owe “‘Su-
preme Personal Allegiance to the Gov-
ernment” —No Labor Unions Allowed.

Wasuinoron, Sept. 4.—By direction of
Postmaster-General Cortelyou a state-
ment was given out to-day which makes
it plain that the present Administration
of the postal service frowns upon the or-
ganization of its employees into labor
unions. The statement is made up largely
of extracts relating to the organization. of
postal employees, taken from the last an-
nual report of the Postmaster-General, who
then said: v

“Organizations within the Department,
to receive its sanction in any degree, must
have for their objeot improvements in the
service or be of a purely fraternal or bene-
ficial character. With any other purpose
in view they are detrimental to the ser-
vioe, to their members and to the public.”

This introduction accompanies the state-
ment issued to-day:

“The Postmaster-General invites atten-
tion to that portion of his last annual re-
port relating to organizations of employees
as the present position of the Department,
to be respected and enforced by all officials
and employees of the service. Especial
attention is invited to the conoluding para-
graph, reminding employees of their su-
preme personal allegiance to the Govern-
ment and of the overshadowing authority
of the Department.”

The paragraph referred to reads:

“And now, finally, let me say just another
word as to your organization: The Depart-
ment expects your oooperation. Your
constitution and bylaws should at every
point square with the regulations of the
Department. Your officials must be em-
ployees of the Department. Your discus-
sions should be characterized by good
sense and oconservatism and you must
keep ever before you the fact that over
the organization is the authority of the De-
partment, an integral part of the Govern-
ment to which you owe your supreme al-
legiance.”

Further along the Postmaster-General
said:

“Organizations of employees having
for their objects social enjoyment, mutual
aid or improvement or the betterment of the
service may be unobjectiohable or even
desirable, provided they are not so con-
ducted as to lead to waste time and energy
needed for the performance of official du-
ties.”

While there iz no direct utterance to the
effect that obstacles will be placed inthe way
of postal employees who desire to organize
labor unions Postmaster-General Cortel-
you makes it clear that such organizations
are undesirable if not nnnecessary and that
they will not be tolerated if their existence
in any way distracts postal employees from
performing their duty.

NO CHANCE FOR THE SHERIDAN.

Wreeking Outfit Sent to Save as Much of
the Transport as Poessibie.
WasniNoTON, Sept. 4.—The War Depart-
ment this morning received a cablegram
from the quartermaster at Honolulu say-
ing that the army transport Sheridan is
still on the rocks and that all efforts to
relieve her have been fruitless. The ship
will be a total loss, although the hope is
exxrennd that her engines may be saved,
wrecking equipment left San Fran-
cisco to-day on the Korea, and unless a
strong wind comes up from the south it is
believed that the transport will not go to
pieces before the arrival of the wrecking
outfit.
