PRIMARY DISTURBANCES NOT TO
PASS. UNNOTED BY.

Letters to the Contestants In the Districts
Where Violence or Fraud Was Charged
Summon Them to Présent Evidence
~Some Evidence of Felony Already.

Distriet Attorney Jerome will make a
thorough investigation of the reports of
violence, intimidation and violations of the
primary law, especially in the Harlem
districts. Mr. Jarome was stirred to action
when he read in the newspapers yesterday
that men's heads had been cracked, polling
places invaded and ballot boxes stuffed.
He got into telaphonic communication with
Attpruey-General Mayer, who has charge
under the law of prosecuting all election
cases, and offered his aid in investigating
what hdd happened on primary day. Mr.
Jegpme said he would do the work if Mr.
Mayer would anthorize him to take charge
of the prosecutions. In a very short time
Mr. Jerome got this letter from Mr. Mayer:

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PLATFORM JEROME WANTS
INCLUDES AN OPTIOUNAL FORM
OF MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP

And Election of U, 8, Senators by the People
~Pain  Cowardice Expiains the
Sceamper of the Little State Bosses to
Hearst —The Party Is Not Behind Them.

Distriot Attorney Jerome announced
yestorday some of the things which he be-
lieoves should be in the platform to be
adopted by the Democratic State oanven-
tion at Buffalo on next Tuesday He is in
favor of home rule for the cities. He be-
lieves in an option of municipal ownership
of traction utilities, whether they be under-
ground, surface or elevated, and of gas
and electrio plants, each city to decide for
itself what it wants. He also came out for
the election of United States Senators by
popuiar vote,

What was most needed, said Mr. Jerome,
were the adoption of the Massachusetts
ballot, which would give the voters a better
ohance to down the bosses . and an extension
and a more rigid enforcement of the corrupt
practices act.

The Democratic bosses in the State came
in for a lacing. It was the cowardice of the
politicians, Mr. Jerome said, that was re-
sponeible for Hearst's strength. They
were simply looking after their own in-
terestsa and had no principle to fight for.
Mr. Jerome said:

“There are ig my judgment some very
serious issues which seem not to have been
touched upon at all in the present discussion
of political questions. 1 have always con-
tended that there was practically little
political liberty for tha people, that they
were simply given a choice between candi-
dates, none of whom were of their own
selection. I do not see how we are to have
substantial political liberty unless we have:

“First, the starch put back into the civil
service to the very limit. The decent
people of this State irrespective of party
do not desire that their appointive public
offices should be used as bribes to perpetu-
ate political power. Second, there should
be a great extension of the corrupt practices
act and a rigid enforcement of those
principles.

“But important as the two foregoing
issues are, there is one in my opinion which
is the paramount issue, and that is the
adoption of the Massachusetts ballot. If
we had the Massachusetts ballot in this
State, together with the nomination by
petition, the decent people of the State
always would have it in their power to cor-
rect the mistakes and wrongdoing of a
political party. In my campaign last
year I spent an enormous sum of money
in the endeavor to instruct the voters how
to vote as they wanted to. If the Mas-
sachusetts system was in vogue not one
dollar would have been necessary and my
vote would have been substantially larger
than it was.

“The sure way to bust the boas and to
keep the political party on its good behavior
is to have the ballot laws so framed as to
make it easy for those citizens not seeking
personal reward to get together and elect
to office men whom they trust. The present
system ol balloting in our State was craftily
devised to render it almost impossible for
an independent candidate to make a direct
appeal to the people,

“The present corrupt practices act was
a step in the right direction and even the
limited civil service system we have does
a great deal to break down the solidarity

-of political organization, were it not for

the growth of the old system of handing
out the spoils to the victors. To-day the
political bosses of the State of New York,
and espacially in this city, probably have
very much more patronage from the vari-
ous public service corporations than they
have in the public service. I do not believe
there is a district leader in this city who
would not rather give up all the patronage
he has in the public service than that which
he has from the gas, telephone, electricity
and transit corporations. This problem
will have to be dealt with and it is more
dificult to deal with it than with that to
which the civil service question addresses
itself.

“But first, last and all the time, to my
mind, the first step of paramount neces-
gity is for the people to gain control and
make organization the machinery for ex-
pressing the will of tha people, and fight
to the last ditch for the ballot used in Mais-
sachusetts -namely, a ballot on which
candidates are grouped alphabetically for
the oMces for which they run and on which
there i8 no party column.”

“What i your stand on the question
ofkmunicipal ownership?’ Mr. Jerome was
asked.

“I beliave that every muniei
have the powar to perform for itself all
thos» servic» waich involve the granting
of public franchises, such services as are
now usually performed by what are called
ruhlip shrvics corporations. For instanes,

believe that New York city shounld have
the right t> own and operat> gas, elec-
tricity and all car lines. whether el:vated,
underground or surface, carrying passen-

| gers. But whether the municipality should
| own and operate a particular street car

line or whether it should awn it and have
it operated by a private corporation on
short term leases is a question to be deter-
mined by each municicality for itself,
according t» the economi~ conditions then
and there existing. It is conceivable that
in one city it might be wise to own and
operate a municipal gas plant, in a second
it might be wise t» own the gas plant but
not to operate it; again in a third city it might
be wise not t> own or operate. These, as [
have said, are questions which should be
determined by each municipality for itself.

“1 believe thoroughly in home ruls as a
Democratic principle, and it is one of the
absurd phases of the Independence League
platform that it jumbles up with the Ten
Commandments matters which have ab-
aolutaly nothing to do with State issues
For the State to assume to determine what
New York city shall pay to its firemen,
teachers and street cleaners is a gross vio-
lation of sound home rule principle and
entirely contrary to thespirit of Democracy.”

“What are your views on the method of
electing United States Senators?” Mr.
Jerome was asked.

“1 believe,” he said, “that United States
Senators should be elected by popular vote
in the States.”

“What do you think of the proposition to
take from the Attorney-General the right
to determine whether a charge of fraudulent
slection shall be presented in court®”

“In theory the offioe of Attorney-General
is not a itioal one, but in this cuse cur

ractioe is divorced from cur theory, and

he office of Attomley-General and polities

o together. 1 believe that it will be a
fong time before we get back to a sounder
practioe, and in mr opinion the Auorng-
General ought really to be a quasi judicial
officer. In my ijmenp all proceedings
looking toward an investigation of title
office through quo warranto should not
depend on tﬁo permission of the Attorney-
General, but should depend on the per-
mission of the Appellate Division of the
Supreme Court. Personally I should not
have any great fear of having this power
vested in the handa of a gingle Judge, after
due notioe had been given to both sides,
it in crder to relieve any single Judge
from the imputation of being influenced
by political consideration I think the appli-
ecation should be made to the Appeﬁlw
Division, as it has to be in certain cases where
the application is for a writ of prohibition.

“What do you think of Hearst’s strength
up the State now?” some one asked ’
Jerome.

“Precisely what [ have always thought
about it—that the strength of rests
entirely on the cowardice of men who as-
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sume to be Damocratio leaders, but who
do not and cannot lead the Democrats of this
State. This State is as naturally and nor-
mally Democratic as Pennsylvania is Re-
publican, But the rata up the State
are men 3f probity and intelligence and are
moved by .pra.n to patriotic ?rinolpb.
and thay wounld no mora think of following
the riffraff which sets itself up as the Demo-
cratic organization than. t would of
following Pontius Pilate or Ju Iscariot.
Of course, T am aware that there are some
spots in the Btate where decent men are
striving for decent t in the Democratic
party, and they are entitied to respect and
oconsideration.

“When Mr. Hill was active jn politics he
filled the public eye and was the target for
every attack and all the abuse, and it was
not realized what a horde of little things
calling themselves Democratic leaders had
lg\mg up in the shadow of his sinister
t xg powerful ponommn.

The Shortest Lived of All the New York
Republican Bosses Clears Out His
Desk to Make Way for His Saccessor
~'Small Factor Now," Says Parsons.

. Benjamin B. Otell, Jr., chairman of the
Republioan State committee, came down
from Newburgh yesterday and at the Fifth
Avenue Hotel began to clear his desk of his
personal papers preparatory to turning
over his place to his successor, who is to be
named at Saratogn on Weadnesday next.
Republicans who saw him preparing to clear

‘out bag and baggaige recalled that he was

the shortest lived Republican boss—for not
even his friends ever called him a leader—in
the annals of the Republicun pariy of the

State sidoe 1888. Thurlow Weed was the:

great Republican leader of his party from
1856 to 1866. Reuben E. Fenton then took
hold for six years, was followed by Roscoe
Conkling for twelve years, who in turn was
succeeded by Warner Miller for four years
and then came Thomas C. Platt for nearly
sixteen years. . Mr. Odell did not become
the actual boss of his ofganization in the
State and city until the spring of 1904, when
the conspiracy against Platt was organized
and carried out with the aid of ex-Gov.
Frank 8. Black and ex-Lieut .-Gov. Timothy
L. Woodruff.

In all Mr. Odell lasted just sbout two
years as the Republican boss of his or-
ganization, and even part of that time
he was not supreme, because last winter
he was stood upon his head when Halpin
was defeated for president of the New
York county committee and Merritt was
defeated for Bpeaker of the Assembly,
s0 that he really lasted as a Republican
boss from April 12, 1004, when the Republi-
can State convention was held in Carnegie
Hall to select delegates at large to the
pational convention of that year, to Jan-
uary 4, 1008, when Merritt, his candidats
for Speakar, was unmercifully defeated
at Albany. Sinoe that time Mr. Odell
has hung on by the eyelids and through
the grace of Gov. Higgins and the Gov-
ernor’s coterie of advisers at Albany.

Chairman Odell after he had cleared
out his desk began to preach harmony.
As a matter of fact all of Mr. Odell's ad-
herents preached harmony openly yester-
day and swore vengeance beneath their
breaths. All of their vindictive personal
utterances were directed against President
Roosevelt, Gov. Higgins, President Her-
bert Parsons of the Republican county
committee and Timothy L. Woodruff of
Brooklyn. Many of Mr. Odell's friends
talked about William R. Hearst and even
offered to bet that he was to be the next
Governor of the State. Mr. Hearst's news-
papers do not cartoon either Mr. Murphy
or Mr. Odell.

Chairman Odell called together yesterday
afternoon at the Fifth Avenue Hotel the
district leaders who were reelected on
Tuesday because of the Odell-Quigg com-
bination and preached harmony in thirteen
different ways and more harmony if wanted.
He told them that it would be utterly use-
less and not in good spirit for anybody to
raise ructions at the meeting of the Repub-
lican exeocutive committee on Saturday
when President Parsons is to be reelected
because he won on Tuesday by a vote of
about 500 to 213 for the Odeil-Quigg com-
bination. 4

Personally, Mr, Odell said for publication
that he was philosophical over the result
on Tueaday.

*1 am not the first man,” said he, “to have
been beaten, nor do I'imagine I shall be the
last.” Mr. Odell had nothing to say about
