Ria Cenference Calls on Bureau of
American Republies to Work Out the
Detalls ~ internationsl Commission of
Jurists Established —Text of Resolutions

Rio pE JaNEIRO, Aug. 25.—Acting on &
project coming from the commitee on
commercial relations the Pan-American
oconference to-day adopted a resolution
:oﬂdln; that the Bureau of American

publics shall formulate definite basis
of a contract which it may be advisable to
conclude with one or more steamship lines
connecting the piincipai ports of the Ameri-
ona,

The original proposition came from the
Chilean delegation. The result of the
study and conclusions of the Bureau of
American Republics will be transmitted
to each of the Governments so that they
may be laid by them before the next Pan-
American conference. The resolution also
recommends to the various Governments
that thay “conclude conventions among
themaselves, stimulating as far as possible
& rapid service of communications by rail-
way, steamship and telegraphio lines, as
well as postal conventions for the carriage
of samples #o that goods and commercial
advertisements may circulate with rapidity
and economy." Also that the various
Governments connect their railway and
telegraph lines and provide for free entry
of goods in transit of communication.

In an extensive explanatory statement
the Chilean delegation outlined its views
concerning the question. The main object
of the entire scheme is, of course, to secure
better facilities for transportation and lower
freight rates between American ports. No
complaint i« made of the freight rates
between the Americas and European mar-
kets, but it ia pointed out that the rates
between American ports are excessively
high and in many cases actually pro-
hibitive. Commenting on the granting by
some countries of subventions and other
facilities to steamship lines for the stjmula-
tion of traffio and the reduction rates
it is asserted that such reduction has not
been obtained, but instead the subventioned
companies are made privileged bodies,
whioh panmu them to go on collecting
prohibitive rates between American ports
and prevents competition, making it im-
posaible for new lines to enter the flald.

Discussing a remedy the statement says:

*To open easy ways of communication and
obtain the economical {reight which trade,
requires for its development it is not
enough, in our opinion, to grant subven-
tions and other advantages to navigation
companies; it is indispensable that the
Governments on granting these conocessions
interfere directly in fixing the itineraries of
the steamers and establishing the tariffs
for freight and passengers. Only by doing
this can the nations of this conference give
& more energetio impulse to their trade
in natural products and manufactured
articles, determining an increase in the pro-
duction and permitting the exploration of
many rich and productive regions which
have hitherto remained inactive only on
account of the lack or rareness of trans-
portation.”
» Although the statement makes its case
on the foregoing facts it also pointa eut
that the many taxes which are levied in
some ports, rendering difficult the loading
and unloading of cargo, forcing veasels to
remain for a great length of] time, have
much to do with the exocessive freights.

The Chileans declare they have not had
time to gather together all of the data to
form the bases for steamship concessions,
the task which has now been given to the
Bureau of American Repubuos. but they
express the opinion that a.mong the favors
to be granted and the conditions to be
imposed on steamship companies should
be inocluded the following
» “First—That their ships be exempt from
consular duties and all taxes or contribu-
tions of any nature whatever now in force
or which may be established in future im the
ports of the American continent.

W “Second—~That the said steamers shall
enjoy the privilegzes of mail steamers and the
liberty of going in or out, and of loading

unloading at any hour of the day or
night, or on holidays.

*Third—That if the indirect subvention in
the suppression of contributions referred
to in the above articles is not of sufficient
interest to navigation companies they

shall be granted a fixed anmual subvention,

to be determined by the Bureau of American
::zublim. in the project to be submitted to

Governmegts-at the next confereace.

“Fourth<That the International Bureau
of American Republics shall interfere di.
rectly in fixing the itineraries of the steamers
of the companies and in'the establishment
of tariffs and freights for cargo and pas-
sengers,;

“Fifth—~That the company oblige itself
to carry the mrmpondenoa free of charge,
and

“S8ixth—Any meuum tending to secure
to the steamers in all cases the freedom
of the traffic.”

To show the unsatisfactory condition
which now prevails because of the many
taxes and contributions levied on vessels
the statement says: “In the antecedents
accompanying the report of the committee
on maritime transportation and river
mavigation of the former Pan-American

“These steamship companies with the
intervention of the Governments in their
freight tariffs, by orening ways of inter-

nal communieation with economioal
freights, will have t> develop the natural
resources of the American countries, bind-
m them together by common interests
oh shall secure peace and consslidate
their mlations of friendship.”

Dr. Rowe's explanatory statement of his
resolution says:

“We are in the midst of a period which
is witnessing profound chln in some
of the most important subdivisiona of inter-
national law. The op) ormfutg is now pre-
sented to the republics is continent
to ocarry this forward movement one step
further, pnruoulnrly in view of the fact
that during the last few decades tbeﬂutu
of the American continent have spared n
effort to secure the ition of nev
principles both in the law of war and in

the law of neutrality

'lt is evidmt, however. that discon-

individual effort can have but little
ln uence: The méeting of the third inter-
national conference affomds an opportunity
for concerted action which cannot fail to
have a far reaching influence on the develop-
ment of international law. It is true that
both the law of war and the law of neutrality
are subjects whioh interest the Europun
States to quite the same degree as
American, but there exist special nuonl
why the work should first be undertaken
by the nations of this continent. The
American States have alreadv made im-
portant contributions to the law of war both
on land and at sea and it is probable that
they oan reach unanimous agreement on
certain additional principles which will
place this branch o? the subject on a dis-
tinctly higher plane.

“Of the new pnnoiplu to be oconsidered
the most important is the inviolability
of private Propany in naval warfaype
This is one.of the questions to be submitted
at The Hague, but unless the signs of the
times are fundamentally misleading the
American States will be able to agree on this
point long before the European Powerl have

reached a common basis of ac

“There is another field in whloh the possi-
bility is offered not onlr of doing a great
servioe to international relations on the
American continent but indirectly to the
entire civilized world. development of
the law of neutrality during the nineteenth
ocentury has been dne very largely to the
influence of the American States. This
fact alone creates an obligation to carry
this great work one step further. As was
pointed out at the Mexican conference
‘Codification should at present be hmnod
to the most important subjects in which the
necessity of definite formulation of rules is
most keenly felt, rules for the formulation
of which there exist abundant p nts
in the practioe of the American States.’

“The rights and obligationsa of neutrals is
another o'tha questions to which the second
Hague conference mll’(lve attention. This
fact furnishes an additional incentive to
formulate those principles for which t
American States have stood and which
represent to a considerable degree an ad-
vance over rules that have prevailed in
Europe. If the American States are able
dnﬂmtelv to formulate a ‘continental opin-
ion’ on the leading principles governing the
rights and obligations of neutrals they will
be in a position to exert a potent influence
on the development of the general system of
international law.

By the adoption Xeuterdny of a resolution
greontod by the American delegation the

-American Conference laid a firm foun-
dation for a discussion of the monetary
and financial evils of Latin America by the
next conference. Although there was some
agitation during the present conference
looking toward a discussion of money mat-
ternn did no dgat above the surface, although

legation cabled to its Govern-
mnnt for permission to introduce a resolu-
tion providing that all the Governments
adopt the gold standard. However, Mexico |
did not grant the permission.
